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On Friday, March 31, 2006, the
restoration of the Harpers Ferry Train
Station reached new heights as the
newly constructed two - story tower
was hoisted into place. Approximately
fifty people gathered around the
station parking lot to watch the
replacement of the prominent
architectural feature, which was
dismantled in 1950.  “I feel like I’m a
part of history,” said one by-stander.
“I’ve watched this project with great
interest and today is one for the history
books.”  Others preferred to watch
from, what they considered, a safer
distance, although their interest and
excitement was just as keen.

Through the years, the Harpers Ferry
station has symbolized the growth and
change of transportation in this
riverside town.  For over one hundred
years, it has stood a sentinel to the
community and its history.
Constructed in 1894, the depot has
been altered many times throughout
the years.  Its original location
overlooked the scenic confluence of
the Shenandoah and Potomac Rivers;
however, in 1931, as part of a series of
railroad improvements, the station was
moved to its current location.  The
station survived the B&O’s takeover of
the C&O Railroad in the 1960s and

was part of the CSX corporation.  In
2001, the National Park Service
acquired the grounds of the U.S.
Armory and this historic station.  The
restoration project will make the
station a welcoming gateway to
historic Harpers Ferry.

The restoration project is expected to
be completed in the fall of 2006.

   and School House Ridge

- planting 30 to 60 cedar and maple
   trees on Murphy Farm and in Lower
   Town

- removal of debris

-installation of 15 exterior interpretive
  signs on the Harpers Ferry Battlefield
