Hosted by OFBCI Director Jay Hein, in

partnership with America’s Promise Alliance Board Chair, Alma Powell, and President and CEO, Marguerite Kondracke, the

briefing, entitled, “The Dropout Epidemic in the U.S. and Cross-Sector Solutions,” explored factors leading to over a million

high school dropouts each year. Participants discussed public- and private-sector innovations to help reverse this disturbing

trend in partnership with community-based nonprofits and faith-based organizations.

n June 2008, the Hudson Institute Center for Global Prosperity released an Index of Global Philanthropy, highlighting

humanitarian aid and the impact of private giving compared to government global aid contributions. The report revealed
that religious organizations charted the most significant increase in private philanthropy, giving $8.8 billion in the U.S. in
2006, equivalent to 37 percent of U.S. official development assistance.

“Today, VA provides more services to veterans most in need in more communities thanks to our growing part-
nerships with non-profit organizations -- President Bush’s "Armies of Compassion” dedicated to housing the homeless,

feeding the hungry, putting the jobless to work and easing troubled minds,” Secretary Peake said.
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
