 Double-blind, randomized, controlled trial to compare
standard and higher dose (150 mg bid) oseltamivir therapy
* Avian influenza or severe human influenza

* IV zanamivir and oseltamivir interaction (phase 1)*
e IV zanamivir/peramivir in avian influenza (phase 2)*
 Long-term neuraminidase inhibitor prophylaxis*

« Standard vs higher dose (150 mg bid) oseltamivir therapy
« Acute measurements of viral loads, cytokines, T and B responses

 Long-term follow-up of H5 survivors*

* Clinical, PFTs, chest CT; virus-specific antibody, T and memory B
cell responses (up to 4 years)*

* Development of human neutralizing H5 monoclonals?*
 Cross-reactive antibodies and T cells to avian/human viruses
