The cooperative programs are administered and implemented through a partnership between the Territory of
Guam, the USDA Forest Service and many other private and government entities. These programs promote the
health and productivity of Guam's forest lands and rural economies. Emphasis focuses on timber and other forest
products, wildlife, water resources, rural economies and conservation practices. The goal isto maintain and
improve the health of Guam'’s urban and rural forests and related economies. These programs:

Reduce costs through the use of partnerships,
Increase valuesthrough sustained productivity of forests, and
Arevoluntary, and use non-regulatory approaches.

Forest Stewardship

Clean Water Action Plan - Ugum Watershed

Theland is classified as category one watershed under the Clean Water Action Plan. The intent of the project isto
reforest the entire watershed with severa thousand leguminous acacia auriculiformis trees species that will
eventually solve the erosion problem that causes sedimentation problems at the water treatment plant. The Ugum
Watershed Committee have produced afive year strategic plan for the watershed and has identified another tract
in the watershed for planting that will be marked for the next clean water action project for fiscal year 2005. With
two landowners who have signed up since 2002 more than 200 acres of grasslands and badlands have been
planted with 175,000 Acacia auriculiformis seedlings.

Fouha Bay Watershed Restoration

Fifteen acre demonstration plot is being afforested as part of a multi-agency project to restore the Fouha Bay
watershed in an effort to protect coral reef reproduction in bay and decrease sedimentation onto the reef..

Forest Health Protection

Completed the Forest Inventory for the isand which included the detection of tree damage i.e., vines, pests.
Publication “Guam’s Forest Resource 2002 circulated.

Inspected established observation areas around the idand on a monthly basis.

Periodically report insect and disease condition to the office of Cooperative Extension Service, University of
Guam for information, record purposes and appropriate action.

Identified Mimosa Invisa and carried out an eradication project in 2001.

Identified Chromeal eana (Siam Weed) carried out biological control in 2003.

Identified Asian Scale and funded mapping and pesticide control in 2005.

5 acres native forest restoration project in Cotal Conservation Reserve in 2005.

Natural Resource Conservation Education

Produced and printed 3,000 posters on watersheds of Guam.

Produced and broadcast 3 televison and 3 radio PSA in 2004.

Produced three 30 second fire public service announcements for use in movie theaters.
Produced and printed 3,000 posters on wildand arson.
