[Results Indicator]

The State’s FFY 2006 reported data for this indicator are
4.2%. These data represent slippage from the FFY 2005
data of 4.0%.

The State met its FFY 2006 target of 4.8%.

OSEP appreciates the State’s efforts to
improve performance.

3. Participation and performance of children
with disabilities on statewide assessments:

The State reported data on the participation rate for children
with IEPs in the alternate assessment against alternate
achievement standards for grades 3 and 10 only. On pp.12-
13 of the FFY 2006 APR, the State reported that the
alternate assessment against alternate achievement standards
for grades 4 and 8 have been completed and will be
implemented together with grades 3 and 10 for next year.

In OSEP’s July 2, 2007 letter special
conditions conditionally approving American
Samoa’s FFY 2007 Eligibility for Part B
funds, American Samoa was required to
demonstrate that it is reporting publicly and
to the Secretary on the participation and
performance of children with disabilities in
statewide assessments, as required at 20
U.S.C. 1412(a)(16)(D). American Samoa
was required to submit a progress report with
its FFY 2006 APR, due February 1, 2008,
and a final submission on June 1, 2008.

American Samoa provided a report on its
progress in meeting Federal requirements.
American Samoa has shown progress in
being able to report on its alternate
assessment against alternate achievements
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standards for grades 3 and 10. American
Samoa has not yet completed and
implemented an alternate assessment for all
the grades tested with the regular assessment.

OSEP appreciates the State’s efforts to
improve performance and looks forward to
the State’s data demonstrating improvement
in performance in the FFY 2007 APR, due
February 1, 2009.

The State reported on the proficiency rate for children with
IEPs against alternate achievement standards for grades 3
and 10 only and reported that grades 4 and 8 will be
included next year.

OSEP appreciates the State’s efforts to
improve performance and looks forward to
the State’s data demonstrating improvement
in performance in the FFY 2007 APR, due
February 1, 2009.

The State reported that that there may be
more general education students suspended
but no data was available to do the
comparison to determine a significant
discrepancy for this indicator.

OSEP looks forward to the State’s data
demonstrating improvement in performance
in the FFY 2007 APR, due February 1, 2009.
