The Republic of Palau (ROP) revised the improvement activities for this
indicator in its SPP and OSEP accepts those revisions.

The ROP’s FFY 2006 reported data for this indicator are 100%. These data
represent progress from the FFY 2005 data of 15%.

The ROP met its FFY 2006 target of 30%.

OSEP’s June 15, 2007 FFY 2005
SPP/APR response table required the
ROP to include in the FFY 2006 APR,
due February 1, 2008, an update on
ROP’s plans for changing the cohort
formula to include repeaters and an
explanation that addresses whether there
are substantive differences in the two
diplomas and the requirements for earning
each diploma. The ROP provided the
required data.

OSEP appreciates the ROP’s efforts to
improve performance.

2. Percent of youth with IEPs
dropping out of high school
compared to the percent of all
youth in the ROP dropping out of
high school.

The ROP revised the improvement activities for this indicator in its SPP and
OSEP accepts those revisions.

The ROP’s FFY 2006 reported data for this indicator are 12%. These data
represent slippage from the FFY 2005 data of 8%.

The ROP met its FFY 2006 target of 17%.

OSEP appreciates the ROP’s efforts to
improve performance.

3. Participation and performance
of children with disabilities on
ROPwide assessments:

The ROP’s FFY 2006 reported data for this indicator are 90% for reading and
86% for math and 100% of alternate assessments for IEP students.

OSEP’s June 15, 2007 FFY 2005
SPP/APR response table required the
ROP to include in the FFY 2006 APR,
due February 1, 2008, accurate
calculations for this indicator and data for
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with IEPs in a regular assessment
with no accommaodations; regular
assessment with accommaodations;
alternate assessment against grade
level standards; alternate
assessment against alternate
achievement standards.

These data represent progress from the FFY 2005 data of 85% for reading and
progress from the FFY 2005 data of 85% for math.

The ROP met its FFY 2006 target of 82% for reading and math and its FFY
2006 target of 100% of alternate assessments for IEP students.

The ROP revised the improvement activities for this indicator in its SPP and
OSEP accepts those revisions. The ROP revised the baseline for reading and
the baseline for math for this indicator in its SPP and OSEP accepts those
revisions. The ROP revised the targets for this indicator, but OSEP cannot
accept the revised targets because the ROP’s revised end targets do not reflect
improvement over the new baseline data for 3C(a) and 3C(b). The ROP’s
revised targets are less rigorous. The ROP indicated that stakeholders were
provided an opportunity to comment on the revised targets.

The ROP’s FFY 2006 reported data for this indicator are overall 23% for
reading and overall 15% for math. These reported data for 3C(a) Regular
Assessment with No Accommodations are 0% in reading and 0% in math; for
3C(b) Regular Assessment with Accommaodations are 10% for reading and
0% for math; for 3C(c) Alternate Assessment against Alternate Achievement
Standards are 14% for reading and 15% for math.

OSEP could not determine whether there was progress or slippage or whether
the ROP met its target.

OSEP’s June 15, 2007 FFY 2005
SPP/APR response table required the
ROP to include in the FFY 2006 APR,
February 1, 2008, revised targets to meet
the requirements of this indicator and to
more accurately reflect its data on
proficiency. In addition, the ROP was
required to report proficiency rates by
content area for each of the grades shown
in Table 6 of the 618 data. The ROP
provided the required data.

OSEP could not determine whether the
ROP met its targets and OSEP cannot
accept the revised targets because the
ROP’s revised end targets do not reflect
improvement over the baseline data for
3C(a) and 3C(b).

In the FFY 2007 APR, due February 1,
2009, ROP must revise its SPP to include
targets that reflect improvement over the
ROP’s baseline data by FFY 2010, to
meet the requirements of section 616(b)
of the IDEA.

The ROP’s FFY 2006 reported data for this indicator for parents of children
ages 6-21 are 36%. These data represent slippage from the FFY 2005 data of
43%.

The ROP met its FFY 2006 target of 88% for parents of children ages 3-5.

The ROP did not meet its FFY 2006 target of 45.65% for parents of children
ages 6-21.

OSEP’s June 15, 2007 FFY 2005
SPP/APR response table required the
ROP to include in the FFY 2006 APR,
due February 1, 2008, a copy of the
survey for parents of children ages 6-21
years. The ROP provided the required
data.

OSEP appreciates the ROP’s efforts to
improve performance and looks forward
to the ROP’s data demonstrating
improvement in performance in the FFY

OSEP could not determine if the ROP timely corrected prior findings of
noncompliance related to this indicator (identified in FFY 2005) because the
ROP did not address the correction of findings of noncompliance identified in
specific districts or regions in FFY 2005. The ROP reported that despite
implementing new procedures to address the identified causes of late
evaluations and eligibility determinations, the ROP did not have 100%
compliance. The ROP reported that it reviewed the data to examine the causes
for the noncompliance and created improvement activities to address regional
noncompliance identified in FFY 2006.
