MINIMUM/MAXIMUM AMOUNT OF SUPPLIES OR SERVICES (COST REIMBURSEMENT) (GSFC 52.216-90) (JUL 2006)

(a) The minimum amount of supplies or services that shall be ordered during the effective period of this contract is $1,000,000 (Estimated Cost and Fixed Fee).  The maximum amount of supplies or services that may be ordered during the effective period of this contract is $120,000,000 (Estimated Cost and Fixed Fee).  All orders placed under this contract will be applied to the minimum and maximum specified in this paragraph.

(b) The minimum amount is reached when the sum of the dollar amounts of all ordered supplies or services, except for any adjustments made pursuant to the Limitation of Cost or Limitation of Funds clause, equals or exceeds the minimum amount stated in paragraph (a).
(c) The maximum amount is reached when the sum of the dollar amounts of all ordered supplies or services, except for any adjustments made pursuant to the Limitation of Cost or Limitation of Funds clause, equals the maximum amount stated in paragraph (a).

(d) The maximum amount, if reached, precludes the issuance of further orders for supplies or services under this contract.  However, reaching the maximum amount does not preclude adjustments to the dollar amounts of existing placed orders, for actions that are within the scope of the placed orders, and which are made pursuant to existing contract authority, such as the Changes clause.

The Government shall not be liable for any delivery, storage, demurrage, accessorial, or other charges involved before the actual delivery (or "constructive placement" as defined in carrier tariffs) of the supplies to the destination, unless such charges are caused by an act or order of the Government acting in its contractual capacity. If the Contractor uses rail carrier or freight forwarder for less than carload shipments, the Contractor shall ensure that the carrier will furnish tailgate delivery, when required, if transfer to truck is required to complete delivery to consignee.

(i) Pack and mark the shipment to comply with contract specifications; or




(ii) In the absence of specifications, prepare the shipment in conformance with carrier requirements;



(2) Prepare and distribute commercial bills of lading;



(3) Deliver the shipment in good order and condition to the point of delivery specified in the contract;



(4) Be responsible for any loss of and/or damage to the goods occurring before receipt of the shipment by the consignee at the delivery point specified in the contract;



(5) Furnish a delivery schedule and designate the mode of delivering carrier; and



(6) Pay and bear all charges to the specified point of delivery.

FINANCIAL REPORTING OF NASA PROPERTY IN THE CUSTODY OF CONTRACTORS (1852.245-73) (SEPTEMBER 2007)

(a) The Contractor shall submit annually a NASA Form (NF) 1018, NASA Property in the Custody of Contractors, in accordance with the provisions of 1845.505-14, the instructions on the form, subpart 1845.71, and any supplemental instructions for the current reporting period issued by NASA.

(b)(1) Subcontractor use of NF 1018 is not required by this clause; however, the Contractor shall include data on property in the possession of subcontractors in the annual NF 1018.

(2) The Contractor shall mail the original signed NF 1018 directly to the Goddard Space Flight Center (GSFC), General Accounting Department, General Ledger Section, Code 157, Greenbelt, MD 20771, unless the Contractor uses the NF 1018 Electronic Submission System (NESS) for report preparation and submission.

(3) One copy shall be submitted (through the Department of Defense (DOD) Property Administrator if contract administration has been delegated to DOD) to the following address:

Goddard Space Flight Center, Supply and Equipment Management Branch, Code 273, Greenbelt, MD 20771--unless the Contractor uses the NF 1018 Electronic Submission System (NESS) for report preparation and submission.

(c)(1) The annual reporting period shall be from October 1 of each year through September 30 of the following year.  The report shall be submitted in time to be received by October 15.  The information contained in these reports is entered into the NASA accounting system to reflect current asset values for agency financial statement purposes.  Therefore, it is essential that required reports be received no later than October 15.  Some activity may be estimated for the month of September, if necessary, to ensure the NF 1018 is received when due.  However, contractors’ procedures must document the process for developing these estimates based on planned activity such as planned purchases or NASA Form 533 (NF 533 Contractor Financial Management Report) cost estimates.  It should be supported and documented by historical experience or other corroborating evidence, and be retained in accordance with FAR Subpart 4.7, Contractor Records Retention.  Contractors shall validate the reasonableness of the estimates and associated methodology by comparing them to actual activity once that data is available, and adjust them accordingly.  In addition, differences between the estimated cost and the actual cost must be adjusted during the reporting period.  Contractors shall have formal policies and procedures, which address the validation of NF 1018 data, including data from subcontractors, and the identification and timely reporting of errors.  The objective of this validation is to ensure that information reported is accurate and in compliance with the NASA FAR Supplement.  If errors are discovered on NF 1018 after submission, the contractor shall immediately contact the cognizant NASA Center Industrial Property Officer (IPO) to discuss corrective action.

(2) The Contracting Officer may, in NASA's interest, withhold payment until a reserve not exceeding $25,000 or 5 percent of the amount of the contract, whichever is less, has been set aside, if the Contractor fails to submit annual NF 1018 reports in accordance with 1845.505-14 and any supplemental instructions for the current reporting period issued by NASA.  Such reserve shall be withheld until the Contracting Officer has determined that NASA has received the required reports.  The withholding of any amount or the subsequent payment thereof shall not be construed as a waiver of any Government right.

(d) A final report shall be submitted within 30 days after disposition of all property subject to reporting when the contract performance period is complete in accordance with (b)(1) through (3) of this clause.

By submitting this proposal or performing this contract, the Contractor agrees that NASA may release to its service providers, their subcontractors, and their individual employees, sensitive information submitted during the course of this procurement, subject to the enumerated protections mandated by the clause at 1852.237-72, Access to Sensitive Information.

(c)(1) The Contractor shall identify any sensitive information submitted in support of this proposal or in performing this contract.  For purposes of identifying sensitive information, the Contractor may, in addition to any other notice or legend otherwise required, use a notice similar to the following:

This proposal or document includes sensitive information that NASA shall not disclose outside the Agency and its service providers that support management activities and administrative functions. Notice to Employees: 

Under Federal law, employees cannot be required to join a union or maintain membership in a union in order to retain their jobs. Under certain conditions, the law permits a union and an employer to enter into a union-security agreement requiring employees to pay uniform periodic dues and initiation fees. However, employees who are not union members can object to the use of their payments for certain purposes and can only be required to pay their share of union costs relating to collective bargaining, contract administration, and grievance adjustment.

If you do not want to pay that portion of dues or fees used to support activities not related to collective bargaining, contract administration, or grievance adjustment, you are entitled to an appropriate reduction in your payment. If you believe that you have been required to pay dues or fees used in part to support activities not related to collective bargaining, contract administration, or grievance adjustment, you may be entitled to a refund and to an appropriate reduction in future payments.

(d) In the event that the Contractor does not comply with any of the requirements set forth in paragraphs (b), (c), or (g), the Secretary may direct that this contract be cancelled, terminated, or suspended in whole or in part, and declare the Contractor ineligible for further Government contracts in accordance with procedures at 29 CFR part 470, Subpart B-Compliance Evaluations, Complaint Investigations and Enforcement Procedures. Such other sanctions or remedies may be imposed as are provided by 29 CFR part 470, which implements Executive Order 13201, or as are otherwise provided by law.

(e) The requirement to post the employee notice in paragraph (b) does not apply to-

(1) Contractors and subcontractors that employ fewer than 15 persons;

(2) Contractor establishments or construction work sites where no union has been formally recognized by the Contractor or certified as the exclusive bargaining representative of the Contractor's employees;

(3) Contractor establishments or construction work sites located in a jurisdiction named in the definition of the United States in which the law of that jurisdiction forbids enforcement of union-security agreements;

(4) Contractor facilities where upon the written request of the Contractor, the Department of Labor Deputy Assistant Secretary for Labor-Management Programs has waived the posting requirements with respect to any of the Contractor's facilities if the Deputy Assistant Secretary finds that the Contractor has demonstrated that-

(i) The facility is in all respects separate and distinct from activities of the Contractor related to the performance of a contract; and

(ii) Such a waiver will not interfere with or impede the effectuation of the Executive order; or

(5) Work outside the United States that does not involve the recruitment or employment of workers within the United States.

