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Trail Notes

There is a gap in the paved trail between the Historic Rum 
River Regional Trail and Coon Rapids Boulevard. Use Oakwood 
Drive and Queens Lane to connect the paved trails. 

The trail south of Mississippi River Community Park ends at a 
cul-de-sac on Benton Street. Use the sidewalk along Benton Street 
to reach additional trails.

Just north of the Highway 169 Bridge the sidewalk trail turns east towards 
Peninsula Point Park, but ends. Use the road to bridge this gap in the trail.

A pathway heads west from the Highway 169 Bridge and ends at Steamboat Landing. 
Use Colburn Street to connect to trails leading to and from Donie Galloway Park.

There is a gap in the Anoka County Mississippi River Regional Trail just north of Coon 
Rapids Dam Regional Park. Use Uplander Street to connect to trails north and south of this 
area. Watch for signs.
