Note 2: (Re: Table I) Research Program Grant applications shown in the first line include RO1 (Research Projects), PO1 (Program
Projects), R15 (Academic Research Enhancement Awards), R21 (Exploratory/Developmental Awards), R34 (Clinical Trial Planning
Grant Awards) and U01 (Cooperative Agreements). Small grant applications (R03) are shown separately on the following line.
