Chicago Action Clinic: Collaboration in the Windy City

On December 9 — 11, 2008, OA hosted the first in a series of Action Clinics.
Held in Chicago, the clinic focused on leveraging Registered Apprenticeship
and workforce system partnerships to meet the needs of workers and
employers in ETA’s Chicago Region. Over 200 people attended from
Mid-West States including lllinois, Indiana, lowa, Michigan, Minnesota,
Missouri, Nebraska and Wisconsin. Participants represented diverse
partners such as community colleges, apprenticeship program sponsors,
State Workforce administrators, One-Stop staff, local workforce
investment boards, and SAAs. ETA national office and regional office
leaders and motivational speaker Stedman Graham opened the clinic,
encouraging participants to think outside the box, and to pursue new and
innovative approaches in their work with partners. Through a series of
interactive and dynamic sessions and group discussions, the state teams
developed concrete action plans for strengthening connections between
Registered Apprenticeship and workforce, education and sponsors.
