The U.S. Department of Agriculture’s Asian Longhorned Beetle Cooperative Eradication
Program recently discovered a number of trees infested with the Asian longhorned beetle in the
Bedford-Stuyvesant neighborhood of Brooklyn, NY.

Beetle infested trees are structurally weak and could cause personal injury or property damage. The
USDA needs your help in fighting this devastating pest. Please allow USDA and NYS Department of
Agriculture and Markets officials access to your property to inspect your trees for this insect.

There is absolutely no charge for this inspection. Officials conducting inspections will provide
identification.

You can also help by looking for the Asian longhorned beetle, which is about 1 to 1.5 inches long, has
a shiny jet black body with distinctive white spots and long antennae that are banded with black and
white. To report a sighting of this insect, call (877) STOP-ALB.
