The current 14-year term of office of Pat E. Morgenstern-Clarren, United States Bankruptcy
Judge for the Northern District of Ohio at Cleveland, is due to expire on November 30, 2009. The
United States Court of Appeals for the Sixth Circuit is presently considering whether to reappoint
the incumbent bankruptcy judge to a new 14-year term of office.

In bankruptcy cases and proceedings referred by the district court, the incumbent would
continue to perform the duties of a bankruptcy judge that may include holding status conferences,
conducting hearings and trials, making final determinations, entering orders and judgements, and
submitting proposed findings of fact and conclusions of law to the district court.

Members of the bar and public are invited to submit comments for consideration by the Sixth
Circuit Court of Appeals before it acts to reappoint Bankruptcy Judge Pat Morgenstern-Clarren to
a new term of office.
