In addition, your product must not contain added sulfi tes and may contain up to 5 percent nonorganically pro duced agricultural 
ingredients which are not commercially available in organic form and/or other substances, including yeast, allowed by 7 CFR 205.605.

When claiming that your product contains some organic ingredients, it may contain less than 70 percent or gan i cal ly pro duced in gre di ents, 
not count ing added water and salt.  In addition, the product may contain over 30 percent nonorganically pro duced ag ri cul tur al ingredients 

and/or other sub stanc es, in clud ing yeast, without being limited to those in 7 CFR 205.605.
You should also consider the fol low ing points in de sign ing your label.
