SUMMARY

2. Division 01 Section "Project Record Documents" for submitting Record Drawings,
Record Specifications, and Record Product Data.

3. Division 01 Section "Operation and Maintenance Data" for operation and maintenance
manual requirements.

4. Division 26 Sections for specific closeout and special cleaning requirements for the Work

in those Sections.

SUBSTANTIAL COMPLETION

Preliminary Procedures: Before requesting inspection for determining date of Substantial
Completion, complete the following. List items below that are incomplete in request.

1. Prepare a list of items to be completed and corrected (punch list), the value of items on
the list, and reasons why the Work is not complete.

2. Submit specific warranties, workmanship bonds, maintenance service agreements, final
certifications, and similar documents.

3. Prepare and submit Project Record Documents, operation and maintenance manuals.

4, Deliver tools, spare parts, extra materials, and similar items to location designated by

Government. Label with Manufacturer's name and model number where applicable.
Complete startup testing of systems.

Submit test/adjust records.

Terminate and remove construction tools, and similar elements.

Complete final cleaning requirements, including touchup painting.

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9. Touch-up and otherwise repair and restore marred exposed finishes to eliminate visual
defects.

Inspection: Submit a written request for inspection for Substantial Completion. On receipt of
request, Government will either proceed with inspection or notify Contractor of unfulfilled
requirements.

1. Reinspection: Request reinspection when the Work identified in previous inspections as
incomplete is completed or corrected.

2. Results of completed inspection will form the basis of requirements for Final
Completion.

FINAL COMPLETION

Preliminary Procedures: Before requesting final inspection for determining date of Final
Completion, complete the following:

1. Submit copy of Substantial Completion inspection list of items to be completed or
corrected (punch list). The copy of the list shall state that each item has been completed
or otherwise resolved for acceptance.

2. Instruct Government's personnel in operation, adjustment, and maintenance of products,
equipment, and systems.

Inspection: Submit a written request for final inspection for acceptance. On receipt of request,
Government will either proceed with inspection or notify Contractor of unfulfilled
requirements.

L. Reinspection: Request reinspection when the Work identified in previous inspections as
incomplete is completed or corrected.

WARRANTIES

Submittal Time: Submit written warranties on request of Government for designated portions

of the Work where commencement of warranties other than date of Substantial Completion is

indicated.

Organize warranty documents into an orderly sequence based on the table of contents of the
Project Manual.

1. Bind warranties and bonds in heavy-duty, 3-ring, vinyl-covered, loose-leaf binders,
thickness as necessary to accommodate contents, and sized to receive 8-1/2-by-11-inch
paper.

2. Provide heavy paper dividers with plastic-covered tabs for each separate warranty. Mark

tab to identify the product or installation. Provide a typed description of the product or
installation, including the name of the product and the name, address, and telephone
number of Installer.

3. Identify each binder on the front and spine with the typed or printed title
"WARRANTIES," Project name, and name of Contractor.
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C.  Provide additional copies of each Warranty to include in operation and maintenance manuals.

PART 2 - PRODUCTS

2.1 MATERIALS
A. Cleaning Agents: Use cleaning materials and agents recommended by manufacturer or

fabricator of the surface to be cleaned. Do not use cleaning agents that are potentially
hazardous to health or property or that might damage finished surfaces.

PART 3 - EXECUTION

3.1 FINAL CLEANING
A.  General: Provide final cleaning. Conduct cleaning and waste-removal operations to comply
with local laws and ordinances and Federal and local environmental and antipollution
regulations.
