Program Introduction
The second AQMD’s Multiple Air Toxics Exposure Study (MATES-II), released in 2000, shows that approximately 70 percent of the cancer risk from air toxics in the South Coast Air Basin (Basin) is due to diesel particulate matter (diesel PM).  Studies have shown that children are more susceptible to diesel PM than healthy adults.  In June 2003, the AQMD Governing Board directed staff to develop a rule to provide health protection to school children in schools located near polluting diesel engines.  

At its April 2, 2004 meeting, the Board adopted Rule 1470 that controlled toxic emissions from diesel engines.  Rule 1470 includes the requirements of ARB Air Toxics Control Measure (ATCM) for diesel engines, and adds more stringent requirements for engines located on or within 500 feet from existing schools.  In particular, Rule 1470 protects school children from diesel PM emissions from emergency standby engines under both predictable situations, such as engine maintenance and testing, as well as unpredictable emergencies.  Operators of diesel backup generators can use three main routes to comply with requirements of Rule 1470.  These include the use of clean fuels, restricting the hours for testing and maintenance to non-school hours, and/or installing diesel particulate matter filters.  

The Board had previously approved the issuance of a program announcement to award of $250,000 to schools and school districts to install PM traps on their diesel backup generators at or near a school site.  That program was oversubscribed.  

This is a new program announcement from AQMD.  An additional $250,000 is being made available for schools and school districts to install ARB-verified PM traps on their diesel backup generators located at or near a school site. The funding amount per trap is expected to cover the PM trap purchase cost including data logging (if necessary), installation, accessories such as backpressure monitor, sales tax, and other associated miscellaneous costs.

Program Schedule and Project Selection  
This program announcement will remain open, without a closing date. Applications are being accepted on an ongoing basis.  Awards will be made on a first-come first-served basis until all funding is exhausted.  Applicants are encouraged to submit one or multiple quotes for the complete cost of CARB verified trap purchase and installation.  For retrofit of diesel backup generators of up to 125kw, a maximum of $12,500 will be allocated, and for retrofit diesel backup generators of greater than 125kw at maximum of $20,000 will be allocated.

Disbursement of Funds

Funds will be paid on a reimbursement basis following completion of installation of the PM trap on the specified stationary diesel backup generator at the school.  A cover letter signed by the Director of Building, Maintenance or an equivalent position stating that the PM trap installation was completed, with details of the stationary generator, along with proof of purchase of low sulfur diesel fuel must accompany any request for reimbursement of approved funds. All requests for reimbursement must be received within 12 months of executing the grant.  Monies owed will be paid directly to the installer.

School districts must notify AQMD’s Technology Advancement Office in writing when the PM trap was ordered, installed, and low sulfur diesel fuel purchased.
