On September 26, 2003, the NRC completed an inspection at your Clinton Power Station.  The
enclosed report documents the inspection findings which were discussed on 
September 26, 2003, with Mr. K. Polson and other members of your staff.

The inspection examined activities conducted under your license as they relate to safety and
compliance with an Order issued on February 25, 2002, which required your site to implement
specific measures related to the security of your facility.  The inspection utilized Temporary
Instruction 2515/148, “Inspection of Nuclear Reactor Safeguards Interim Compensatory
Measures,” to verify implementation of the Order as clarified in your responses dated 
March 15, 2002, May 24, 2002 and June 19, 2002.  Additionally, the inspection included
selected elements of the Physical Protection Baseline and Performance Indicator inspection
procedures.  Within these areas, the inspection consisted of selected examination of
procedures and representative records, observations of activities, and interviews with
personnel.

The inspection results confirmed you met the Intent of the Order.

The material enclosed herewith contains Safeguards Information as defined by 10 CFR 73.21
and its disclosure to unauthorized individuals is prohibited by Section 147 of the Atomic Energy
Act of 1954, as amended.  Therefore, the material will not be placed in the Public Document
Room.
