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1. Who built the original system? 
The original ARTS system was programmed by Information Systems Headquarters (ISHQ) in 2000.  One of the primary programmers has since become a CBO staff member.
2. How many records are maintained in the current ARTS system? 

About 10,000 applicant records.
3. How many hours does the CBO believe this project will take? 

The 615 hours approximates full time for February through May for one person.  This amount may be negotiated up or down prior to contract award.
4. Does the CBO anticipate using one person from the contractor on a full time basis from Feb through May? 
Yes
5. Can the contractor use two people to cover the software applications required for the project? 

One person is the preference.
6. Who will have the authority to rank candidates? Or change the ranking? 
Any user has permission to rank job candidates.  Any other user can change the ranking.  No historical information is required.
7. In 6.5, the Deliverables Table, the schedule for Task 2 and subtasks 2.1-2.6 indicates that each task will be started (or completed?) within 10 (or 15 days-2.4) from the completion of task 1.  This seems to conflict with the Project Plan, 7.0.  Can this be clarified? 

The Date column is more representative of the anticipated schedule.  These dates correspond to the Project Plan.  The schedule (number of days) is the estimate of how long each task should take.
8. What are the requirements for “Reporting Analytics” on page 20. 
General reports to be determined.
9. Do you have to have a contract vehicle (e.g., GSA schedule 70) in place to be considered?  We have applied but do not have it yet. 

Vendors without any existing government contract vehicle in place, should note that their proposal is “Open Market”.
10. What if any travel is required outside of the DC metro area?

There should be no need for travel outside the DC metro area.  If the bidder anticipates some, it should be specifically stated in their proposal and explained thoroughly.

11. Does 35.0000 in Section B mean 35 hrs and are the total hours available to support any follow-up or solely used for estimation purposes?
Yes, 35 refers to the number of hours.  This is an estimate and may be negotiated up or down prior to contract award.
