THIS MAY AFFECT YOUR BUSINESS: CHANGES TO E-VERIFY 
 
Starting January 15, 2009, many contractors and subcontractors doing busi-
ness with the Federal government will have to confirm the employment au-
thorization of employees working in the United States.  Prime contractors 
over $100,000 and subcontracts over $3,000 are covered.  Existing con-
tracts must be amended to include the E-Verify requirements for future task 
and delivery orders.  Only those employees working on applicable contracts 
are required to be verified.  The Department of Homeland Security (DHS) is 
the administering agency.  Federal contractors may find additional informa-
tion and verify on line at https://www.vis-dhs.com 

FINAL RULE ON CONTRACTOR ETHICS 
 
Effective December 12, 2009, contractors that discover they have over-
charged the government must notify the contracting agency or face suspen-
sion or debarment, under a final rule published in the Federal Register on 
November 12, 2008. 
 
Failure of company executives to disclose to agency inspectors general evi-
dence that a company violated fraud, bribery, conflict-of-interest, false claims 
or gratuity statutes will also provide cause for agencies to pursue suspension 
or debarment from federal contracting. The rule will apply to government 
contracts performed in the U.S. and overseas. 
 
The Contractor’s Internal Control System shall be established within 90 days 
after contract award, unless the Contracting Officer establishes a longer time 
period (See FAR 52.203–13(c)). The Internal Control System is not required 
for small businesses or for commercial item contracts. 

GAO RELEASES REPORT ON THE STATE OF SBA PROGRAMS 
 
In FY2006, the federal government awarded $77 billion in contracts to small 
businesses. The dollar value of these contract awards would lead one to 
believe that the federal government is actively involved in assuring the par-
ticipation of small businesses in the federal sector.  Anecdotal reports indi-
cated that the dollar value of contracts was not an indicator of the quality of 
assistance provided by SBA.  Unfortunately, this GAO report has confirmed 
these anecdotal accounts.  This report tells a story of an Administration that 
has allowed an agency to whither on the vine.  It details the inaction of 
agency officials who failed to serve the small business and minority busi-
ness community. 
 
GAO found in the Small Business Administration Report (GAO-09-16):  

• Years of SBA downsizing and budget reductions have significantly re-
duced resources available for core SBA functions, including contracting 
review and monitoring; 

• Drastic cuts in SBA employees responsible for reviewing subcontracting 
plans of large prime contractors has reduced the ability of  SBA to as-
sure that prime contractors are subcontracting working to legitimate 
small businesses; 

• Ineffective administration and understaffing of the 8(a) business devel-
opment program has limited SBA’s ability to provide the business devel-
opment services that form the core of the 8(a) program; 

• Consistent understaffing has led to SBA’s inability to assure that other 
federal agencies comply with the procurement laws that govern the 8(a) 
program.
