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SBA STANDSREADY TO ASSIST VICTIMSOF SEPTEMBER SEVERE
STORMS, FLOODING AND TORNADO IN MISSOURI

SACRAMENTO — Low-interest disaster loans are now available to Missouri residents and businesses
as aresult of Presdent Bush's Federal disaster declaration today, announced Sandy K. Baruah, Acting
Administrator of the U.S. Small Business Administration.

The declaration covers the Missouri counties of Boone, Callaway, Chariton, Lewis, Lincoln, Linn,
Marion, Osage, Schuyler, &t. Charles, &. Louis, Stone, Taney, Texas, Webster and the City of St.
Louis.

“The US Small Business Adminigtration is strongly committed to providing the most effective and
customer-focused response possible to assst homeowners, renters, and businesses of any sze with
federd disaster loans” said Acting Administrator Baruah. “Getting our businesses and communities
up and running after adisaster isour highest priority at SBA.”

Disagter loans up to $200,000 are available to homeowners to repair or replace damaged or destroyed
red estate. Homeowners and renters are digible for up to $40,000 to repair or replace damaged or
destroyed persona property.

Businesses of any size and private non-profit organizations may borrow up to $2 million to repair or
replace damaged or destroyed red estate, machinery and equipment, inventory, and other business
assets. SBA can dso lend additional funds to homeowners and businesses to help with the cost of
making improvements that protect, prevent or minimize the same type of disaster damage from
occurring in the future.

For small businesses and most private, non-profit organizations, SBA offers Economic Injury Disaster
Loans (EIDLS) to help meet working capital needs caused by the disaster. EIDL assistance is available
regardless of whether the business or non-profit suffered any property damage.

Interest rates can be as low as 2.875 percent for homeowners and renters and 4 percent for businesses
with terms up to 30 years. Loan amounts and terms are set by SBA and are based upon each
gpplicant’ sfinancia condition.

To be consdered for al forms of disaster assistance, victims should first call the Federa Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA) at 1-800-621-3362. As soon as Federa — State Disaster Recovery
Centers are opened throughout the affected area, SBA will provide one-on-one assistance to disaster
loan applicants.

The filing deadline to return SBA disaster [oan applications for property damage is January 12, 2009.
The EIDL application deadlineis August 13, 2009.
