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.  GENERAL INTRODUCGTION Read slowly--AS WORDED.

Must be standardized administration.
SAY TO FATHER:

“l am going to videotape you and (CHILD) doing several different short activities.
First, I'll ask you to teach (CHILD) to do something, and then | will ask you to
spend a few minutes doing any activity with (CHILD) that you choose to do.
Finally, | have some toys for you and (CHILD) to play with.
