The Commission was briefed by the NRC staff on the uranium recovery program.  There are
several items to which the staff committed to respond, as noted below.

1. The staff should report on the lessons learned in reviewing the supplemental
standards for groundwater that could be applicable to sites other than uranium
mills. 

2. The staff should report on the lessons learned in utilizing the Center for Nuclear
Waste Regulatory Analysis to support this work.

3. The staff should report on the details related to concurrent jurisdiction with the
State of Utah.

4. Once further experience is gained with the new cost control measures, the
Commission should be informed of the results of the system.
