GENERAL RULES

General Rules for the interpretation of the Customs Nomenclature
Classification of goods in the Nomenclature shall be governed by the following principles:

1. The titles of Sections, Chapters and sub-Chapters are provided for ease of reference only; for legal purposes, classification
shall be determined according to the terms of the headings and any relative Section or Chapter Notes and, provided such
headings or Notes do not otherwise require, according to the following provisions:

2. a) Any reference in a heading to an article shall be taken to include a reference to that article incomplete or unfinished, pro-
vided that, as presented, the incomplete or unfinished article has the essential character of the complete or finished arti-
cle. It shall also be taken to include a reference to that article complete or finished (or falling to be classified as complete
or finished by virtue of this Rule), presented unassembled or disassembled.

b) Any reference in a heading to a material or substance shall be taken to include a reference to mixtures or combinations of
that material or substance with other materials or substances. Any reference to goods of a given material or substance
shall be taken to include a reference to goods consisting wholly or partly of such material or substance. The classification
of goods consisting of more than one material or substance shall be according to the principles of Rule 3.

3. When by application of Rule 2 b) or for any other reason, goods are, prima facie, classifiable under two or more headings,
classification shall be effected as follows:

a) The heading which provides the most specific description shall be preferred to headings providing a more general de-
scription. However, when two or more headings each refer to part only of the materials or substances contained in mixed
or composite goods or to part only of the items in a set put up for retail sale, those headings are to be regarded as equally
specific in relation to those goods, even if one of them gives a more complete or precise description of the goods.

b) Mixtures, composite goods consisting of different materials or made up of different components, and goods put up in sets
for retail sale, which cannot be classified by reference to 3 a), shall be classified as if they consisted of the material or
component which gives them their essential character, insofar as this criterion is applicable.

c) When goods cannot be classified by reference to 3 a) or 3 b), they shall be classified under the heading which occurs last
in numerical order among those which equally merit consideration.

4. Goods which cannot be classified in accordance with the above Rules shall be classified under the heading appropriate to
the goods to which they are most akin.

5. In addition to the foregoing provisions, the following Rules shall apply in respect of the goods referred to therein:

a) Camera cases, musical instrument cases, gun cases, drawing instrument cases, necklace cases and similar containers,
specially shaped or fitted to contain a specific article or set of articles, suitable for long-term use and presented with the
articles for which they are intended, shall be classified with such articles when of a kind normally sold therewith. This
Rule does not, however, apply to containers which give the whole its essential character;

b) Subject to the provisions of Rule 5 a) above, packing materials and packing containers presented with the goods therein
shall be classified with the goods if they are of a kind normally used for packing such goods. However, this provision is
not binding when such packing materials or packing containers are clearly suitable for repetitive use.

6. For legal purposes, the classification of goods in the subheadings of a heading shall be determined according to the terms of
those subheadings and any related Subheading Notes and, mutatis mutandis, to the above Rules, on the understanding that
only subheadings at the same level are comparable. For the purposes of this Rule the relative Section and Chapter Notes
also apply, unless the context otherwise requires.

Additional General Rules

Rule 1

The above Rules apply, mutatis mutandis, when determining the subheading applicable within a heading and the subdivision
applicable within a subheading.

Rule 2

For the purposes of this Tariff, the terms “number” and “subdivision” shall have the same meaning as “heading” and “subheading”.

Rule 3

Imports of used goods, including those specifically provided for in the Tariff, shall, over and above the duties laid down for cor-
responding new goods, be subject to a surtax of 50%.

Notwithstanding the provisions of the previous paragraph, the abovementioned surtax of 50% shall not be applied in respect of

the following goods:

a) Capital goods, other than fishing boats and factory ships of subdivisions 8902 00 11, 8902 00 12, 8902 00 13, 8902 00 91
and 8902 00 99 of the Customs Tariff may be imported against deferred payment of customs duties, with no minimum value
limit.

b) Goods falling within Section 0 of the Customs Tariff, imported in accordance with the conditions and formalities laid down in
each Tariff heading of the aforementioned Section.

c) Goods which are not of a commercial nature, of a CIF value not exceeding USD 100, sent to private persons or imported by
them.

Rule 1

Gross weight

The term “gross weight” shall be taken to mean the weight of the goods together with all their inner and outer containers and
packings, provided the latter be of the class or kind in which the goods concerned are usually packaged.

The gross weight of goods usually transported in bulk or without containers or packings, such as coal, liquids transported in
tankers, tank-wagons and other tank-vehicles, ores, machines, iron parts, etc., shall be the weight of the goods in the state in
which they are presented for clearance.

Rule 2

Legal weight

The term “legal weight” shall be taken to refer to the weight of goods together with all their inner containers, including the bind-
ings, boxes, covers, etc., used to put them up in the outer packing, single- or multiple-layered, used as general packaging, ex-
cluding straw, shavings, paper, sawdust, wedges and other materials used to put up the packets or goods.

The gross weight of bulk goods presented for clearance in a single container shall be considered as being their legal weight.

The legal weight of products presented for clearance in bulk in concentric containers shall be determined by taking the container
or containers necessary to allow the transport weighing and clearance operations to be carried out in normal safety conditions
as far as both customs personnel and the products are concerned.

Where the theoretical legal weight (the sum of the net weight and the excess weight) of goods whose legal weight is calculated
according to the Excess Weight and Tares Regulations is greater than the gross weight; the gross weight shall be considered to
be the legal weight.
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Rule 3

Net weight
The expression “net weight” shall be taken to mean the weight of the goods less that of all their containers and packings.

Rule 4

Excess weight

Goods presented for clearance without packings or mixed in the same packing with goods dutiable at different rates, or covered
by different headings of the Customs Tariff, shall, in general, be assessed to duty at 10% above their net weight when dutiable
on their legal weight and 20% above their legal weight or 30% above their net weight when dutiable on their gross weight.

