Bars and rods

Rolled, extruded, drawn or forged products, not in coils, which have a uniform solid cross-section along their
whole length in the shape of circles, ovals, rectangles (including squares), equilateral triangles or regular
convex polygons (including “flattened circles” and “modified rectangles”, of which two opposite sides are
convex arcs, the other two sides being straight, of equal length and parallel). Products with a rectangular
(including square), triangular or polygonal cross-section may have corners rounded along their whole length.
The thickness of such products which have a rectangular (including “modified rectangular’) cross-section
exceeds one-tenth of the width. The expression also covers cast or sintered products, of the same forms
and dimensions, which have been subsequently worked after production (otherwise than by simple trimming
or de-scaling), provided that they have not thereby assumed the character of articles or products of other
headings.

Profiles

Rolled, extruded, drawn, forged or formed products coiled or not, of a uniform cross-section along their whole
length, which do not conform to any of the definitions of bars, rods, wire, plates, sheets, strip, foil, tubes or
pipes. The expression also covers cast or sintered products, of the same forms, which have been
subsequently worked after production (otherwise than by simple trimming or de-scaling), provided that they
have not thereby assumed the character of articles or products of other headings.

Wire

Rolled, extruded, or drawn products, in coils, which have a uniform solid cross-section along their whole
length in the shape of circles, ovals, rectangles (including squares), equilateral triangles or regular convex
polygons (including “flattened circles” and “modified rectangles”, of which two opposite sides are convex
arcs, the other two sides being straight, of equal length and parallel). Products with a rectangular (including
square), triangular or polygonal cross-section may have corners rounded along their whole length. The
thickness of such products which have a rectangular (including “modified rectangular”) cross-section exceeds
one-tenth of the width.

Plates, sheets, strips and foil

Flat-surfaced products (other than the unwrought products of heading 78.01), coiled or not, of solid
rectangular (other than square) cross-section with or without rounded corners (including “modified
rectangles” of which two opposite sides are convex arcs, the other two sides being straight, of equal length
and parallel) of a uniform thickness, which are:

- of rectangular (including square) shape with a thickness not exceeding one-tenth of the width,

- of a shape other than rectangular or square, of any size, provided that they do not assume the character of
articles or products of other headings.

Heading 78.04 applies, inter alia, to plates, sheets, strip and foil with patterns (for example, grooves, ribs,
chequers, tears, buttons, lozenges) and to such products which have been perforated, corrugated, polished
or coated, provided that they do not thereby assume the character of articles or products of other headings.

(e) Tubes and pipes

Hollow products, coiled or not, which have a uniform cross-section with only one enclosed void



along their whole length in the shape of circles, ovals, rectangles (including squares), equilateral triangles or
regular convex polygons, and which have a uniform wall thickness. Products with a rectangular (including
square), equilateral triangular or regular convex polygonal cross-section, which may have corners rounded
along their whole length, are also to be considered as tubes and pipes provided the inner and outer cross-
sections are concentric and have the same form and orientation. Tubes and pipes of the foregoing cross-
sections may be polished, coated, bent, threaded, drilled, waisted, expanded, cone-shaped or fitted with
flanges, collars or rings.

Subheading Note.

Products with a rectangular (including
square), triangular or polygonal cross-section may have corners rounded along their whole length. The
thickness of such products which have a rectangular (including “modified rectangular”) cross-section exceeds
one-tenth of the width.

Plates, sheets, strip and foil

Flat-surfaced products (other than the unwrought products of heading 79.01), coiled or not, of solid
rectangular (other than square) cross-section with or without rounded corners (including “modified
rectangles” of which two opposite sides are convex arcs, the other two sides being straight, of equal length
and parallel) of a uniform thickness, which are:

- of rectangular (including square) shape with a thickness not exceeding one-tenth of the width,

- of a shape other than rectangular or square, of any size, provided that they do not assume the character of
articles of products of other headings.

Heading 79.05 applies, inter alia, to plates, sheets, strip and foil with patterns (for example, grooves, ribs,
chequers, tears, buttons, lozenges) and to such products which have been perforated, corrugated, polished
or coated, provided that they do not thereby assume the character of articles or products of other headings.

