The definition of "rape" as required under the Prison Rape
Elimination Act of 2003 will be operationalized by
disaggregating sexual assault into two categories of
inmate-on-inmate SEXUAL VIOLENCE.

STAFF
SEXUAL MISCONDUCT includes any behavior or act of a
sexual nature directed toward an inmate by an employee,
volunteer, official visitor, or agency representative. Romantic
relationships between staff and inmates are included in this
definition.

inner thigh, or buttocks with the intent to abuse, arouse,
or gratify sexual desire;

OR

o Completed, attempted, threatened, or requested sexual
acts;

e Occurrences of indecent exposure, invasion of privacy,
or staff voyeurism for sexual gratification.

The definition of STAFF SEXUAL HARASSMENT was also
developed by the National Institute of Corrections.
