	All women who take the classes and a convenience sample of women who answer web-based pop-up survey
	End of class survey; and pop-up web-based survey.
	At end of each class for community members. Pop-up survey will be administered one week per month on the website.
	75% of women who take the class and 75% who answer the pop-up survey  will report that the class or website helped with preparing for personal health decisions
