Department of Energy (DOE) National Science Bowl® May 1 - 6, 2008 in Washington DC.

Bowlsto earnan all-expense-paid trip to compete in the National Finals.

The DOE National Science Bow!® is the only science competition in the United States
sponsored by afederal agency and supports the Bush Administration’s commitment to
investing in our next generation of scientists, engineers and educators so America can remain
at the forefront of innovation and successfully compete in the 21% century global marketplace.

This year, more than 12,000 students competed in regional high school Science Bowl events,
designed to encourage students to excel in science and math, and to pursue careers in those
fields.
