Catalog:

Offerors shall establish catalog numbers starting with the letter “C” for all hardware, software, materials, and services to develop the CLINs/SLINs for each year in the base period (five years) and for each of the option years. Offerors must adhere to the established numbering sequence for the catalog. For example the catalog number for CY1 should be C0XXX and C1XXX for CY2. Offerors shall also provide a description, part number (P/N), unit of measure, and unit price. CLIN 0049 will be used for ordering individual components that are bundled under other CLINs/SLINs. For example, if DeCA wishes to order a scanner/scale, which is normally bundled under CLIN 0001, the item may be ordered individually using CLIN 0049 and the catalog number for a scanner/scale. 

Technical refresh shall also be priced using the Miscellaneous Items CLIN 0049. Offerors shall price their strategy to provide technical refresh for hardware, software, materials, and support services (see Factor 2: Management, Subfactor 2.2 POS System Availability, Element 2.2.4 Technical Refresh). The annual recurring O&S cost must reflect the technical refresh under the corresponding O&S CLINS. Deployment Schedule:

Summary Reports:

The Priced Solution Summary Report containing the total price for the Priced Solution shall display the annual and 10-year total cost for the Priced Solution. The annual cost will be discounted by factors based upon the 2005 nominal discount rates listed in OMB Circular No. A-94, Appendix C.

The Government will use the Priced Solution, which each offeror will complete as the basis for its evaluation. The offeror will consolidate the prices provided in the Priced Solution into a Priced Solution Summary Report that categorizes and totals all of the proposed prices and calculates the total Discounted Life-Cycle Cost (DLCC).

A separate Cost Element Summary Report containing the total price for the Priced Solution shall display the annual and 10-year total cost for the Priced Solution by cost element. Each CLIN/SLIN shall be summed within cost elements, presented in the example Cost Element Summary Report. Additional verbiage from the offeror's proposal (to include clarification/discussion items ) may be included in the final contents of the awardee's SOW.  The final SOW language will be mutually agreed upon between the government and the awardee within 30 days after contract award."   

5. GOVERNMENT USE OF NON‑GOVERNMENT ADVISORS 
Offerors are hereby advised that the Government has contracted for the services of LMI, a not for profit organization, to review proposals and provide advisory and assistance services. 

6. DEMONSTRATIONS  
Each offeror shall conduct a demonstration, which will be limited to two hours.  Following receipt of proposals, the Government will make a random selection to determine the order in which offerors will make demonstrations.  The Government will notify offerors of the scheduled date for their demonstrations.  The first demonstration will be scheduled approximately two weeks after proposal receipt, and occur at the offeror’s designated location.  The demonstration shall be limited to a single location, and made known to the Government within one week of notice by the Government.  

The demonstration shall begin with an introduction of the presenter, by name, position, and company, and occur in proximity of the demonstration equipment.  Demonstrations shall address POS commercial off-the-shelf (COTS) capabilities to meet the Government’s Performance Specification.  Demonstrations will consist of a two hour block for the demonstration and include information based on the “Demonstration Checklist”, listed at Attachment 3.  The demonstration shall be sufficiently detailed, specific, and complete to enable the Government to thoroughly evaluate the information presented.  

Scoring will be IAW Attach 3 "Demonstration Checklist" to determine offeror's Pass or Fail rating.  

Demonstrations will be held as follows:

    Demonstration presentation – two (2) hours

    Evaluator’s assessment of equipment using Demonstration Checklist – two (2) hours

    Break

    Question and answer session – l/2 hour, if required


7.  DISCUSSIONS 
Offerors will be required to address responses to Discussion Items (DIs) in writing.  Discussions will be held at Fort Lee, VA or the surrounding area. The Contracting Officer, or representative, will schedule the discussions after the initial review of proposals and competitive range determination.  Those offerors considered to be in the competitive range will be notified of the exact date, location, and time for response to the DIs. 

The Government reserves the right to record these discussions for source selection evaluation purposes in audio form.  Offeror personnel to attend the discussion session must be identified in the offeror's proposal as key personnel and/or senior management. The program manager that would be responsible for delivery of the solution is to be present and identified as the program manager. No more than ten (10) offeror personnel are allowed to attend the discussions. Any information discussed can be used as an integral part of the evaluation process.

8. SECTION 508 REQUIREMENTS
a.  Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 U.S.C. 749d) requires Federal agencies acquiring Electronic and Information Technology (EIT) to ensure that Federal employees with disabilities have access to and use of information and data that is comparable to the access and use by Federal employees who are not individuals with disabilities.

d. Offerors may propose products or services that result in substantially equivalent or greater access to and use by individuals with disabilities; this is known as equivalent facilitation.
