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AMENDMENT 005
UNDER PROGRAM SOLICITATION NO. DE-PS26-00NT40854

The purpose of the subject amendment is to update the Volume I application instructions:

1.  The following paragraph is hereby added under Article 3.4, “VOLUME I - FINANCIAL APPLICATION
DOCUMENT PREPARATION INSTRUCTIONS (JULY 2000).”  

“16.  PROJECT TEAM AGREEMENTS

The proposed project team must be identified and firmly committed to fulfilling its proposed role in the
project.

The project team should be made up of those organizations or parties responsible for accomplishing the
project.  The project team includes the legal entity responsible for the project (i.e., the prospective
Participant), technology licensors, and other third parties identified in this application (excluding financial
institutions) who are essential to the successful completion of the proposed project.  Where a legal entity has
been or will be created to conduct the project, DOE will consider the participating organizations or parties
(partners, joint venture members, etc.) as project team members.

The applicant shall provide from each member of the team a legally binding agreement, or letter of intent to
reach such agreement, that explicitly states the role of the team member in the project and the nature of its
business relationship for purposes of this project.  These documents must be signed by a corporate official or
other appropriate person authorized to legally bind these entities.  These letters shall be included in Volume I
of the application.

The Department recognizes that some of the Industrial Team applicants may be forming new legal entities,
and some of those legal entities may not exist at the time of submission of applications.  If the applicant is
selected for negotiations leading to an award of a cooperative agreement, the legal entity of the proposed
Industrial Team must be finalized prior to initiation of  negotiations.”

The preceding paragraph was inadvertently omitted when this Article was updated under Amendment 004.
