Kational Security Agency/Central Security Service (WSA/CSS) functions,
activities, and internal crzanizaticmal desigmators, as well as titles and
names of NSA/CSS employees, have been delated from the enclosures, These
deletions have been made pursuant to 5 ¥.S.C. 332(b) (3), in coniuvmetion with
50 G.S.C. 402 note (Pubiic Law 86-38). Section & of Public Law 86-3% provides
that no law shall be corstrued to require the disclesure of the orgacization,
or any function of the iS&, of any informatrion with respect to the acitivities
thereoi, or of the n=mes, titles, salsries; or nusber of persons emoloved -

The
NSA4/CSS Appeal Authority shall respond to the appeal within 20 workiog days
after recelpt.
