Thelr presumpticn wes confirmed by the directien taken by the
search for KANEDY's murderers, thet is emong Castroites, Commmists and USSR
influence. They are concerned with the anti-Cuben and anti-Soviet past which
will exert a substantial iafluence on the foreign and domestic poliey of the
USho This will be possible because there is & lack of a hsad of government
with the sutherity and modernistic leanings which KEWWEDY representede

2o Ultrereactionary eiveies in the USA, the Pentagon end the (B val C)
IA considered XEBWEDY's poliey too week and comeiliatory and its continuadion
as dengerous to them. It is believed here that the assassination may be
connected with the partially controversial positien of KEMEDY and that it
ectually could heve been plenned or committed by these circles. The fact of
the assassination was immediately used by them to inerease positive influences
on the Department of State and to turn world opiniom awey from the real
eulprite and intentior.
