Seon after the death of KENNEDY several authorities and persons
associated with the Cubsn CGovernment openly expressed to me their

hysteria.” Further, yesterday the Foreign Ministry in an official
comminigue confirmed that the indiceted assaessin tried to obtain
a visa to Cubs without success and repeated that reactionery sectors
tried, in that way, to involve beforehand Cube and the Soviet Union
in the events and are trying now to cover up the masterminds and
real motives for the crime. There was no official snnouncement
here of sorrow for the death of the President of the United States.
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
