S h The Department of Defense has conducted a thorough search of it¢s
records and has not found evidence that any element of the Department
attempted to collect Information of any sort concerning Cobo Cleaners
and/or Mr. Ruby in March and April 1962. Eeyond that, we could not find
any information concerning either Cobo Cleaners or HMr. Earl Ruby in
intelligence reports produced within the Department for March and April
1962. Further, we can find no record that any agency of the U.S.
Government provided the Department of Defense any information concerning
the subject of your request.
