tion developed during our review involved cuban intentions for

violent action against UoS~ property and installations abroad and

cuban plans for the assassinati9n of some cuban exile representatives 0

Co Our review has revealed no intelligence material

suggesting Cuban involvement in the assassination of President

Kennedy 0
