The finished site would consist of a wellike with a floorplan of approximately 22 feet
by 16 feet and an approximate height of 9 feet. bk house would be constructed of concrete
blocks with a metal roof. A gated, perimeter femmrild be installed over an area of
approximately 100 feet by 75 feet. An 8-inch-diagnevater line would be installed via
trenching along the northwest side of Clover Stte@onnect the new well to the existing water
system.
