SEC. 9103. Upon the determination of the Secretary 6

of Defense that such action is necessary in the national 7

interest, the Secretary may transfer between appropria-8

tions up to $2,500,000,000 of the funds made available 9

to the Department of Defense in this chapter: Provided, 10

That the Secretary shall notify the Congress promptly of 11

9104. (a) From funds made available for oper-19

ation and maintenance in this chapter to the Department 20

of Defense, not to exceed $1,026,841,000 may be used, 21

notwithstanding any other provision of law, to fund the 22

Commander’s Emergency Response Program, for the pur-23

pose of enabling military commanders in Iraq, Afghani-24

stan, and the Philippines to respond to urgent humani-25
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tarian relief and reconstruction requirements within their 1

areas of responsibility by carrying out programs that will 2

immediately assist the Iraqi, Afghan, and Filipino people. 3

(b) Not later than 15 days after the end of each fiscal 4

year quarter, the Secretary of Defense shall submit to the 5

congressional defense committees a report regarding the 6

source of funds and the allocation and use of funds during 7

that quarter that were made available pursuant to the au-8

thority provided in this section or under any other provi-9

sion of law for the purposes of the programs under sub-10

section (a).

SEC. 9105. During fiscal year 2008, the Secretary 13

Amounts provided in this chapter for op-11

erations in Iraq and Afghanistan may be used by the De-12

partment of Defense for the purchase of up to 20 heavy 13

and light armored vehicles for force protection purposes, 14

notwithstanding price or other limitations specified else-15

where in the Department of Defense Appropriations Act, 16

2008 (Public Law 110–116), or any other provision of 17

law: Provided, That notwithstanding any other provision 18

of law, funds provided in Public Law 110–116 and Public 19

Law 110–161 under the heading ‘‘Other Procurement, 20

Navy’’ may be used for the purchase of 21 vehicles re-21

quired for physical security of personnel, notwithstanding 22

price limitations applicable to passenger vehicles but not 23

to exceed $255,000 per vehicle: Provided further, That the 24

SEC. 9309. Of the funds appropriated in the U.S. 17

Troop Readiness, Veterans’ Care, Katrina Recovery, and 18

Iraq Accountability Appropriations Act, 2007 (Public Law 19

110–28) which remain available for obligation under the 20

‘‘Iraq Freedom Fund’’, $150,000,000 is only for the Joint 21
