Using the Wisconsin Collaborative for Healthcare Quality (WCHQ) Measurement Results

WCHQ Hybrid Methodology Explanation
Some WCHQ reporting organizations use both electronic medical records and charts in combination to provide care. For these organizations, a hybrid methodology was employed to calculate measure rates. In the file, results for organizations marked with an asterisk (*) are hybrid rates, calculated according to the following methodology:

First, the population denominator is determined from the billing data for the organization. From this denominator, the administrative review denominator is determined using automated systems. The administrative denominator is reviewed and the successes (or numerator) are calculated.  When calculating test measures (blood sugar testing, LDL cholesterol testing), the administrative denominator and administrative numerator are always equal (2000/2000) because an organization can only count those tests electronically that were actually done resulting in: numerator=denominator.  The weight of this portion of the equation is determined by dividing the administrative review denominator by the total denominator. Then, the manual denominator is assessed.  From the remaining denominator population (once the administrative denominator is subtracted), a random sample is collected, becoming the manual review sample size.  From this manual review sample size, the patients meeting the measure criteria are counted resulting in the manual review numerator.  This becomes the manual review rate.  The weighting of this portion is also determined by dividing the manual review denominator by the total denominator.
Finally, to determine the rate of the measure using the hybrid methodology, the weight of the administrative portion is multiplied by the administrative review rate and then added to the weight of the manual review portion multiplied by the manual review rate.  This should result in the rate of the overall measure.
