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The Loebsack-Kildee substitute would also encourage energy efficiency and the use of
renewable resources in schools by requiring that funds be used for projects that meet one of three
widely recognized green building standards. However, the legislation also provides flexibility by
allowing school districts to waive the green building requirements in circumstances that make

the requirements impracticable, while ensuring that at least 90 percent of funds are used for
green projects by 2013.

The AFL-CIO urges the committee to approve the Loebsack-Kildee substitute
amendment, and H.R. 3021 as amended.