(f) The Department of Labor publishes the official employee notice in two variations; one for contractors covered by the Railway Labor Act and a second for all other contractors. The Contractor shall-

"Small business concern," as used in this clause, means a concern, including its affiliates, that is independently owned and operated, not dominant in the field of operation in which it is bidding under this contract, and qualified as a small business under the criteria and size standards in 13 CFR 121.


(b) NASA prime and subcontractors are encouraged to use their best efforts to award subcontracts to small business concerns located in rural areas.


(c) Contractors acting in good faith may rely on written representations by their subcontractors regarding their status as small business concerns located in rural areas.


(d) The Contractor agrees to insert the provisions of this clause, including this paragraph (d), in all subcontracts hereunder that offer subcontracting possibilities.

I. 11
NASA 8 PERCENT GOAL (1852.219-76) (JUL 1997)

(a) Definitions.

“Historically Black Colleges or University”, as used in this clause means an institution determined by the Secretary of Education to meet the requirements of 34 CFR Section 608.2.  The term also includes any nonprofit research institution that was an integral part of such a college or university before November 14, 1986.

“Minority institutions”, as used in this clause, means an institution of higher education meeting the requirements of section 1046(3) of the Higher Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1135d-5(3)) which for the purposes of this clause includes a Hispanic-serving institution of higher education as defined in section 316(b)(1) of the Act (20 U.S.C. 1059c(b)(1)).

“Small disadvantaged business concern”, as used in this clause, means a small business concern that (1) is at least 51 percent unconditionally owned by one or more individuals who are both socially and economically disadvantaged, or a publicly owned business having at least 51 percent of its stock unconditionally owned by one or more socially and economically disadvantaged individuals, and (2) has its management and daily business controlled by one or more such individuals.  This term also means a small business concern that is at least 51 percent unconditionally owned by an economically disadvantaged Indian tribe or Native Hawaiian Organization, or a publicly owned business having at least 51 percent of its stock unconditionally owned by one or more of these entities, which has its management and daily business controlled by members of an economically disadvantaged Indian tribe or Native Hawaiian Organization, and which meets the requirements of 13 CFR 124.

“Women-owned small business concern”, as used in this clause, means a small business concern (1) which is at least 51 percent owned by one or more women or, in the case of any publicly owned business, at least 51 percent of the stock of which is owned by one or more women, and (2) whose management and daily business operations are controlled by one or more women.

(b) The NASA Administrator is required by statute to establish annually a goal to make available to small disadvantaged business concerns, Historically Black Colleges and Universities, minority institutions, and women-owned small business concerns, at least 8 percent of NASA's procurement dollars under prime contracts or subcontracts awarded in support of authorized programs, including the space station by the time operational status is obtained.

 (c) The contractor hereby agrees to assist NASA in achieving this goal by using its best efforts to award subcontracts to such entities to the fullest extent consistent with efficient contract performance.

(d) Contractors acting in good faith may rely on written representations by their subcontractors regarding their status as small disadvantaged business concerns, Historically Black Colleges and Universities, minority institutions, and women-owned small business concerns.

(End of clause)

I. 12
MINIMUM INSURANCE COVERAGE (1852.228‑75) (OCT 1988)

The Contractor shall obtain and maintain insurance coverage as follows for the performance of this contract:


(a)
Worker's compensation and employer's liability insurance as required by applicable Federal and state workers' compensation and occupational disease statutes.  If occupational diseases are not compensable under those statutes, they shall be covered under the employer's liability section of the insurance policy, except when contract operations are so commingled with the Contractor's commercial operations that it would not be practical.  The employer's liability coverage shall be at least $100,000, except in States with exclusive or monopolistic funds that do not permit workers' compensation to be written by private carriers.


(b)
Comprehensive general (bodily injury) liability insurance of at least $500,000 per occurrence.


(c)
Motor vehicle liability insurance written on the comprehensive form of policy which provides for bodily injury and property damage liability covering the operation of all motor vehicles used in connection with performing the contract.  Policies covering motor vehicles operated in the United States shall provide coverage of at least $200,000 per person and $500,000 per occurrence for bodily injury liability and $20,000 per occurrence for property damage.  The amount of liability coverage on other policies shall be commensurate with any legal requirements of the locality and sufficient to meet normal and customary claims.


(d)
Comprehensive general and motor vehicle liability policies shall contain a provision worded as follows:


"The insurance company waives any right of subrogation against the United States of America which may arise by reason of any payment under the policy."


(e)
When aircraft are used in connection with performing the contract, aircraft public and passenger liability insurance of at least $200,000 per person and $500,000 per occurrence for bodily injury, other than passenger liability, and $200,000 per occurrence for property damage.  Coverage for passenger liability bodily injury shall be at least $200,000 multiplied by the number of seats or passengers, whichever is greater.

I. 13
CENTER FOR AEROSPACE INFORMATION (1852.235-70) (DEC 2006)

(a) The Contractor should register with and avail itself of the services provided by the NASA Center for AeroSpace Information (CASI) (http://www.sti.nasa.gov) for the conduct of research or research and development required under this contract.  CASI provides a variety of services and products as a NASA repository and database of research information, which may enhance contract performance.

(b) Should the CASI information or service requested by the Contractor be unavailable or not in the exact form necessary by the Contractor, neither CASI nor NASA is obligated to search for or change the format of the information.  A failure to furnish information shall not entitle the Contractor to an equitable adjustment under the terms and conditions of this contract.

(c) Information regarding CASI and the services available can be obtained at the Internet address contained in paragraph (a) of this clause.

(End of clause)

I. 14
EMERGENCY EVACUATION PROCEDURES (1852.237‑70) (DEC 1988)

The Contractor shall assure that its personnel at Government facilities are familiar with the functions of the Government's emergency evacuation procedures.  If requested by the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall designate an individual or individuals as contact points to provide for efficient and rapid evacuation of the facility if and when required.

(End of clause)

I.15    RIGHTS IN DATA-GENERAL (52.227-14) (DEC 2007) as modified by NASA FAR Supplement 1852.227-14—ALTERNATE II (DEC 2007) AND ALTERNATE III (DEC 2007) 

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause- 

"Computer database" or "database means" a collection of recorded information in a form capable of, and for the purpose of, being stored in, processed, and operated on by a computer. The term does not include computer software. 

"Computer software"- 

(1) Means 

(i) Computer programs that comprise a series of instructions, rules, routines, or statements, regardless of the media in which recorded, that allow or cause a computer to perform a specific operation or series of operations; and 

(ii) Recorded information comprising source code listings, design details, algorithms, processes, flow charts, formulas, and related material that would enable the computer program to be produced, created, or compiled. 

(2) Does not include computer databases or computer software documentation. 

"Computer software documentation" means owner's manuals, user's manuals, installation instructions, operating instructions, and other similar items, regardless of storage medium, that explain the capabilities of the computer software or provide instructions for using the software. 

"Data" means recorded information, regardless of form or the media on which it may be recorded. The term includes technical data and computer software. The term does not include information incidental to contract administration, such as financial, administrative, cost or pricing, or management information. 

"Form, fit, and function data" means data relating to items, components, or processes that are sufficient to enable physical and functional interchangeability, and data identifying source, size, configuration, mating and attachment characteristics, functional characteristics, and performance requirements. For computer software it means data identifying source, functional characteristics, and performance requirements but specifically excludes the source code, algorithms, processes, formulas, and flow charts of the software. 