Customs Clearance Rules

Rule 1

Unless otherwise stipulated, when parts and components which, once assembled, form a specific article, whether or not com-
plete, are imported together, and clearance is applied for on one document of destination only, such parts and components shall
be dutiable at the rate applicable to the article they are to compose, whether or not they are packed together, form several
packages or are imported in bulk.

When, due to circumstances beyond the control of the importer (such as loss at sea of part of the consignment or the fact that
the various parts of a whole are not supplied by the same manufacturer), judged in each case by the Customs Administrator, an
article is not presented complete for clearance, the importer may, by prior notification of the fact in the initial declaration, choose
to have the whole article cleared when the missing parts have been imported.

The National Director may, with the prior approval of the Regional Customs Director or Administrator concerned, authorise the
clearance of machines or apparatus of large dimensions, which must be imported in several consignments and at intervals, as if
they formed a whole, provided the importer proves, by means of plans and documents, the exact relation between the parts
which make up the machines or apparatus concerned.

In each case, the importer shall undertake to guarantee total importation, which shall take place within a period of 6 months of
the date of entry of the initial bill; the aforementioned period may be prolonged by the National Director on reasonable request
by the importer.

Rule 2

Regional Customs Directors and Administrators may allow dutiable goods to be rendered unusable in such a manner that they
become unusable samples of no commercial value.

Rule 3

Regional Customs Directors and Administrators may authorise cutting, drilling or other mechanical operations to be carried out
on materials to establish their use as “parts” of machines, appliances or tools.

Such operations must be requested before classification is determined by the Customs employee, Customs retains the right to
verify the end-use of the goods concerned.

When the importer requests customs clearance verification by examination (verificacién de aforo por examen), exemption may
be granted until the goods have been identified by the Customs employee and the importer has been notified of the results of
the operation.
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SECTION |
LIVE ANIMALS; ANIMAL PRODUCTS

1. Any reference in this Section to a particular genus or species of an animal, except where the context otherwise requires, in-
cludes a reference to the young of that genus or species.

2. Except where the context otherwise requires, throughout the Nomenclature any reference to “dried” products also covers
products which have been dehydrated, evaporated or freeze-dried.

NATIONAL LEGAL NOTE No. 1

Young asses, horses and bovine animals, less than six months old and young swine, sheep and goats less than two months
old, shall be exempt from duty when imported with their dams.

a) a milkfat content, by weight of the dry matter, of 5% or more;
b) a dry matter content, by weight, of at least 70% but not exceeding 85%; and
c) they are moulded or capable of being moulded.

4. This Chapter does not cover:

a) products obtained from whey, containing by weight more than 95% lactose, expressed as anhydrous lactose calculated
on the dry matter (heading 17.02); or

b) albumins (including concentrates of two or more whey proteins, containing by weight more than 80% whey proteins, cal-
culated on the dry matter) (heading 35.02) or globulins (heading 35.04).

SUBHEADING NOTES

1. For the purposes of subheading 0404 10, the expression “modified whey” means products consisting of whey constituents,
i.e., whey from which all or part of the lactose, proteins or minerals have been removed, whey to which natural whey con-
stituents have been added, and products obtained by mixing natural whey constituents.

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CHAPTER 20
PREPARATIONS OF VEGETABLES, FRUIT, NUTS OR OTHER PARTS OF PLANTS

NOTES

1. This Chapter does not cover:
a) vegetables, fruit or nuts, prepared or preserved by the processes specified in Chapters 7, 8 or 11;

b) food preparations containing more than 20% by weight of sausage, meat, meat offal, blood, fish or crustaceans, molluscs
or other aquatic invertebrates, or any combination thereof (Chapter 16); or

c) homogenized composite food preparations of heading 21.04.

2. Headings 20.07 and 20.08 do not apply to fruit jellies, fruit pastes, sugar-coated almonds or the like in the form of sugar con-
fectionery (heading 17.04) or chocolate confectionery (heading 18.06).

3. Headings 20.01, 20.04 and 20.05 cover, as the case may be, only those products of Chapter 7 or of heading 11.05 or 11.06
(other than flour, meal and powder of the products of Chapter 8) which have been prepared or preserved by processes other
than those referred to in Note 1 a).

4. Tomato juice the dry weight content of which is 7% or more is to be classified in heading 20.02.

5. For the purposes of heading 20.07, the expression “obtained by cooking” means obtained by heat treatment at atmospheric
pressure or under reduced pressure to increase the viscosity of a product through reduction of water content or other means.

b) medicaments of heading 30.03 or 30.04; or
c) mixed unsaturated hydrocarbons of heading 33.01, 33.02 or 38.05.

2. References in heading 27.10 to “petroleum oils and oils obtained from bituminous minerals” include not only petroleum oils
and oils obtained from bituminous minerals but also similar oils, as well as those consisting mainly of mixed unsaturated hy-
drocarbons, obtained by any process, provided that the weight of the non-aromatic constituents exceeds that of the aromatic
constituents.

e) the products mentioned in a), b), ¢) or d) above with an added anti-dusting agent or a colouring substance added to facili-
tate their identification or for safety reasons, provided that the additions do not render the product particularly suitable for
specific use rather than for general use.