Tubes and pipes

Hollow products, coiled or not, which have a uniform cross-section with only one enclosed void along their
whole length in the shape of circles, ovals, rectangles (including squares), equilateral triangles or regular
convex polygons, and which have a uniform wall thickness.

Chapter 82

Tools, implements, cutlery, spoons and forks, of base metal; parts thereof of base metal

carbide or cermet; or

(d)  Abrasive materials on support of base metal, provided that the articles have cutting teeth, flutes, grooves, or
the like, of base metal, which retain their identity and function after the application of the abrasive.

2.- Parts of base metal of the articles of this Chapter are to be classified with the articles of which they are parts,

except parts separately specified as such and tool-holders from hand tools (heading 84.66).

Where a machine (including a combination of machines) consists of individual components (whether separate or
interconnected by piping, by transmission devices, by electric cables or by other devices) intended to contribute
together to a clearly defined function covered by one of the headings in Chapter 84 or Chapter 85, then the whole
falls to be classified in the heading appropriate to that function.

For the purposes of these Notes, the expression “machine” means any machine, machinery, plant, equipment,
apparatus or appliance cited in the headings of Chapter 84 or 85.

(b)  Machinery or appliances (for example, pumps) of ceramic material and ceramic parts of machinery or
appliances of any material (Chapter 69);

(c) Laboratory glassware (heading 70.17); machinery, appliances or other articles for technical uses or parts
thereof, of glass (heading 70.19 or 70.20);

(d)  Articles of heading 73.21 or 73.22 or similar articles of other base metals (Chapter 74 to 76 or 78 to 81);

(e)  Electro-mechanical domestic appliances of heading 85.09; digital cameras of heading 85.25; or

() Hand-operated mechanical floor sweepers, not motorised (heading 96.03).

Subject to the operation of Note 3 to Section XVI, a machine or appliance which answers to a description in one or
more of the heading 84.01 to 84.24 and at the same time to a description in one or other of the heading 84.25 to
84.80 is to be classified under the appropriate heading of the former group and not the latter.

Heading 84.19 does not, however, cover:

(@)  Germination plant, incubators or brooders (heading 84.36);

(b)  Grain dampening machines (heading 84.37);

(c) Diffusing apparatus for sugar juice extraction (heading 84.38);

(d)  Machinery for the heat-treatment of textile yarns, fabrics or made up textile articles (heading 84.51); or

(e)  Machinery or plant, designed for mechanical operation, in which a change of temperature, even if necessary,
is subsidiary.

Heading 84.22 does not cover:

(a) Sewing machines for closing bags or similar containers (heading 84.52); or
(b) Office machinery of heading 84.72.

Heading 84.24 does not cover:

Ink-jet printing machines (heading 84.43 or 84.71).

A machine-tool for working any material which answers to a description in heading 84.56 and at the same time to a
description in headings 84.57, 84.58, 84.59, 84.60, 84.61, 84.64 or 84.65 is to be classified in heading 84.56.

Heading 84.57 applies only to machine-tools for working metal, other than lathes (including turning centres), which
can carry out different types of machining operations either:

(a) by automatic tool change from a magazine or the like in conformity with a machining programme (machining
centres);

(b) by the automatic use, simultaneously or sequentially, of different unit heads working on a fixed position
workpiece (unit construction machines; single station); or

(c) by the automatic transfer of the workpiece to different unit heads (multi-station transfer machines).

(A)  For the purposes of heading 84.71, the expression “automatic data processing machines” means:

(a) Digital machines, capable of (1) storing the processing program or programs and at least the data
immediately necessary for the execution of the program; (2) being freely programmed in accordance
with the requirements of the user; (3) performing arithmetical computations specified by the user; and,
(4) executing, without human intervention, a processing program which requires them to modify their
execution, by logical decision during the processing run;

(b)  Analogue machines capable of simulating mathematical models and comprising at least: analogue
elements, control elements and programming elements;

(c)  Hybrid machines consisting of either a digital machine with analogue elements or an analogue
machine with digital elements.



(B) Automatic data processing machines may be in the form of systems consisting of a variable number of
separate units. Subject to paragraph (E) below, a unitis to be regarded as being
a part of a complete system if it meets all of the following conditions:

(a) Itis of a kind solely or principally used in an automatic data processing system;
(b) Itis connectable to the central processing unit either directly or through one or more other units; and
(c) Itis able to accept or deliver data in a form (codes or signals) which can be used by the system.