"Limited rights" means the rights of the Government in limited rights data as set forth in the Limited Rights Notice of paragraph (g)(3) if included in this clause. 

"Limited rights data" means data, other than computer software, that embody trade secrets or are commercial or financial and confidential or privileged, to the extent that such data pertain to items, components, or processes developed at private expense, including minor modifications. 

"Restricted computer software" means computer software developed at private expense and that is a trade secret, is commercial or financial and confidential or privileged, or is copyrighted computer software, including minor modifications of the computer software. 

"Restricted rights," as used in this clause, means the rights of the Government in restricted computer software, as set forth in a Restricted Rights Notice of paragraph (g) if included in this clause, or as otherwise may be provided in a collateral agreement incorporated in and made part of this contract, including minor modifications of such computer software. 

"Technical data" means recorded information (regardless of the form or method of the recording) of a scientific or technical nature (including computer databases and computer software documentation). This term does not include computer software or financial, administrative, cost or pricing, or management data or other information incidental to contract administration. The term includes recorded information of a scientific or technical nature that is included in computer databases (See 41 U.S.C. 403(8)). 

"Unlimited rights" means the rights of the Government to use, disclose, reproduce, prepare derivative works, distribute copies to the public, and perform publicly and display publicly, in any manner and for any purpose, and to have or permit others to do so. 

(b) Allocation of rights. 

(1) Except as provided in paragraph (c) of this clause, the Government shall have unlimited rights in- 

(i) Data first produced in the performance of this contract; 

(ii) Form, fit, and function data delivered under this contract; 

(iii) Data delivered under this contract (except for restricted computer software) that constitute manuals or instructional and training material for installation, operation, or routine maintenance and repair of items, components, or processes delivered or furnished for use under this contract; and 

(iv) All other data delivered under this contract unless provided otherwise for limited rights data or restricted computer software in accordance with paragraph (g) of this clause. 

(2) The Contractor shall have the right to- 

(i) Assert copyright in data first produced in the performance of this contract to the extent provided in paragraph (c)(1) of this clause; 

(ii) Use, release to others, reproduce, distribute, or publish any data first produced or specifically used by the Contractor in the performance of this contract, unless provided otherwise in paragraph (d) of this clause; 

(iii) Substantiate the use of, add, or correct limited rights, restricted rights, or copyright notices and to take other appropriate action, in accordance with paragraphs (e) and (f) of this clause; and 

(iv) Protect from unauthorized disclosure and use those data that are limited rights data or restricted computer software to the extent provided in paragraph (g) of this clause. 

(c) Copyright- 

(1) Data first produced in the performance of this contract. 

(i) Unless provided otherwise in paragraph (d) of this clause, the Contractor may, without prior approval of the Contracting Officer, assert copyright in scientific and technical articles based on or containing data first produced in the performance of this contract and published in academic, technical or professional journals, symposia proceedings, or similar works. The prior, express written permission of the Contracting Officer is required to assert copyright in all other data first produced in the performance of this contract. 

(ii) When authorized to assert copyright to the data, the Contractor shall affix the applicable copyright notices of 17 U.S.C. 401 or 402, and an acknowledgment of Government sponsorship (including contract number). 

(iii) For data other than computer software, the Contractor grants to the Government, and others acting on its behalf, a paid-up, nonexclusive, irrevocable, worldwide license in such copyrighted data to reproduce, prepare derivative works, distribute copies to the public, and perform publicly and display publicly by or on behalf of the Government. For computer software, the Contractor grants to the Government, and others acting on its behalf, a paid-up, nonexclusive, irrevocable, worldwide license in such copyrighted computer software to reproduce, prepare derivative works, and perform publicly and display publicly (but not to distribute copies to the public) by or on behalf of the Government. 

(2) Data not first produced in the performance of this contract. The Contractor shall not, without the prior written permission of the Contracting Officer, incorporate in data delivered under this contract any data not first produced in the performance of this contract unless the Contractor- 

(i) Identifies the data; and 

(ii) Grants to the Government, or acquires on its behalf, a license of the same scope as set forth in paragraph (c)(1) of this clause or, if such data are restricted computer software, the Government shall acquire a copyright license as set forth in paragraph (g)(4) of this clause (if included in this contract) or as otherwise provided in a collateral agreement incorporated in or made part of this contract. 

(3) Removal of copyright notices. The Government will not remove any authorized copyright notices placed on data pursuant to this paragraph (c), and will include such notices on all reproductions of the data. 

(d) Release, publication, and use of data. The Contractor shall have the right to use, release to others, reproduce, distribute, or publish any data first produced or specifically used by the Contractor in the performance of this contract, except- 

(1) As prohibited by Federal law or regulation (e.g., export control or national security laws or regulations); 

(2) As expressly set forth in this contract; or 

(3) If the Contractor receives or is given access to data necessary for the performance of this contract that contain restrictive markings, the Contractor shall treat the data in accordance with such markings unless specifically authorized otherwise in writing by the Contracting Officer. 

(i) The Contractor agrees not to establish claim to copyright, publish or release to others any computer software first produced in the performance of this contract without the Contracting Officer's prior written permission. 

(ii) If the Government desires to obtain copyright in computer software first produced in the performance of this contract and permission has not been granted as set forth in paragraph (d)(3)(i) of this clause, the Contracting Officer may direct the contractor to assert, or authorize the assertion of, claim to copyright in such data and to assign, or obtain the assignment of, such copyright to the Government or its designated assignee. 

(iii) Whenever the word "establish" is used in this clause, with reference to a claim to copyright, it shall be construed to mean "assert". 

(e) Unauthorized marking of data. 

(1) Notwithstanding any other provisions of this contract concerning inspection or acceptance, if any data delivered under this contract are marked with the notices specified in paragraph (g)(3) or (g) (4) if included in this clause, and use of the notices is not authorized by this clause, or if the data bears any other restrictive or limiting markings not authorized by this contract, the Contracting Officer may at any time either return the data to the Contractor, or cancel or ignore the markings. However, pursuant to 41 U.S.C. 253d, the following procedures shall apply prior to canceling or ignoring the markings. 

(i) The Contracting Officer will make written inquiry to the Contractor affording the Contractor 60 days from receipt of the inquiry to provide written justification to substantiate the propriety of the markings; 

(ii) If the Contractor fails to respond or fails to provide written justification to substantiate the propriety of the markings within the 60-day period (or a longer time approved in writing by the Contracting Officer for good cause shown), the Government shall have the right to cancel or ignore the markings at any time after said period and the data will no longer be made subject to any disclosure prohibitions. 

(iii) If the Contractor provides written justification to substantiate the propriety of the markings within the period set in paragraph (e)(1)(i) of this clause, the Contracting Officer will consider such written justification and determine whether or not the markings are to be cancelled or ignored. If the Contracting Officer determines that the markings are authorized, the Contractor will be so notified in writing. If the Contracting Officer determines, with concurrence of the head of the contracting activity, that the markings are not authorized, the Contracting Officer will furnish the Contractor a written determination, which determination will become the final agency decision regarding the appropriateness of the markings unless the Contractor files suit in a court of competent jurisdiction within 90 days of receipt of the Contracting Officer's decision. The Government will continue to abide by the markings under this paragraph (e)(1)(iii) until final resolution of the matter either by the Contracting Officer's determination becoming final (in which instance the Government will thereafter have the right to cancel or ignore the markings at any time and the data will no longer be made subject to any disclosure prohibitions), or by final disposition of the matter by court decision if suit is filed. 

(2) The time limits in the procedures set forth in paragraph (e)(1) of this clause may be modified in accordance with agency regulations implementing the Freedom of Information Act (5 U.S.C. 552) if necessary to respond to a request thereunder. 