2. In addition to dithionites and sulphoxylates, stabilized with organic substances (heading 28.31), carbonates and peroxocar-
bonates of inorganic bases (heading 28.36), cyanides, cyanide oxides and complex cyanides of inorganic bases (heading
28.37), fulminates, cyanates and thiocyanates of inorganic bases (heading 28.38), organic products included in headings
28.43 to 28.46 and carbides (heading 28.49), only the following compounds of carbon are to be classified in this Chapter:

a) oxides of carbon, hydrogen cyanide and fulminic, isocyanic, thiocyanic and other simple or complex cyanogen acids
(heading 28.11);

b) halide oxides of carbon (heading 28.12);

c) carbon disulphide (heading 28.13);

d) thiocarbonates, selenocarbonates, tellurocarbonates, selenocyanates, tellurocyanates, tetrathiocyanatodiamminochro-
mates (reineckates) and other complex cyanates, of inorganic bases (heading 28.42);

e) hydrogen peroxide, solidified with urea (heading 28.47), carbon oxysulphide, thiocarbonyl halides, cyanogen, cyanogen
halides and cyanamide and its metal derivatives (heading 28.51) other than calcium cyanamide, whether or not pure
(Chapter 31).

3. Subject to the provisions of Note 1 to Section VI, this Chapter does not cover:

a) sodium chloride or magnesium oxide, whether or not pure, or other products of Section V;
b) organo-inorganic compounds other than those mentioned in Note 2 above;
c) products mentioned in Note 2, 3, 4 or 5 to Chapter 31;
d) inorganic products of a kind used as luminophores, of heading 32.06; glass frit and other glass in the form of powder,
granules or flakes, of heading 32.07;
artificial graphite (heading 38.01); products put up as charges for fire-extinguishers or put up in fire-extinguishing gre-
nades, of heading 38.13; ink removers put up in packings for retail sale, of heading 38.24; cultured crystals (other than
optical elements) weighing not less than 2.5 g each, of the halides of the alkali or alkaline-earth metals of heading 38.24;

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CHAPTER 29
ORGANIC CHEMICALS

NOTES

1.

Except where the context otherwise requires, the headings of. this Chapter apply only to:

a) separate chemically defined organic compounds, whether or not containing impurities;

b) mixtures of two or more isomers of the same organic compound (whether or not containing impurities), except mixtures of
acyclic hydrocarbon isomers (other than stereoisomers), whether or not saturated (Chapter 27);

c) the products of headings 29.36 to 29.39 or the sugar ethers, sugar acetals and sugar esters, and their salts, of heading
29.40, or the products of heading 29.41, whether or not chemically defined;

d) the products mentioned in a), b) or c) above dissolved in water;

e) the products mentioned in a), b) or c) above dissolved in other solvents provided that the solution constitutes a normal
and necessary method of putting up these products adopted solely for reasons of safety or for transport and that the sol-
vent does not render the product particularly suitable for specific use rather than for general use;

f) the products mentioned in a), b), c), d) or €) above with an added stabilizer (including an anti-caking agent) necessary for
their preservation or transport;

g) the products mentioned in a), b), c), d), e) or f) above with an added anti-dusting agent or a colouring or odoriferous sub-
stance added to facilitate their identification or for safety reasons, provided that the additions do not render the product
particularly suitable for specific use rather than for general use;

h) the following products, diluted to standard strengths, for the production of azo dyes: diazonium salts, couplers used for
these salts and diazotizable amines and their salts.

This Chapter does not cover:

a) goods of heading 15.04 or crude glycerol of heading 15.20;

b) ethyl alcohol (heading 22.07 or 22.08);

c) methane or propane (heading 27.11);

d) the compounds of carbon mentioned in Note 2 to Chapter 28;

e) urea (heading 31.02 or 31.05);

f) colouring matter of vegetable or animal origin (heading 32.03); synthetic organic colouring matter, synthetic organic prod-
ucts of a kind used as fluorescent brightening agents or as luminophores (heading 32.04) or dyes or other colouring mat-
ter put up in forms or packings for retail sale (heading 32.12);

g) enzymes (heading 35.07);

h) metaldehyde, hexamethylenetetramine or similar substances, put up in forms (for example, tablets, sticks or similar
forms) for use as fuels, or liquid or liquefied-gas fuels in containers of a kind used for filling or refilling cigarette or similar
lighters and of a capacity not exceeding 300 cm® (heading 36.06);

ij) products put up as charges for fire-extinguishers or put up in fire-extinguishing grenades, of heading 38.13; ink removers
put up in packings for retail sale, of heading 38.24; or

k) optical elements, for example, of ethylenediamine tartrate (heading 90.01).

Goods which could be included in two or more of the headings of. this Chapter are to be classified in that one of those head-
ings which occurs last in numerical order.

In headings 29.04 to 29.06, 29.08 to 29.11 and 29.13 to 29.20, any reference to halogenated, sulphonated, nitrated or ni-
trosated derivatives includes a reference to compound derivatives, such as sulphohalogenated, nitrohalogenated, nitrosul-
phonated or nitrosulphohalogenated derivatives.

Nitro and nitroso groups are not to be taken as “nitrogen-functions” for the purposes of heading 29.29.

For the purposes of headings 29.11, 29.12, 29.14, 29.18 and 29.22, “oxygen-function” is to be restricted to the functions (the
characteristic organic oxygen-containing groups) referred to in headings 29.05 to 29.20.

a) The esters of acid-function organic compounds of sub-Chapters | to VII with organic compounds of these sub-Chapters
are to be classified with that compound which is classified in the heading which occurs last in numerical order in these
sub-Chapters.

b) Esters of ethyl alcohol with acid-function organic compounds of sub-Chapters | to VII are to be classified in the same
heading as the corresponding acid-function compounds.

c) Subject to Note 1 to Section VI and Note 2 to Chapter 28:

1) inorganic salts of organic compounds such as acid-, phenol- or enol-function compounds or organic bases, of sub-
Chapters | to X or heading 29.42, are to be classified in the heading appropriate to the organic compound; and

2) salts formed between organic compounds of sub-Chapters | to X or heading 29.42 are to be classified in the heading
appropriate to the base or to the acid (including phenol- or enol-function compounds) from which they are formed,
whichever occurs last in numerical order in the Chapter.

d) Metal alcoholates are to be classified in the same heading as the corresponding alcohols except in the case of ethanol
(heading 29.05).

e) Halides of carboxylic acids are to be classified in the same heading as the corresponding acids.