(C) Separately presented units of an automatic data processing machine are to be classified in heading 84.71.

(D) Printers, keyboards, X-Y co-ordinate input devices and disk storage units which satisfy the conditions of
paragraphs (B) (b) and (B) (c) above, are in all cases to be classified as units of heading 84.71.

(E) Machines performing a specific function other than data processing and incorporating or working in
conjunction with an automatic data processing machine are to be classified into the headings appropriate to
their respective functions or, failing that, in residual headings.

Heading 84.82 applies, inter alia, to polished steel balls, the maximum and minimum diameters of which do not
differ from the nominal diameter by more than 1% or by more than 0.05 mm, whichever is less. Other steel balls are
to be classified in heading 73.26.

A machine which is used for more than one purpose is, for the purposes of classification, to be treated as if its
principal purpose were its sole purpose.

Subject to Note 2 to this Chapter and Note 3 to Section XVI, a machine the principal purpose of which is not
described in any heading or for which no one purpose is the principal purpose is, unless the context otherwise
requires, to be classified in Heading 84.79 also covers machines for making rope or cable (for example, stranding,
twisting or cabling machines) from metal wire, textile yarn or any other material or from a combination of such
materials.

For the purposes of heading 84.70, the term “pocket-size” applies only to machines the dimensions of which do not
exceed 170 mm x 100 mm x 45 mm.

Subheading Notes.

For the purposes of subheading 8471.49, the term “systems” means automatic data processing machines whose
units satisfy the conditions laid down in Note 5 (B) to Chapter 84 and which comprise at least a central processing
unit, one input unit (for example, a keyboard or a scanner), and one output unit (for example, a visual display unit
or a printer).

Chapter 85

Electrical machinery and equipment and parts thereof; sound recorders
and reproducers, television image and sound recorders and reproducers,
and parts and accessories of such articles

Notes.

1.-

This Chapter does not cover:

(a) Electrical warmed blankets, bed pads, footmuffs or the like; electrically warmed clothing, footwear or ear
pads or other electrically warmed articles worn on or about the person;

(b)  Articles of glass of heading 70.11; or

(c)  Electrically heated furniture of Chapter 94.

Headings 85.01 to 85.04 do not apply to goods described in headings 85.11, 85.12, 85.40, 85.41 or 85.42.

However, metal tank mercury arc rectifiers remain classified in heading 85.04.

Heading 85.09 covers only the following electro-mechanical machines of the kind commonly used for domestic
purposes:

(@)  Vacuum cleaners, including dry and wet vacuum cleaners, floor polishers, food grinders and mixers, and fruit
or vegetable juice extractors, of any weight;

(b)  Other machines provided the weight of such machines does exceed 20 kg.

The heading does not, however, apply to fans or ventilating or recycling hoods incorporating a fan, whether or not
fitted with filters (heading 84.14), centrifugal clothes-dryers (heading 84.21), dish washing machines (heading
84.22), household washing machines (heading 84.50), roller or other ironing machines (heading 84.20 or 84.51),
sewing machines (heading 84.52), electric scissors (heading 86.67) or to electro-thermic appliances (heading
85.16).

For the purposes of heading 85.34 “printed circuits” are circuits obtained by forming on an insulating base, by any
printing process (for example, embossing, plating-up, etching) or by the “film circuit” technique, conductor elements,
contacts or other printed components (for example, inductances, resistors, capacitors) alone or interconnected
according to a pre-established pattern, other than elements which can produce, rectify, modulate or amplify an
electrical signal (for example, semiconductor elements).

The expression “printed circuits” does not cover circuits combined with elements other than those obtained during
the printing process, nor does it cover individual, discrete, capacitors or inductances. Printed circuits may, however,
be fitted with non-printed connecting elements.

Thin or thick-film circuits comprising passive and active elements obtained during the same technological process
are to be classified in heading 85.42.