(3) Except to the extent the Government's action occurs as the result of final disposition of the matter by a court of competent jurisdiction, the Contractor is not precluded by paragraph (e) of the clause from bringing a claim, in accordance with the Disputes clause of this contract, that may arise as the result of the Government removing or ignoring authorized markings on data delivered under this contract. 

(f) Omitted or incorrect markings. 

(1) Data delivered to the Government without any restrictive markings shall be deemed to have been furnished with unlimited rights. The Government is not liable for the disclosure, use, or reproduction of such data. 

(2) If the unmarked data has not been disclosed without restriction outside the Government, the Contractor may request, within 6 months (or a longer time approved by the Contracting Officer in writing for good cause shown) after delivery of the data, permission to have authorized notices placed on the data at the Contractor's expense. The Contracting Officer may agree to do so if the Contractor- 

(i) Identifies the data to which the omitted notice is to be applied; 

(ii) Demonstrates that the omission of the notice was inadvertent; 

(iii) Establishes that the proposed notice is authorized; and 

(iv) Acknowledges that the Government has no liability for the disclosure, use, or reproduction of any data made prior to the addition of the notice or resulting from the omission of the notice. 

(3) If data has been marked with an incorrect notice, the Contracting Officer may- 

(i) Permit correction of the notice at the Contractor's expense if the Contractor identifies the data and demonstrates that the correct notice is authorized; or 

(ii) Correct any incorrect notices. 

(g) Protection of limited rights data and restricted computer software. 

(1) The Contractor may withhold from delivery qualifying limited rights data or restricted computer software that are not data identified in paragraphs (b)(1)(i), (ii), and (iii) of this clause. As a condition to this withholding, the Contractor shall- 

(i) Identify the data being withheld; and 

(ii) Furnish form, fit, and function data instead. 

(2) Limited rights data that are formatted as a computer database for delivery to the Government shall be treated as limited rights data and not restricted computer software. 

(3) Notwithstanding paragraph (g)(1) of this clause, the contract may identify and specify the delivery of limited rights data, or the Contracting Officer may require by written request the delivery of limited rights data that has been withheld or would otherwise be entitled to be withheld. If delivery of that data is required, the Contractor shall affix the following "Limited Rights Notice" to the data and the Government will treat the data, subject to the provisions of paragraphs (e) and (f) of this clause, in accordance with the notice: 

Limited Rights Notice (Dec 2007) 

(a) These data are submitted with limited rights under Government Contract No. _____ (and subcontract ______, if appropriate). These data may be reproduced and used by the Government with the express limitation that they will not, without written permission of the Contractor, be used for purposes of manufacture nor disclosed outside the Government; except that the Government may disclose these data outside the Government for the following purposes, if any; provided that the Government makes such disclosure subject to prohibition against further use and disclosure:

(i) Use (except for manufacture) by support service contractors.

(ii) Evaluation by nongovernment evaluators.

(iii) Use (except for manufacture) by other contractors participating in the Government's program of which the specific contract is a part.

(iv) Emergency repair or overhaul work.

(v) Release to a foreign government, or its instrumentalities, if required to serve the interests of the U.S. Government, for information or evaluation, or for emergency repair or overhaul work by the foreign government.

(vi) or any other legitimate government use

(b) This notice shall be marked on any reproduction of these data, in whole or in part. 

(End of notice) 

(4)(i) Notwithstanding paragraph (g)(1) of this clause, the contract may identify and specify the delivery of restricted computer software, or the Contracting Officer may require by written request the delivery of restricted computer software that has been withheld or would otherwise be entitled to be withheld. If delivery of that computer software is required, the Contractor shall affix the following "Restricted Rights Notice" to the computer software and the Government will treat the computer software, subject to paragraphs (e) and (f) of this clause, in accordance with the notice: 

Restricted Rights Notice (Dec 2007) 

(a) This computer software is submitted with restricted rights under Government Contract No. _______ (and subcontract ________, if appropriate). It may not be used, reproduced, or disclosed by the Government except as provided in paragraph (b) of this notice or as otherwise expressly stated in the contract. 

(b) This computer software may be- 

(1) Used or copied for use with the computer(s) for which it was acquired, including use at any Government installation to which the computer(s) may be transferred; 

(2) Used or copied for use with a backup computer if any computer for which it was acquired is inoperative; 

(3) Reproduced for safekeeping (archives) or backup purposes; 

(4) Modified, adapted, or combined with other computer software, provided that the modified, adapted, or combined portions of the derivative software incorporating any of the delivered, restricted computer software shall be subject to the same restricted rights; 

(5) Disclosed to and reproduced for use by support service Contractors or their subcontractors in accordance with paragraphs (b)(1) through (4) of this notice; and 

(6) Used or copied for use with a replacement computer. 

(c) Notwithstanding the foregoing, if this computer software is copyrighted computer software, it is licensed to the Government with the minimum rights set forth in paragraph (b) of this notice. 

(d) Any other rights or limitations regarding the use, duplication, or disclosure of this computer software are to be expressly stated in, or incorporated in, the contract. 

(e) This notice shall be marked on any reproduction of this computer software, in whole or in part. 

(End of notice) 

(ii) Where it is impractical to include the Restricted Rights Notice on restricted computer software, the following short-form notice may be used instead: 

Restricted Rights Notice Short Form (Jun 1987) 

Use, reproduction, or disclosure is subject to restrictions set forth in Contract No. _______ (and subcontract, if appropriate) with ________ (name of Contractor and subcontractor). 

(End of notice) 

(iii) If restricted computer software is delivered with the copyright notice of 17 U.S.C. 401, it will be presumed to be licensed to the Government without disclosure prohibitions, with the minimum rights set forth in paragraph (b) of this clause. 

(h) Subcontracting. The Contractor shall obtain from its subcontractors all data and rights therein necessary to fulfill the Contractor's obligations to the Government under this contract. If a subcontractor refuses to accept terms affording the Government those rights, the Contractor shall promptly notify the Contracting Officer of the refusal and shall not proceed with the subcontract award without authorization in writing from the Contracting Officer. 

(i) Relationship to patents or other rights. Nothing contained in this clause shall imply a license to the Government under any patent or be construed as affecting the scope of any license or other right otherwise granted to the Government.

I. 16  SECURITY  REQUIREMENTS FOR UNCLASSIFIED INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY RESOURCES  (1852.204-76) (MAY 2008) (Deviation)
  (a)  The Contractor shall be responsible for information and information technology (IT) security when – 



(1) The Contractor or its subcontractors must obtain physical or electronic (i.e., authentication level 2 and above as defined in National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST) Special Publication (SP) 800-63, Electronic Authentication Guideline) access to NASA's computer systems, networks, or IT infrastructure; or 



(2) Information categorized as low, moderate, or high by the Federal Information Processing Standards (FIPS) 199, Standards for Security Categorization of Federal Information and Information Systems is stored, generated, processed, or exchanged by NASA or on behalf of NASA by a contractor or subcontractor, regardless of whether the information resides on a NASA or a contractor/subcontractor’s information system.


(b)  IT Security Requirements.



(1)  Within 30 days after contract award, a Contractor shall submit to the Contracting Officer for NASA approval an IT Security Plan, Risk Assessment, and FIPS 199, Standards for Security Categorization of Federal Information and Information Systems, Assessment.   These plans and assessments, including annual updates shall be incorporated into the contract as compliance documents. 




(i) The IT system security plan shall be prepared consistent, in form and content, with NIST SP 800-18, Guide for Developing Security Plans for Federal Information Systems, and any additions/augmentations described in NASA Procedural Requirements (NPR) 2810, Security of Information Technology.  The security plan shall identify and document appropriate IT security controls consistent with the sensitivity of the information and the requirements of Federal Information Processing Standards (FIPS) 200, Recommended Security Controls for Federal Information Systems.   The plan shall be reviewed and updated in accordance with NIST SP 800-26, Security Self-Assessment Guide for Information Technology Systems, and FIPS 200, on a yearly basis.