The compounds of headings 29.30 and 29.31 are organic compounds the molecules of which contain, in addition to atoms of
hydrogen, oxygen or nitrogen, atoms of other non-metals or of metals (such as sulphur, arsenic, mercury or lead) directly
linked to carbon atoms.

Heading 29.30 (organo-sulphur compounds) and heading 29.31 (other organo-inorganic compounds) do not include sulpho-
nated or halogenated derivatives (including compound derivatives) which, apart from hydrogen, oxygen and nitrogen, only
have directly linked to carbon the atoms of sulphur or of a halogen which give them their nature of sulphonated or halo-
genated derivatives (or compound derivatives).
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7. Headings 29.32, 29.33 and 29.34 do not include epoxides with a three-membered ring, ketone peroxides, cyclic polymers of
aldehydes or of thioaldehydes, anhydrides of polybasic carboxylic acids, cyclic esters of polyhydric alcohols or phenols with
polybasic acids or imides of polybasic acids.

These provisions apply only when the ring-position hetero-atoms are those resulting solely from the cyclizing function or
functions here listed.

8. For the purposes of heading 29.37:
a) the term “hormones” includes hormone-releasing or hormone-stimulating factors, hormone inhibitors and hormone an-
tagonists (anti-hormones);
b) the expression “used primarily as hormones” applies not only to hormone derivatives and structural analogues used pri-
marily for their hormonal effect, but also to those derivatives and structural analogues used primarily as intermediates in
the synthesis of products of this heading.

SUBHEADING NOTE

1. Within any one heading of this Chapter, derivatives of a chemical compound (or group of chemical compounds) are to be classi-
fied in the same subheading as that compound (or group of compounds) provided that they are not more specifically covered by
any other subheading and that there is no residual subheading named “Other” in the series of subheadings concerned.

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CHAPTER 30
PHARMACEUTICAL PRODUCTS

NOTES

1. This Chapter does not cover:

a) foods or beverages (such as dietetic, diabetic or fortified foods, food supplements, tonic beverages and mineral waters),
other than nutritional preparations for intravenous administration (Section 1V);

b) plasters specially calcined or finely ground for use in dentistry (heading 25.20);

¢) aqueous distillates or aqueous solutions of essential oils, suitable for medicinal uses (heading 33.01);
d) preparations of headings 33.03 to 33.07, even if they have therapeutic or prophylactic properties;

e) soap or other products of heading 34.01 containing added medicaments;

f) preparations with a basis of plaster for use in dentistry (heading 34.07); or

g) blood albumin not prepared for therapeutic or prophylactic uses (heading 35.02).

2. For the purposes of heading 30.02, the expression “modified immunological products” applies only to monoclonal antibodies
(MABSs), antibody fragments, antibody conjugates and antibody fragment conjugates.

3. For the purposes of headings 30.03 and 30.04 and of Note 4 d) to this Chapter, the following are to be treated:
a) as unmixed products:
1) unmixed products dissolved in water;
2) all goods of Chapter 28 or 29; and
3) simple vegetable extracts of heading 13.02, merely standardized or dissolved in any solvent;

erations or physical examinations or as a coupling agent between the body and medical instruments; and

k) waste pharmaceuticals, that is, pharmaceutical products which are unfit for their original intended purpose due to, for ex-
ample, expiry of shelf life.

1. This Chapter does not cover:

a) separate chemically defined elements and compounds (except those of heading 32.03 or 32.04, inorganic products of a
kind used as luminophores (heading 32.06), glass obtained from fused quartz or other fused silica in the forms provided
for in heading 32.07, and also dyes and other colouring matter put up in forms or packings for retail sale, of heading
32.12);

b) tannates or other tannin derivatives of products of headings 29.36 to 29.39, 29.41 or 35.01 to 35.04; or

c) mastics of asphalt or other bituminous mastics (heading 27.15).

2. Heading 32.04 includes mixtures of stabilized diazonium salts and couplers for the production of azo dyes.

3. Headings 32.03, 32.04, 32.05 and 32.06 apply also to preparations based on colouring matter (including, in the case of
heading 32.06, colouring pigments of heading 25.30 or Chapter 28, metal flakes and metal powders), of a kind used for col-
ouring any material or used as ingredients in the manufacture of colouring preparations.

a) metallic powder (including powder of precious metal) or pigment, agglomerated with glue, gelatin or other binder; or
b) metal (including precious metal) or pigment, deposited on a supporting sheet of any material.

NATIONAL LEGAL NOTE No. 1

The term “pigments” shall be taken to mean organic or inorganic colouring matter which lack affinity for the material on which
they are applied and which remain dispersed in the medium or form a superficial layer which adheres by means of a fixing
agent.

The term “dyestuffs” shall be taken to mean natural or synthetic substances capable of absorbing light at specific wavelengths,
which impart colour to other substances by an appropriate process and which, at one stage in the process, are in solution; they
have an affinity for the material to be coloured with which they combine in an intimate and permanent manner.

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CHAPTER 38

b) Mixtures of chemicals with foodstuffs or other substances with nutritive value, of a kind used in the preparation of human
foodstuffs (generally heading 21.06);

c) ash and residues (including sludges, other than sewage sludge), containing metals, arsenic or their mixtures and meeting
the requirements of Note 3 a) or 3 b) to Chapter 26 (heading 26.20);

d) Medicaments (heading 30.03 or 30.04); or

e) Spent catalysts of a kind used for the extraction of base metals or for the manufacture of chemical compounds of base
metals (heading 26.20), spent catalysts of a kind used principally for the recovery of precious metal (heading 71.12) or
catalysts consisting of metals or metal alloys in the form of, for example, finely divided powder or woven gauze (Section
XIV or XV).