For the purpose of heading 85.41 and 85.42:

(A) “Diodes, transistors and similar semiconductor devices” are semiconductor devices the operation of which
depends on variations in resistivity on the application of an electric field;

(B) “Electronic integrated circuits and microassemblies” are:

(@)  Monolithic integrated circuits in which the circuit elements (diodes, transistors, resistors, capacitors,
interconnections, etc.) are created in the mass (essentially) and on the surface of a semiconductor
material (doped silicon, for example) and are inseparably associated;

(b) Hybrid integrated circuits in which passive elements (resistors, capacitors, interconnectors, etc.),
obtained by thin or thick-film technology, and active elements (diodes, transitors, monolithic integrated
circuits, etc.), obtained by the semiconductor technology, are combined to all intents and purposes
indivisibly, on a single insulating substrate (glass, ceramic, etc.). These circuits may also include
discrete components;



(c)  Microassemblies of the moulded module, micromodule or similar types, consisting of discrete, active or
both active and passive components which are combined and interconnected.

For the classification of the articles defined in this Note, headings 85.41 and 85.42 shall take
precedence over any other heading into the nomenclature hich might cover them by reference to, in
particular, their function.

The expression “parts” and “parts and accessories” does not apply to the following articles, whether or not they are

identifiable as for the goods of this Section:

(a) Joints, washers or the like of any material (classified according to their constituent material or in heading
84.84) or other articles of vulcanised rubber other than hard rubber (heading 40.16);

(b)  Parts of general use, as defined in Note 2 to Section XV, of base metal (section XV), or similar goods of
plastics (Chapter 39);

(c) Atrticles or Chapter 82 (tools);
(d)  Articles of heading 83.06;

(e) Machines or apparatus of headings 84.01 to 84.79, or parts thereof; articles of heading 84.81 or 84.82 or,
provided they constitute integral parts of engines or motors, articles of heading 84.83;

(f) Electrical machinery or equipment (Chapter 85);
() Articles of Chapter 90;

(h)  Articles of Chapter 91;

(ij)  Arms (Chapter 93);

(k)  Lamps or lighting fittings of heading 94.05; or

() Brushes of a kind used as parts of vehicles (heading 96.03).

References in Chapter 86 to 88 to “Parts” or “accessories” do not apply to parts or accessories which are not
suitable for use solely or principally with the articles of those Chapters. A part or accessory which answers to a
description in two or more of the headings of those Chapters is to be classified under that heading which
corresponds to the principal use of that part or accessory.

For the purpose of this Section:

(@) Vehicles specially constructed to travel on both road and rail are classified under the appropriate heading of
Chapter 87;

(b)  Amphibious motor vehicles are classified under the appropriate heading of Chapter 87;

(c) Aircraft specially constructed so that they can also be used as road vehicles are classified under the
appropriate heading of Chapter 88.

Air-cushion vehicles are to be classified within this Section with the vehicles to which they are most akin as follows:
(@) In Chapter 86 if designed to travel on a guide-track (hovertrains);
(b) In Chapter 87 if designed to travel over land or over both land and water;

(c) In Chapter 89 if designed to travel over water, whether or not able to land on beaches or landing-stage or
also able to travel over ice.

Parts and accessories of air-cushion vehicles are to be classified in the same way as those of vehicles of the
heading in which the air-cushion vehicles are classified under the above provisions.

Hovertrain track fixtures and fittings are to be classified as railway track fixtures and fittings, and signalling, safety or
traffic control equipment for hovertrain transport systems as signalling, safety or traffic control equipment for
railways.

Chapter 90

Optical, photographic, cinematographic, measuring, checking, precision, medical or surgical instruments and
apparatus; parts and accessories thereof

supported or held derives solely from their elasticity (for example, maternity belts, thoracic support bandages,
abdominal support bandages, supports for joints or muscles) (Section XI);

(c) Refractory goods of heading 69.03; ceramic wares for laboratory, chemical or other technical uses, of heading
69.09;

(d) Glass mirrors, not optically worked, of heading 70.09, or mirrors of base metal or of precious metal, not being
optical elements (heading 83.06 or Chapter 71);

(e) Goods of heading 70.07, 70.08, 70.11, 70.14, 70.15 or 70.17;

(f) Parts of general use, as defined in Note 2 to Section XV, of base metal (Section XV) or similar goods of plastic
(Chapter 39);