(ii)  The risk assessment shall be prepared consistent, in form and content, with NIST SP 800-30, Risk Management Guide for Information Technology Systems, and any additions/augmentations described in NPR 2810.  The risk assessment shall be updated on a yearly basis.




(iii)  The FIPS 199 assessment shall identify all information types as well as the “high water mark,” as defined in FIPS 199, of the processed, stored, or transmitted information necessary to fulfill the contractual requirements.



(2)  The Contractor shall produce contingency plans consistent, in form and content, with NIST SP 800-34, Contingency Planning Guide for Information Technology Systems, and any additions/augmentations described in NPR 2810.  The Contractor shall perform yearly “Classroom Exercises.” “Functional Exercises,” shall be coordinated with the Center CIOs and be conducted once every three years, with the first conducted within the first two years of contract award.  These exercises are defined and described in NIST SP 800-34.



(3)  The Contractor shall ensure coordination of its incident response team with the NASA Incident Response Center (NASIRC) and the NASA Security Operations Center, ensuring that incidents are reported consistent with NIST SP 800-61, Computer Security Incident Reporting Guide, and the United States Computer Emergency Readiness Team’s (US-CERT) Concept of Operations for reporting security incidents.  Specifically, any confirmed incident of a system containing NASA data or controlling NASA assets shall be reported to NASIRC within one hour that results in unauthorized access, loss or modification of NASA data, or denial of service affecting the availability of NASA data.



(4) The Contractor shall ensure that its employees, in performance of the contract, receive annual IT security training in NASA IT Security policies, procedures, computer ethics, and best practices in accordance with NPR 2810 requirements.  The Contractor may use web-based training available from NASA to meet this requirement.



(5) The Contractor shall provide NASA, including the NASA Office of Inspector General, access to the Contractor’s and subcontractors’ facilities, installations, operations, documentation, databases, and personnel used in performance of the contract. Access shall be provided to the extent required to carry out IT security inspection, investigation, and/or audits to safeguard against threats and hazards to the integrity, availability, and confidentiality of NASA information or to the function of computer systems operated on behalf of NASA, and to preserve evidence of computer crime.  To facilitate mandatory reviews, the Contractor shall ensure appropriate compartmentalization of NASA information, stored and/or processed, either by information systems in direct support of the contract or that are incidental to the contract.



(6)  The Contractor shall ensure that system administrators who perform tasks that have a material impact on IT security and operations demonstrate knowledge appropriate to those tasks.  A system administrator is one who provides IT services (including network services, file storage, and/or web services) to someone other than themselves and takes or assumes the responsibility for the security and administrative controls of that service.  


(7) The Contractor shall ensure that NASA’s Sensitive But Unclassified (SBU) information as defined in NPR 1600.1, NASA Security Program Procedural Requirements, which includes privacy information, is encrypted in storage and transmission.

(iii)  Utilize the NASA Public Key Infrastructure (PKI) for all encrypted communication or non-repudiation requirements within NASA when secure email capability is required. 

  (c) Physical and Logical Access Requirements.



(1) Contractor personnel requiring access to IT systems operated by the Contractor for NASA or interconnected to a NASA network shall be screened at an appropriate level in accordance with NPR 2810 and Chapter 4, NPR 1600.1, NASA Security Program Procedural Requirements.  NASA shall provide screening, appropriate to the highest risk level, of the IT systems and information accessed, using, as a minimum, National Agency Check with Inquiries (NACI). The Contractor shall submit the required forms to the NASA Center Chief of Security (CCS) within fourteen (14) days after contract award or assignment of an individual to a position requiring screening.  The forms may be obtained from the CCS.  At the option of NASA, interim access may be granted pending completion of the required investigation and final access determination.  For Contractors who will reside on a NASA Center or installation, the security screening required for all required access (e.g., installation, facility, IT, information, etc.) is consolidated to ensure only one investigation is conducted based on the highest risk level.  Contractors not residing on a NASA installation will be screened based on their IT access risk level determination only.  See NPR 1600.1, Chapter 4.



(2) Guidance for selecting the appropriate level of screening is based on the risk of adverse impact to NASA missions.  NASA defines three levels of risk for which screening is required (IT-1 has the highest level of risk).




(i)  IT-1 -- Individuals having privileged access or limited privileged access to systems whose misuse can cause very serious adverse impact to NASA missions.  These systems include, for example, those that can transmit commands directly modifying the behavior of spacecraft, satellites or aircraft.




(ii) IT-2 -- Individuals having privileged access or limited privileged access to systems whose misuse can cause serious adverse impact to NASA missions.  These systems include, for example, those that can transmit commands directly modifying the behavior of payloads on spacecraft, satellites or aircraft; and those that contain the primary copy of “level 1” information whose cost to replace exceeds one million dollars.




(iii) IT-3 -- Individuals having privileged access or limited privileged access to systems whose misuse can cause significant adverse impact to NASA missions.  These systems include, for example, those that interconnect with a NASA network in a way that exceeds access by the general public, such as bypassing firewalls; and systems operated by the Contractor for NASA whose function or information has substantial cost to replace, even if these systems are not interconnected with a NASA network.



(3)  Screening for individuals shall employ forms appropriate for the level of risk as established in Chapter 4, NPR 1600.1.



(4)  The Contractor may conduct its own screening of individuals requiring privileged access or limited privileged access provided the Contractor can demonstrate to the Contracting Officer that the procedures used by the Contractor are equivalent to NASA's personnel screening procedures for the risk level assigned for the IT position.



(5) Subject to approval of the Contracting Officer, the Contractor may forgo screening of Contractor personnel for those individuals who have proof of a --




(i) Current or recent national security clearances (within last three years);




(ii) Screening conducted by NASA within the last three years that meets or exceeds the screening requirements of the IT position; or




(iii) Screening conducted by the Contractor, within the last three years, that is equivalent to the NASA personnel screening procedures as approved by the Contracting Officer and concurred on by the CCS.

  (d)  The Contracting Officer may waive the requirements of paragraphs (b) and (c)(1) through (c)(3) upon request of the Contractor.  The Contractor shall provide all relevant information requested by the Contracting Officer to support the waiver request.
  (e)  The Contractor shall contact the Contracting Officer for any documents, information, or forms necessary to comply with the requirements of this clause.
  (f)  At the completion of the contract, the contractor shall return all NASA information and IT resources provided to the contractor during the performance of the contract and certify that all NASA information has been purged from contractor-owned systems used in the performance of the contract.

(1) Have physical or electronic access to NASA's computer systems, networks, or IT infrastructure; or



(2) Use information systems to generate, store, process, or exchange data with NASA or on behalf of NASA, regardless of whether the data resides on a NASA or a contractor’s information system.

1. General Instructions

The Mission Suitability Proposal should be specific, detailed, and provide all the information requested by these instructions.  The Mission Suitability Proposal must demonstrate that the offeror understands the requirements and has the ability to meet the requirements.  General statements such as the "requirements are understood" or "standard procedures will be employed" are not adequate.  Also, restatement or paraphrasing of the requirements should be avoided.  Information previously submitted, if any, will not be considered unless it is resubmitted as part of the proposal.  It must not be incorporated by reference.

The offeror must identify and discuss the risk factors associated with accomplishment of the requirements of the contemplated contract.  This must be done as appropriate in the Mission Suitability Proposal.  Risk factors may be those inherent in the work, unique to the offeror's chosen approach, and must include any risk factors that are specifically identified by the Government in this solicitation.  General areas of possible risk that are of concern to NASA are technical, schedule, cost, safety, occupational health, security (including personnel, information technology), export control and environmental risks. 3. Mission Suitability Instructions by Subfactor

Subfactor A—Understanding the Requirements of the Statement of Work 

The offeror's shall demonstrate an understanding of the requirements and its ability to meet all of the functions in the Statement of Work (SOW).  The offeror shall provide a narrative response that expands upon all of the functions in the SOW of this RFP in a way that shows the offeror fully understands the nature of all the work to be performed.  The narrative shall also fully provide the offeror's techniques and procedures required to meet the requirements of the SOW.