A) For the purpose of heading 38.22, the expression “certified reference materials” means reference materials which are ac-
companied by a certificate which indicates the values of the certified properties, the methods used to determine these
values and the degree of certainty associated with each value and which are suitable for analytical, calibrating or refer-
encing purposes.

B) With the exception of the products of Chapter 28 or 29, for the classification of certified reference materials, heading
38.22 shall take precedence over any other heading in the Nomenclature.

Heading 38.24 includes the following goods which are not to be classified in any other heading of the Nomenclature:

a) cultured crystals (other than optical elements) weighing not less than 2.5 g each, of magnesium oxide or of the halides of
the alkali or alkaline-earth metals;

b) fusel oil; Dippel’s oil;

c) ink removers put up in packings for retail sale;

d) stencil correctors and other correcting fluids put up in packings for retail sale; and
e) ceramic firing testers, fusible (for example, Seger cones).

Throughout the Nomenclature, “municipal waste” means waste of a kind collected from households, hotels, restaurants, hos-
pitals, shops, offices, etc., road and pavement sweepings, as well as construction and demolition waste. Municipal waste
generally contains a large variety of materials such as plastics, rubber, wood, paper, textiles, glass, metals, food materials,
broken furniture and other damaged or discarded articles. The term “municipal waste”, however, does not cover:

a) individual materials or articles segregated from the waste, such as wastes of plastics, rubber, wood, paper, textiles, glass
or metals and spent batteries which fall in their appropriate headings of. the Nomenclature;

b) industrial waste;
c) waste pharmaceuticals, as defined in Note 4 k) to Chapter 30; or
d) clinical waste, as defined in Note 6 a) below.

For the purposes of heading 38.25, “sewage sludge” means sludge arising from urban effluent treatment plant and includes
pre-treatment waste, scourings and unstabilized sludge. Stabilized sludge when suitable for use as fertilizer is excluded
(Chapter 31).

For the purposes of heading 38.25, the expression “other wastes” applies to:

a) clinical waste, that is, contaminated waste arising from medical research, diagnosis, treatment or other medical, surgical,
dental or veterinary procedures, which often contain pathogens and pharmaceutical substances and require special dis-
posal procedures (for example, soiled dressings, used gloves and used syringes);

b) waste organic solvents;
c) wastes of metal pickling liquors, hydraulic fluids, brake fluids and anti-freezing fluids; and
d) other wastes from chemical or allied industries.

The expression “other wastes” does not, however, cover wastes which contain mainly petroleum oils or oils obtained from bi-
tuminous minerals (heading 27.10).

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SECTION ViI

NOTES

1.

Goods put up in sets consisting of two or more separate constituents, some or all of which fall in this Section and are in-
tended to be mixed together to obtain a product of Section VI or VII, are to be classified in the heading appropriate to that
product, provided that the constituents are:

a) having regard to the manner in which they are put up, clearly identifiable as being intended to be used together without
first being repacked;

b) presented together; and
c) identifiable, whether by their nature or by the relative proportions in which they are present, as being complementary one
to another.

Except for the goods of heading 39.18 or 39.19, plastics, rubber, and articles thereof, printed with motifs, characters or picto-
rial representations, which are not merely incidental to the primary use of the goods, fall in Chapter 49.

CHAPTER 39
PLASTICS AND ARTICLES THEREOF

NOTES

1.

Throughout the Nomenclature the expression “plastics” means those materials of headings 39.01 to 39.14 which are or have
been capable, either at the moment of polymerization or at some subsequent stage, of being formed under external influence
(usually heat and pressure, if necessary with a solvent or plasticizer) by moulding, casting, extruding, rolling or other process
into shapes which are retained on the removal of the external influence.

Throughout the Nomenclature any reference to “plastics” also includes vulcanized fibre. The expression, however, does not
apply to materials regarded as textile materials of Section XI.

This Chapter does not cover:

a) waxes of heading 27.12 or 34.04;

b) separate chemically defined organic compounds (Chapter 29);
c) heparin or its salts (heading 30.01);

d) solutions (other than collodions) consisting of any of the products specified in headings 39.01 to 39.13 in volatile organic
solvents when the weight of the solvent exceeds 50% of the weight of the solution (heading 32.08); stamping foils of
heading 32.12;

e) organic surface-active agents or preparations of heading 34.02;

f) run gums or ester gums (heading 38.06);

g) diagnostic or laboratory reagents on a backing of plastics (heading 38.22);

h) synthetic rubber, as defined for the purposes of Chapter 40, or articles thereof;

ij) saddlery or harness (heading 42.01) or trunks, suitcases, handbags or other containers of heading 42.02;
k) plaits, wickerwork or other articles of Chapter 46;

I) wall coverings of heading 48.14;

m) goods of Section Xl (textiles and textile articles);

n) articles of Section XIl (for example, footwear, headgear, umbrellas, sun umbrellas, walking-sticks, whips, riding-crops or
parts thereof);

0) imitation jewellery of heading 71.17;

p) articles of Section XVI (machines and mechanical or electrical appliances);

q) parts of aircraft or vehicles of Section XVII;

r) articles of Chapter 90 (for example, optical elements, spectacle frames, drawing instruments);

s) articles of Chapter 91 (for example, clock or watch cases);

t) articles of Chapter 92 (for example, musical instruments or parts thereof);

u) articles of Chapter 94 (for example, furniture, lamps and lighting fittings, illuminated signs, prefabricated buildings);
v) articles of Chapter 95 (for example, toys, games, sports requisites); or

w) articles of Chapter 96 (for example, brushes, buttons, slide fasteners, combs, mouthpieces or stems for smoking pipes,
cigarette-holders or the like, parts of vacuum flasks or the like, pens, propelling pencils).