(g) Pumps incorporating measuring devices, of heading 84.13 ; weight-operated counting or checking machinery,
or separately presented weights for balances (heading 84.23); lifting or handling machinery (heading 84.25 to
84.28); paper or paperboard cutting machines of all kinds (heading 84.41); fittings for adjusting work or tools
on machine-tools, of heading 84.66, including fittings with optical devices for reading the scale (for example,
“optical” dividing heads) but not those which are in themselves essentially optical instruments (for example,
alignment telescopes); calculating machines (heading 84.70); valves or other appliances of heading 84.81;

(h) Searchlights or spotlights of a kind used for cycles or motor vehicles (heading 85.12); portable electric lamps
of heading 85.13; cinematographic sound recording, reproducing or re-recording apparatus (heading 85.19 or
85.20); sound-heads (heading 85.22); still image video cameras, other video camera recorders and digital
cameras (heading 85.25); radar apparatus, radio navigational aid apparatus or radio remote control apparatus
(heading 85.26); numerical control apparatus of heading 85.37; sealed beam lamp units of heading 85.39;
optical fibre cables of heading 85.44;

(ij)  Searchlights or spotlights of heading 94.05;

(k) Articles of Chapter 95;
(I Capacity measures, which are to be classified according to their constituent material; or

(m) Spools, reels or similar supports (which are to be classified according to their constituent
material, for example, in heading 39.23 or Section XV).

=

Subject to Note 1 above, parts and accessories for machines, apparatus, instruments or articles of
this Chapter are to be classified according to the following rules:

(a) Parts and accessories which are goods included in any of the headings of this Chapter or of Chapter 84, 85 or
91 (other than heading 84.85, 85.48 or 90.33) are in all cases to be classified in their respective headings;

(b)  Other parts and accessories, if suitable for use solely or principally with a particular kind of machine,
instrument or apparatus, or with a number of machines, instruments or apparatus of the same heading
(including a machine, instrument or apparatus of heading 90.10, 90.13 or 90.31) are to be classified with the
machines, instruments or apparatus of that kind;

(c) All other parts and accessories are to be classified in heading 90.33.
The provisions of Note 4 Section XVI apply also to this Chapter.
Heading 90.05 does not apply to telescopic sights for fitting to arms, periscopic telescopes for fitting to submarines

or tanks, or to telescopes for machines, appliances, instruments or apparatus of this Chapter or Section XVI; such
telescopic sights and telescopes are to be classified in heading 90.13.



5.-  Measuring or checking optical instruments, appliances or machines which, but for this Note, could be classified both
in heading 90.13 and in heading 90.31 are to be classified in heading 90.31.

6.- For the purposes of heading 90.21, the expression “orthopaedic appliances” means appliances for:
- preventing or correcting bodily deformities; or
- supporting or holding parts of the body following an illness, operation or injury.

Orthopaedic appliances include footwear and special insoles designed to correct orthopaedic conditions, provided
that they are either (1) made to measure or (2) mass-produced, presented singly and not in pairs and designed to fit
either foot equally.

For the purposes of this Chapter, the expression “watch movements” means devices regulated by a balance-wheel
and hairspring, quartz crystal or any other system capable of determining intervals of time, with a display or a
system to which a mechanical display can be incorporated. Such watch movements shall not exceed 12 mm in
thickness and 50 mm in width, length or diameter.

Except as provided in Note 1, movements and other parts suitable for use both in clocks or watches and in other
articles (for example, precision instruments) are to be classified in this Chapter.

RATE OF DUTY

2.-  For the purposes of heading 97.02, the expression “original engravings, prints and lithographs” means impressions
produced directly, in black and white or in colour, of one or of several plates wholly executed by hand by the artist,
irrespective of the process or of the material employed by him, but not including any mechanical or
photomechanical process.

3.- Heading 97.03 does not apply to mass-produced reproductions or works of conventional craftsmanship or a
commercial character, even if these articles are designed or created by artist.

4.- (a) Subject to Note1 to 3 above, articles of this Chapter are to be classified in this Chapter and not in any other

Chapter of the Nomenclature.

5.- Frames around paintings, drawings, pastels, collages or similar decorative plaques, engravings, prints or
lithographs are to be classified with those articles, provided they are of a kind and of a value normal to those
articles.