Consistent with performance-based contracting, the Government is not imposing a requirement for key personnel for this acquisition.  However, the offeror shall identify and propose critical positions it considers essential to perform successfully its proposed technical approach for satisfying the requirements of the Statement of Work.  The offeror’s proposal shall describe each critical position, including the rationale justifying the identification of each position as critical and a discussion of the qualifications for each critical position.

Subfactor B– Technical Approach to Representative Task Orders (RTO’S)
THE OFFEROR IS NOT TO PERFORM ANY ACTUAL WORK ON THE REPRESENTATIVE TASK ORDERS IN RESPONSE TO THE RFP.

The offeror shall provide written task plans addressing each representative task included as Exhibit A of the RFP to help us understand how you, as our contractor, would perform the representative tasks associated with the SOW. In accordance with the Task Ordering Procedure clause in Section H of this RFP, each task plan shall identify the technical approach, labor categories, projected hours, Government interface, the flow of activities from start to completion (including time line), and any other information required to determine the adequacy and reasonableness of the offeror’s plan.  The plan must be specific, detailed, and complete to demonstrate a clear and full understanding of the objectives; potential technical problems, risks, and critical issues; and possible problem mitigation/resolution.  Any assumptions made in preparing a response to these representative tasks orders must be clearly stated.
Each response to the representative task orders shall include a proposed Work Breakdown Structure (WBS) and must address the following:

a. The technical approach for the specific requirements of the task; 

b.  The schedule for completing the effort, including key milestones and the flow of activities from start to completion;

c.  Staffing plan consistent with the technical approach and schedule; 

d.  Other resources, such as facilities and equipment, necessary to successfully accomplish the task; 

e.  Identification of critical issues, including risk identification and mitigation.

f. Any assumptions made in preparing a response to the RTOs

must be clearly stated.
The offeror shall complete the Proposed Staffing Chart, Exhibit C-5 of the Cost Proposal, identifying the proposed staffing for each RTO, by labor category, using the proposed Position Descriptions in Attachment F, and identifying those positions that are available from the prime contractor or any significant subcontractor(s)..

Subfactor C- Management Plan
The prime offeror shall provide a management plan that describes the organizational structure and approach, policies, procedures, and techniques for efficiently managing the proposed work.  

The plan shall discuss interrelationships of technical management, business management, and subcontract management. All interfaces with NASA personnel must be clearly delineated.  Include an organizational chart that identifies where this contract fits in the corporate structure.  Also provide an organizational chart for this program identifying all managerial positions by title.

The offeror shall provide a detailed description of the responsibilities and authorities for management of this contract, from lower levels through intermediate management to top-level management.  The offeror should include such elements as the span of control, degree of autonomy, and lines of communication.  The plan should also discuss the processes for resolving priority conflicts for resources and functions within the organization.  All interfaces with GSFC personnel  and subcontractors must be clearly delineated.

The offeror shall describe their plan for staffing a qualified and fully certified workforce in order to meet contract needs in a timely manner.  This shall include a discussion of the personnel categories proposed under the contract and how the labor skill and mix will be employed to accomplish the work.  The offeror's plan shall include any necessary staffing support to perform under the resultant contract, respond to critical requirements, and staff new requirements from existing resources and from outside sources.  
The offeror shall discuss their alternate/backup staffing plans, if their primary staffing strategy is not completely sucessful.

The staffing plan shall include a comprehensive hiring plan which presents the expected number of personnel to be hired from incumbents (if applicable), those to be transferred from within the offeror's own organization, and those from other sources.

The offeror shall describe their overall plan for maintaining and augmenting a staff to meet on-going contract requirements.  The offeror's plan shall include the offeror's methods, practices, and incentives, which contribute to the proposed employee retention, morale, and productivity.

Indicate your ability to staff for fluctuating requirements from existing resources and from outside sources.  Also indicate your policies on temporary assignments of company personnel with relevant specialized skills.

The Offeror shall describe their procedures for determining applicability of subcontracting, if any, and for managing subcontracts.  The offeror's planned usage, if any significant subcontracting agreements shall be addressed.  For any significant subcontracting agreements the offeror shall detail the functional areas and functional split of responsibilities including the potential percentages of work to be performed.  The offeror shall discuss its plans for addressing any problems that arise as a result of the proposed organization structure or poor and/or non-performance of subcontracted portions of the contract.

Tasks will be issued in accordance with ordering procedures in Clause H.9.  Detail your process for responding quickly and efficiently to requests for task plans.  Describe your plans for organizing, assigning staff, tracking, and managing tasks from task initiation to completion, including configuration control, subcontracting, schedule, and cost.  The offeror shall describe what management expertise their firm brings to understanding and managing multiple tasks and performance-based contracts of this magnitude.  During the course of the contract, contractors may be required to take over work being performed by another contractor.  Offerors shall discuss any special considerations or processes it takes to ensure the orderly transition of these types of tasks.

Describe all critical facility and plant equipment (indicate whether Government or company owned) required for performance (whether in your possession now or not) and state the function and available capacity of each item.  Do the same for each significant subcontractor having or needing critical facility items.

If facility items that you need have not yet been acquired, provide the following information:

The Offeror shall describe how it intends to satisfy the Information Technology security requirements specified in this solicitation (NFS 1852.204-76).

The offeror shall provide an overview of their property management system that includes the offeror's procedures for the receipt, identification, control, transfer, tracking and replacement of Government-furnished and contractor-acquired property and materials.
The offeror shall submit a total compensation plan (excluded from the page count) for all proposed labor categories.  Offerors should combine the requirements of the following solicitation provisions into their proposed compensation plan:

This plan shall describe how the Offeror will interface with the Government personnel and incumbent Contractor.  If the phase-in plan assumes any dependency upon the incumbent Contractor, the Offeror shall identify the depth and extent of the cooperation assumed and justify those assumptions.  Phase-In may be accomplished through the issuance of a separate fixed-price vehicle, at the Government's discretion.  Also, specify the extent of involvement of NASA personnel during this period
Subfactor  D—Safety and Health Plan (excluded from the page count)
The offeror shall provide a safety and health plan in accordance with NFS Provision 1852.223-73, entitled “Safety and Health Plan”.  The offeror shall discuss its approach to compliance with all applicable Federal and State statutory and regulatory requirements, as well as NASA policies and procedures relative to safety, occupational health, and NASA Procedural 8715.3, NASA General Safety Program Requirements.

This plan, as approved by the Government, will be included in any resulting contract.  Offerors are directed to NPR 8715.3, Appendix E instructions regarding the contents of Safety and Health Plan.  NPR 8715.3 can be accessed at the following website:

1.  Instructions

An important prerequisite for the award of the contract is the prime offerors must have an accounting system that has been determined adequate by the cognizant administrative agency for accumulating and reporting incurred costs prior to contract award.  While these proposals are not required to be cost certified, they are to be in sufficient detail to allow direct and indirect rate verification and audit of selected costs by cognizant Defense Contract Audit Agency (DCAA) offices.  The cost proposal should be prepared in a manner consistent with your current accounting system. 

The required format for other than cost or pricing data is for evaluation purposes. The Offeror shall submit electronic copies of the cost proposal charts contained in the referenced exhibits in Microsoft Excel format on CD-ROMs.  Two copies of the CD-ROMs shall be submitted with one copy identified as the backup.  This requirement is in addition to the required hard copies.   The Offeror shall include all formulas in the cost charts to substantiate the whole dollar amount proposed. The Offeror shall certify that all disks are virus-free.  In the event of any inconsistency between data provided on electronic media and hard copies, the hard copy data will be considered to be correct.