Headings 39.01 to 39.11 apply only to goods of a kind produced by chemical synthesis, falling in the following categories:

a) liquid synthetic polyolefins of which less than 60% by volume distils at 300°C, after conversion to 1 013 millibars when a
reduced-pressure distillation method is used (headings 39.01 and 39.02);

b) resins, not highly polymerized, of the coumarone-indene type (heading 39.11);

c) other synthetic polymers with an average of at least 5 monomer units;

d) silicones (heading 39.10);

e) resols (heading 39.09) and other prepolymers.

The expression “copolymers” covers all polymers in which no single monomer unit contributes 95% or more by weight to the
total polymer content.

For the purposes of this Chapter, except where the context otherwise requires, copolymers (including co-polycondensates,
co-polyaddition products, block copolymers and graft copolymers) and polymer blends are to be classified in the heading
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covering polymers of that comonomer unit which predominates by weight over every other single comonomer unit. For the
purposes of this Note, constituent comonomer units of polymers falling in the same heading shall be taken together.

If no single comonomer unit predominates, copolymers or polymer blends, as the case may be, are to be classified in the
heading which occurs last in numerical order among those which equally merit consideration.

5. Chemically modified polymers, that is those in which only appendages to the main polymer chain have been changed by
chemical reaction, are to be classified in the heading appropriate to the unmodified polymer. This provision does not apply to
graft copolymers.

6. In headings 39.01 to 39.14, the expression “primary forms” applies only to the following forms:
a) liquids and pastes, including dispersions (emulsions and suspensions) and solutions;
b) blocks of irregular shape, lumps, powders (including moulding powders), granules, flakes and similar bulk forms.

7. Heading 39.15 does not apply to waste, parings and scrap of a single thermoplastic material, transformed into primary forms
(headings 39.01 to 39.14).

8. For the purposes of heading 39.17, the expression “tubes, pipes and hoses” means hollow products, whether semi-
manufactures or finished products, of a kind generally used for conveying, conducting or distributing gases or liquids (for ex-
ample, ribbed garden hose, perforated tubes). This expression also includes sausage casings and other lay-flat tubing.
However, except for the last-mentioned, those having an internal cross-section other than round, oval, rectangular (in which
the length does not exceed 1.5 times the width) or in the shape of a regular polygon are not to be regarded as tubes, pipes
and hoses but as profile shapes.

9. For the purposes of heading 39.18, the expression “wall or ceiling coverings of plastics” applies to products in rolls, of a width
not less than 45 cm, suitable for wall or ceiling decoration, consisting of plastics fixed permanently on a backing of any mate-
rial other than paper, the layer of plastics (on the face side) being grained, embossed, coloured, design-printed or otherwise
decorated.

10. In headings 39.20 and 39.21, the expression “plates, sheets, film, foil and strip” applies only to plates, sheets, film, foil and
strip (other than those of Chapter 54) and to blocks of regular geometric shape, whether or not printed or otherwise surface-
worked, uncut or cut into rectangles (including squares) but not further worked (even if when so cut they become articles
ready for use).

11. Heading 39.25 applies only to the following articles, not being products covered by any of the earlier headings of. sub-
Chapter II:
a) reservoirs, tanks (including septic tanks), vats and similar containers, of a capacity exceeding 300 litres;
b) structural elements used, for example, in floors, walls or partitions, ceilings or roofs;
c) gutters and fittings therefor;
d) doors, windows and their frames and thresholds for doors;
e) balconies, balustrades, fencing, gates and similar barriers;
f) shutters, blinds (including Venetian blinds) and similar articles and parts and fittings thereof;
g) large-scale shelving for assembly and permanent installation, for example, in shops, workshops, warehouses;
h) ornamental architectural features, for example, flutings, cupolas, dovecotes; and

ij) fittings and mountings intended for permanent installation in or on doors, windows, staircases, walls or other parts of
buildings, for example, knobs, handles, hooks, brackets, towel rails, switch-plates and other protective plates.

SUBHEADING NOTES

1. Within any one heading of this Chapter, polymers (including copolymers) and chemically modified polymers are to be classi-
fied according to the following provisions:
a) Where there is a subheading named “Other” in the same series:

1) The designation in a subheading of a polymer by the prefix “poly” (e.g., polyethylene and polyamide-6,6) means that
the constituent monomer unit or monomer units of the named polymer taken together must contribute 95% or more by
weight of the total polymer content.

2) The copolymers named in subheadings 3901 30, 3903 20, 3903 30 and 3904 30 are to be classified in those subhead-
ings, provided that the comonomer units of the named copolymers contribute 95% or more by weight of the total poly-
mer content.

3) Chemically modified polymers are to be classified in the subheading named “Other”, provided that the chemically
modified polymers are not more specifically covered by another subheading.

4) Polymers not meeting 1), 2) or 3) above, are to be classified in the subheading, among the remaining subheadings in
the series, covering polymers of that monomer unit which predominates by weight over every other single comonomer
unit. For this purpose, constituent monomer units of polymers falling in the same subheading shall be taken together.
Only the constituent comonomer units of the polymers in the series of subheadings under consideration are to be
compared.

b) Where there is no subheading named “Other” in the same series:

1) Polymers are to be classified in the subheading covering polymers of that monomer unit which predominates by
weight over every other single comonomer unit. For this purpose, constituent monomer units of polymers falling in the
same subheading shall be taken together. Only the constituent comonomer units of the polymers in the series under
consideration are to be compared.

2) Chemically modified polymers are to be classified in the subheading appropriate to the unmodified polymer.

Polymer blends are to be classified in the same subheading as polymers of the same monomer units in the same propor-

tions.

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CHAPTER 40
RUBBER AND ARTICLES THEREOF

NOTES

1.

Except where the context otherwise requires, throughout the Nomenclature the expression “rubber” means the following
products, whether or not vulcanized or hard: natural rubber, balata, gutta-percha, guayule, chicle and similar natural gums,
synthetic rubber, factice derived from oils, and such substances reclaimed.