Offerors, including proposed significant subcontractors, shall submit one copy of their cost proposal directly to your cognizant DCAA auditing office by the due date specified on the solicitation face page, Standard Form 33, Block 9.  The name, mailing address, email address, and phone number of the cognizant DCAA office are to be included in the written narrative of the Offer Volume.  Please ensure that all contact information provided is current and correct.

All pricing and estimating techniques shall be clearly explained in detail (projections, rates, ratios, percentages, factors, etc.) and shall support the proposed costs in such a manner that audit, computation, and verification can be accomplished.  Also, any experience factors (unit prices, hours, quantities, etc.) and judgmental projections shall be explained.  All past actuals shall show the periods of time and costs in detail when used as a basis for estimating the proposed costs.  

The escalation proposed for labor must be stated along with the actual escalation experienced in the last three years.  Provide a statement of rationale, including the derivation, for the proposed escalation rates.  If escalation is not proposed, explain why.  The Offeror shall also discuss the rationale for any escalation proposed for the other cost elements.  The Offeror shall also include the company's escalation history for each other cost element experienced in the past three years.   
The Government does not intend to issue a separate task order for overall contract program management.  Accordingly, in accordance with the Offeror’s approved accounting system, clearly indicate how program management costs will be captured and charged.  Program management costs must be included in the RTO cost estimates in accordance with the instructions in Section 2 below.

· Prime and, if proposed, significant subcontractor(s) labor, including labor hours, rates, and categories for personnel, for both onsite and offsite personnel;

· Contract Program Management costs; include and identify, if not included in indirect costs;

· Indirect labor burden(s) (i.e. Overhead and Fringe Benefits (if separate pool)), for both onsite and offsite;

· Other Direct Costs (ODCs), including detailed breakout of materials, equipment, travel, computer services, subcontracts, and any other miscellaneous other direct costs.

These rates are to be proposed in accordance with the Contractor’s Fiscal Year and approved accounting system.  Please note that the Contract Year Composite indirect rates shall match the rates proposed in Attachment F, Direct and Indirect Rates Matrices.

EVALUATION OF COMPENSATION FOR PROFESSIONAL EMPLOYEES (52.222‑46)

(a) Recompetition of service contracts may in some cases result in lowering the compensation (salaries and fringe benefits) paid or furnished professional employees. 1. Source Selection

This competitive negotiated acquisition shall be conducted in accordance with FAR 15.3, "Source Selection", and NASA FAR Supplement (NFS) 1815.3, same subject.  The Source Evaluation Board procedures at NFS 1815.370, "NASA formal source selection" will apply.

The attention of offerors is particularly directed to NFS 1815.305, "Proposal evaluation" and to NFS 1815.305-70, "Identification of unacceptable proposals".

A trade-off process, as described at FAR 15.101-1, will be used in making source selection.

2. Evaluation Factors and Subfactors

The evaluation factors are Mission Suitability, Cost, and Past Performance.  These factors, as described at NFS 1815.304-70, will be used to evaluate each proposal.  This Section M provides a further description for each evaluation factor, inclusive of subfactor.  Only the Mission Suitability factor is numerically scored.

3. Relative Order of Importance of Evaluation Factors

The Cost Factor is significantly less important than the combined importance of the Mission Suitability Factor and the Past Performance Factor.  As individual Factors, the Cost Factor is less important than the Mission Suitability Factor but more important than the Past Performance Factor.

MISSION SUITABILITY FACTOR

The Mission Suitability evaluation will take into consideration whether the resources proposed are consistent with the proposed efforts and accomplishments associated with each subfactor or whether they are overstated or understated for the effort to be accomplished as described by the offeror and evaluated by NASA. The offeror’s justification for the proposed resources will be considered in this evaluation. If the offeror’s proposal demonstrates a lack of resource realism, it will be evaluated as demonstrating a lack of understanding of or commitment to the requirements. 

1.  Mission Suitability Subfactors and Description of Each Subfactor

Subfactor A- Understanding the Requirements of the SOW
This subfactor will be used to determine how thoroughly the offeror understands the needs and objectives of the technical requirements.  The Government will evaluate the offeror’s understanding and technical approach to meet the needs, technical difficulties, challenges, and objectives of the Statement of Work (SOW). The Government will evaluate the completeness, thoroughness, and soundness of the response to all functions and elements of the SOW.

The appropriateness of the identified critical positions and their position descriptions, based on the proposed technical approach, will be evaluated.  The proposed critical positions will be evaluated to determine the offeror’s level of understanding of the contract requirements.  Proposing critical positions that are deemed unnecessary or non-critical by the government evaluators for effective and efficient implementation of the offeror’s proposed approach to perform the contract requirements may indicate lack of sound management judgment and lack of understanding of the requirements.  Conversely, failing to propose critical positions that are deemed necessary and critical by the Government evaluators for effective and efficient implementation of the offeror’s proposed approach may also indicate lack of sound management judgment and lack of understanding of the requirements.   

The completed Attachment F, Section 5, Position Descriptions will be evaluated to determine the appropriateness and level of understanding by the offeror of the contract requirements.   Proposing other labor categories and levels that are determined unnecessary by the Government evaluation for effective and efficient contract performance may be an indicator of a lack of understanding of those contract requirements.  Conversely, failing to propose other labor categories and levels that are determined necessary by the Government evaluation for effective and efficient contract performance may also be an indicator of a lack of understanding of those contract requirements. 

Subfactor B- Technical Approach to Representative Task Orders (RTOs)

Subfactor C- Management Plan
Under this subfactor the Government will evaluate the offeror’s organizational structure and approach, policies, procedures, and techniques to efficiently manage the proposed work.

The Government will evaluate for effectiveness the offeror's organizational charts (corporate structure and managerial positions) and your management approach, involving interrelationships of technical, business and subcontract management, proposed lines of communications between the management level and the interfaces between the offeror's organization and the Government.
The offeror’s statement of the responsibilities and authorities of each manager and description of such elements as span of control, degree of autonomy, and lines of communication will be evaluated for clarity, efficiency, and effectiveness. The Government will evaluate the adequacy of the offeror’s process for resolving priority conflicts.

The offeror’s plan for recruiting and staffing a qualified workforce will be evaluated based on the ability to meet contract needs in a timely manner.  The adequacy of the offeror's alternate/backup staffing plans will also be evaluated.
The Government will evaluate the effectiveness of the offeror's methods, practices and incentives which contribute to employee retention, morale, and productivity.

The Government will evaluate the offeror's ability to staff for fluctuating requirements from existing resources and from outside sources and your polices regarding temporary assignments of company personnel.
The Government will evaluate the offeror’s basis for subcontracting arrangements and the management procedures for monitoring and controlling those arrangements.  The offeror will be evaluated on thoroughness and completeness of its plan for integrating the efforts of the prime contract with any proposed subcontracts. . The offeror will be evaluated on the effectiveness and efficiency of its plan for identifying and addressing any problems that arise as a result of the proposed organization structure or poor and/or non-performance of subcontracted portions of the contract.   

The Government will evaluate the adequacy of the offeror's task order management practices to respond quickly and efficiently to the requirements of this procurement.  The Government will evaluate the offeror’s proposed processes to manage multiple tasks in a performance-based contracting environment. The offeror's proposed plan/approach to ensure the orderly transition of work that may be required, which is being performed by another contractor will be evaluated for efficiency of its plan. The Government will consider the adequacy of the offeror's special considerations and efficient assumption of work performed by another contractor.

The offeror will be evaluated on its capability to provide the critical facilities and equipment needed to perform the requirements of the SOW, and facilities for offsite personnel.
The offeror’s ability to meet the Information Technology security requirements specified in this solicitation will be evaluated for effectiveness and efficient implementation.