2. This Chapter does not cover:

a) goods of Section Xl (textiles and textile articles);

b) footwear or parts thereof of Chapter 64;

c) headgear or parts thereof (including bathing caps) of Chapter 65;

d) mechanical or electrical appliances or parts thereof of Section XVI (including electrical goods of all kinds), of hard rubber;
e) articles of Chapter 90, 92, 94 or 96; or

f) articles of Chapter 95 (other than sports gloves, mittens and mitts and articles of headings 40.11 to 40.13).

3. In headings 40.01 to 40.03 and 40.05, the expression “primary forms” applies only to the following forms:

a) liquids and pastes (including latex, whether or not pre-vulcanized, and other dispersions and solutions);
b) blocks of irregular shape, lumps, bales, powders, granules, crumbs and similar bulk forms.

4. In Note 1 to this Chapter and in heading 40.02, the expression “synthetic rubber” applies to:

a) unsaturated synthetic substances which can be irreversibly transformed by vulcanization with sulphur into non-
thermoplastic substances which, at a temperature between 18°C and 29°C, will not break on being extended to three
times their original length and will return, after being extended to twice their original length, within a period of five minutes,
to a length not greater than one and a half times their original length. For the purposes of this test, substances necessary
for the cross-linking, such as vulcanizing activators or accelerators, may be added; the presence of substances as pro-
vided for by Note 5 b) ii) and iii) is also permitted. However, the presence of any substances not necessary for the cross-
linking, such as extenders, plasticizers and fillers, is not permitted;

b) thioplasts (TM); and

c) natural rubber modified by grafting or mixing with plastics, depolymerized natural rubber, mixtures of unsaturated syn-
thetic substances with saturated synthetic high polymers provided that all the above-mentioned products comply with the
requirements concerning vulcanization, elongation and recovery in a) above.

5. a) Headings 40.01 and 40.02 do not apply to any rubber or mixture of rubbers which has been compounded, before or after

coagulation, with:
i) vulcanizing agents, accelerators, retarders or activators (other than those added for the preparation of pre-
vulcanized rubber latex);
i) pigments or other colouring matter, other than those added solely for the purpose of identification;
iii) plasticizers or extenders (except mineral oil in the case of oil-extended rubber), fillers, reinforcing agents, organic
solvents or any other substances, except those permitted under b);

b) The presence of the following substances in any rubber or mixture of rubbers shall not affect its classification in head-
ing 40.01 or 40.02, as the case may be, provided that such rubber or mixture of rubbers retains its essential character as
a raw material:
i) emulsifiers or anti-tack agents;
i) small amounts of breakdown products of emulsifiers;
i) very small amounts of the following: heat-sensitive agents (generally for obtaining thermosensitive rubber latexes), cationic
surface-active agents (generally for obtaining electro-positive rubber latexes), antioxidants, coagulants, crumbling agents,
freeze-resisting agents, peptizers, preservatives, stabilizers, viscosity-control agents, or similar special-purpose additives.

6. For the purposes of heading 40.04, the expression “waste, parings and scrap” means rubber waste, parings and scrap from the

manufacture or working of rubber and rubber goods definitely not usable as such because of cutting-up, wear or other reasons.

7. Thread wholly of vulcanized rubber, of which any cross-sectional dimension exceeds 5 mm, is to be classified as strip, rods

or profile shapes, of heading 40.08.

8. Heading 40.10 includes conveyor or transmission belts or belting of textile fabric impregnated, coated, covered or laminated

with rubber or made from textile yarn or cord impregnated, coated, covered or sheathed with rubber.

9. In headings 40.01, 40.02, 40.03, 40.05 and 40.08, the expressions “plates”, “sheets” and “strip” apply only to plates, sheets

and strip and to blocks of regular geometric shape, uncut or simply cut to rectangular (including square) shape, whether or
not having the character of articles and whether or not printed or otherwise surface-worked, but not otherwise cut to shape or
further worked.

In heading 40.08 the expressions “rods” and “profile shapes” apply only to such products, whether or not cut to length or sur-
face-worked but not otherwise worked.

Products of heading 44.10, 44.11 or 44.12 may be worked to form the shapes provided for in respect of the goods of heading
44.09, curved, corrugated, perforated, cut or formed to shapes other than square or rectangular or submitted to any other
operation provided it does not give them the character of articles of other headings.

Heading 44.17 does not apply to tools in which the blade, working edge, working surface or other working part is formed by
any of the materials specified in Note 1 to Chapter 82.

For the purposes of this Chapter, except where the context otherwise requires, a reference to “paper” includes references to
paperboard (irrespective of thickness or weight per m?).

This Chapter does not cover:

a) articles of Chapter 30;

b) stamping foils of heading 32.12;

c) perfumed papers or papers impregnated or coated with cosmetics (Chapter 33);
)

d) paper or cellulose wadding impregnated, coated or covered with soap or detergent (heading 34.01), or with polishes,
creams or similar preparations (heading 34.05);

e) sensitized paper or paperboard of headings 37.01 to 37.04;

f) paper impregnated with diagnostic or laboratory reagents (heading 38.22);

g) paper-reinforced stratified sheeting of plastics, or one layer of paper or paperboard coated or covered with a layer of plas-
tics, the latter constituting more than half the total thickness, or articles of such materials, other than wall coverings of
heading 48.14 (Chapter 39);

h) articles of heading 42.02 (for example, travel goods);

ij) articles of Chapter 46 (manufactures of plaiting material);

k) paper yarn or textile articles of paper yarn (Section Xl);

I) articles of Chapter 64 or Chapter 65;

m) abrasive paper or paperboard (heading 68.05) or paper- or paperboard-backed mica (heading 68.14) (paper and paper-
board coated with mica powder are, however, to be classified in this Chapter);

n) metal foil backed with paper or paperboard (Section XV);

o) articles of heading 92.09; or

p) articles of Chapter 95 (for example, toys, games, sport requisites) or Chapter 96 (for example, buttons).