The offeror's property proposed approached for management will be evaluated for adequacy.

The Government will evaluate the offeror’s total compensation plan to assure that it reflects a sound management approach and understanding of contract requirements.  The evaluation will include an assessment of the offeror’s ability to provide uninterrupted high-quality work.  The offeror’s supporting data used in establishing the total professional compensation structure will be evaluated for reasonableness.

The Government will evaluate the offeror's proposed Fringe Benefits provided in Exhibit C8 and supporting data for reasonableness in accordance with M.1 
The offeror's proposed internal Surveillance Plan will be evaluated for adequacy and ability to demonstrate that the Offeror can ensure the Government will receive the services for which it is contracting.  More specifically, the Government will evaluate the level, frequency, and method of internal surveillance and what the Offeror proposes as the method for identifying deficiencies in the quality of services provided and plans for correcting those deficiencies.

In evaluating the surveillance method proposed, any customer survey(s) proposed, will also be evaluated for effectiveness, giving consideration to the security and information technology resources required.  The ability to capture key performance metrics, especially as they relate to facilitating the Government's performance evaluation, and the Offeror's understanding of how to manage to this magnitude of effort will also be evaluated for efficiency and effectiveness.  The Government will also evaluate the adequacy of proposed risk management techniques.

The Phase-in Plan will be evaluated for completeness and level of detail that demonstrates the offeror's ability to assume responsibility for performance of the contract without degradation of 

high quality services at the beginning of the period of performance upon completion of the phase-in period.  

Subfactor D- Safety and Health Plan
The Offeror's Safety and Health Plan will be evaluated for compliance with applicable Federal and State statutory and regulatory requirements, as well as compliance with NPR 8715.3, NFS 1852.223-73 and applicable NASA Agency-wide and Installation specific policies and/or procedures including the adequacy of protection of life, health, and well being of NASA and Contractor employees, property and equipment. Further, the Safety and Health Plan will be evaluated to determine the adequacy of protection for subcontractor employees for any proposed subcontract.

The Government will evaluate the adequacy of the offeror’s Safety and Health Plan to ensure that supplies and services are furnished in a safe and healthful manner, and that the offeror develops, produces, and/or delivers products to NASA that will be safe and successful for their intended use.
2.  Findings Evaluation

The Government will evaluate proposals by classifying findings as strengths, weaknesses, significant strengths, significant weaknesses, or deficiencies using the following:

· Weakness – a flaw in the proposal that increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance

· Significant Weakness – a proposal flaw that appreciably increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance

· Deficiency – a material failure of a proposal to meet a Government requirement or a combination of significant weaknesses in a proposal that increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance to an unacceptable level

· Strength (not in FAR/NFS) – a proposal area that enhances the potential for successful performance or contributes toward exceeding the contract requirements in a manner that provides additional value to the government (this could be associated with a process, technical approach, materials, facilities, etc.).

· Significant Strength (not in FAR/NFS) – a proposal area that greatly enhances the potential for successful performance or contributes significantly toward exceeding the contract requirements in a manner that provides additional value to the government.

3.  Weights and Scoring
In accordance with NFS 1815.304-70(b)(1), the Mission Suitability factor will be weighted and scored on a 1000 point scale.

The Mission Suitability subfactors and the total Mission Suitability factor will be evaluated using the adjectival rating, definitions and percentile ranges at NFS 1815.305(a)(3)(A).

The maximum points available for each subfactor will be multiplied by the assessed percent for each subfactor to derive the score for the particular subfactor.  For example, if a subfactor has possible 200 points and receives a percent rating 80, then the score for that subfactor would be 160 points.

4. Adjustment for Cost Realism

If this solicitation will result in a cost reimbursement contract, the Mission Suitability score will be adjusted based on the degree of cost realism.  This will be done on a structured basis as follows:

M .5 COST EVALUATION FACTOR
The proposed costs of the Representative Task Orders (RTOs) and the rates proposed in Attachment F, Direct and Indirect Rates Matrices, will be assessed to determine reasonableness and cost realism.  The evaluation will be conducted in accordance with FAR 15.305(a) (1) and NFS 1815.305(a)(1)(B) and (C). 

Offerors should refer to FAR 2.101(b) for a definition of “cost realism” and to FAR 15.404-1(d) for a discussion of "cost realism analysis” and “probable cost”.

The terms "proposed and probable cost" are exclusive of fee.  Any proposed fee is not adjusted in the probable cost assessment.  

The Government will use the proposed indirect rate ceilings in Clause B. 5, Limitation of Indirect Costs, in determining probable cost.   

The Mission Suitability point score adjustment for cost realism will be based on cost only (no fee) and will not include the impact of the proposed indirect rate ceilings on the probable cost assessment for each RTO. 

The total FFP Phase-In price, the proposed and probable RTO costs, and the RTO Average Hourly Cost of Business will be presented to the Source Selection Authority.

PAST PERFORMANCE EVALUATION FACTOR

The Past Performance factor will evaluate each offeror's record (including the record of any significant subcontractors and/or teaming partners) of performing services or delivering products that are similar in size, content, and complexity to the requirements of this solicitation.  The adjective rating assigned to Past Performance (see below) will reflect a subjective evaluation of the information contained in the oral presentation, if applicable; written narrative; past performance evaluation input provided through customer questionnaires; and other references, if any, that the Government may contact for additional past performance information.  Offerors without a record of relevant past performance, or for whom information on past performance is not available, shall receive a neutral rating in accordance with FAR 15.305(a)(2)(iv). 

Past Performance Ratings - The ratings set forth below will be used to evaluate the Past Performance factor for each offeror.  

Each of the adjective ratings below has a "performance" component and a "relevance" component.  The following adjectival rating guidelines will be used when assessing both components.  In assessing relevance, the Government will consider the degree of similarity in size, content, and complexity to the requirements in this solicitation, as well as how current is the past performance.  

In assessing performance, the Government will make an assessment of the offeror's overall performance record.  The Government will evaluate the offeror's past performance record for meeting technical; schedule; cost; management; occupational health; safety; security; mission success; subcontracting plan goals and small disadvantaged business participation targets, if applicable; and other contract requirements.  Isolated or infrequent problems that were not severe or persistent, and for which the offeror took immediate and appropriate corrective action, may not reduce the offeror's rating.  On the other hand, ratings will be reduced when problems were within the contractor's control and were significant, persistent, or frequent, or when there is a pattern of problems or a negative trend of performance. 

Excellent - Of exceptional merit; exemplary performance in a timely, efficient, and economical manner; very minor (if any) problems with no adverse effect on overall performance; and experience that is highly relevant to this procurement. Based on the offeror’s performance record, essentially no doubt exists that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

Very Good - Very effective performance; fully responsive to contract requirements; contract requirements accomplished in a timely, efficient, and economical manner for the most part; only minor problems with little identifiable effect on overall performance; and experience is very relevant to this procurement. Based on the offeror’s performance record, little doubt exists that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

Good - Effective performance; fully responsive to contract requirements; reportable problems, but with little identifiable effect on overall performance; and experience is relevant to this procurement. Based on the offeror’s performance record, some doubt exists that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

Fair - Meets or slightly exceeds minimum acceptable standards; adequate results; reportable problems with identifiable, but not substantial, effects on overall performance; and experience is at least somewhat relevant to this procurement. Based on the offeror’s performance record, substantial doubt exists that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.  Changes to the offeror’s existing processes may be necessary in order to achieve contract requirements. 

Poor - Does not meet minimum acceptable standards in one or more areas; remedial action required in one or more areas; problems in one or more areas which adversely affect overall performance.  Based on the offeror’s performance record, extreme doubt exists that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.     

Neutral - no record of relevant past performance or past performance information is not available.