Subject to the provisions of Note 7, headings 48.01 to 48.05 include paper and paperboard which have been subjected to
calendering, super-calendering, glazing or similar finishing, false water-marking or surface sizing, and also paper, paper-
board, cellulose wadding and webs of cellulose fibres, coloured or marbled throughout the mass by any method. Except
where heading 48.03 otherwise requires, these headings do. not apply to paper, paperboard, cellulose wadding or webs of
cellulose fibres which have been otherwise processed.

In this Chapter the expression “newsprint” means uncoated paper of a kind used for the printing of newspapers, of which not
less than 65% by weight of the total fibre content consists of wood fibres obtained by a mechanical or chemi-mechanical
process, unsized or very lightly sized, having a surface roughness Parker Print Surf (1 MPa) on each side exceeding
2.5 micrometres (microns), weighing not less than 40 g/m? and not more than 65 g/m2.

. For the purposes of heading 48.02, the expressions “paper and paperboard, of a kind used for writing, printing or other graphic

purposes” and “non perforated punch-cards and punch tape paper” mean paper and paperboard made mainly from bleached
pulp or from pulp obtained by a mechanical or chemi-mechanical process and satisfying any of the following criteria:

For paper or paperboard weighing not more than 150 g/m?
a) containing 10% or more of fibres obtained by a mechanical or chemi-mechanical process, and
1. weighing not more than 80 g/m?, or
2. coloured throughout the mass; or
b) containing more than 8% ash, and
1. weighing not more than 80 g/m?, or
2. coloured throughout the mass; or
¢) containing more than 3% ash and having a brightness of 60% or more; or

d) containing more than 3% but not more than 8% ash, having a brightness less than 60%, and a burst index equal to or
less than 2.5 kPa.m?g; or

e) containing 3% ash or less, having a brightness of 60% or more and a burst index equal to or less than 2.5 kPa.m?/g.

For paper or paperboard weighing more than 150 g/m?:

a) coloured throughout the mass; or

b) having a brightness of 60% or more, and
1. a caliper of 225 micrometres (microns) or less, or
2. a calliper of more than 225 micrometres (microns) but not more than 508 micrometres (microns) and an ash content of

more than 3%; or

¢) having a brightness of less than 60%, a caliper of 254 micrometres (microns) or less and an ash content of more than
8%.

Heading 48.02 does not, however, cover filter paper or paperboard (including tea-bag paper) or felt paper or paperboard.

. In this Chapter “kraft paper and paperboard” means paper and paperboard of which not less than 80% by weight of the total

fibre content consists of fibres obtained by the chemical sulphate or soda processes.

. Except where the terms of the headings otherwise require, paper, paperboard, cellulose wadding and webs of cellulose fi-

bres answering to a description in two or more of the headings 48.01 to 48.11 are to be classified under that one of such
headings which occurs last in numerical order in the Nomenclature.

. Headings 48.01 and 48.03 to 48.09 apply only to paper, paperboard, cellulose wadding and webs of cellulose fibres:

a) in strips or rolls of a width exceeding 36 cm; or
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b) in rectangular (including square) sheets with one side exceeding 36 cm and the other side exceeding 15 cm in the un-
folded state.

. For the purposes of heading 48.14, the expression “wallpaper and similar wall coverings” applies only to:

c) wall coverings of paper made up of several panels, in rolls or sheets, printed so as to make up a scene, design or motif
when applied to a wall.

Products on a base of paper or paperboard, suitable for use both as floor coverings and as wall coverings, are to be classi-
fied in heading 48.15.

Heading 48.20 does not cover loose sheets or cards, cut to size, whether or not printed, embossed or perforated.
Heading 48.23 applies, inter alia, to perforated paper or paperboard cards for Jacquard or similar machines and paper lace.

Except for the goods of heading 48.14 or 48.21, paper, paperboard, cellulose wadding and articles thereof, printed with mo-
tifs, characters or pictorial representations, which are not merely incidental to the primary use of the goods, fall in Chapter 49.

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CHAPTER 49
PRINTED BOOKS, NEWSPAPERS, PICTURES AND OTHER PRODUCTS OF THE PRINTING
INDUSTRY; MANUSCRIPTS, TYPESCRIPTS AND PLANS

NOTES

1.

This Chapter does not cover:

a) photographic negatives or positives on transparent bases (Chapter 37);
b) maps, plans or globes, in relief, whether or not printed (heading 90.23);
c) playing cards or other goods of Chapter 95; or
)

d) original engravings, prints or lithographs (heading 97.02), postage or revenue stamps, stamp-postmarks, first-day covers,
postal stationery or the like of heading 97.04, antiques of an age exceeding one hundred years or other articles of Chapter
97.

2. For the purposes of Chapter 49, the term “printed” also means reproduced by means of a duplicating machine, produced under
the control of an automatic data processing machine, embossed, photographed, photocopied, thermocopied or typewritten.

3. Newspapers, journals and periodicals which are bound otherwise than in paper, and sets of newspapers, journals or periodi-
cals comprising more than one number under a single cover are to be classified in heading 49.01, whether or not containing
advertising material.

4. Heading 49.01 also covers:

a) a collection of printed reproductions of, for example, works of art or drawings, with a relative text, put up with numbered
pages in a form suitable for binding into one or more volumes;

b) a pictorial supplement accompanying, and subsidiary to, a bound volume; and

c) printed parts of books or booklets, in the form of assembled or separate sheets or signatures, constituting the whole or a
part of a complete work and designed for binding.

However, printed pictures or illustrations not bearing a text, whether in the form of signatures or separate sheets, fall in head-

ing 49.11.

5. Subject to Note 3 to this Chapter, heading 49.01 does not cove
