The American public has all
but forgotten the violence and valor that took place there. The battle continues along the present
demilitarized zone. The location of this line largely above the 38th Parallel is historic evidence that
in Korea, aggression did not pay. In Korea, the American soldier with his Korean and United
Nations allies fought with bravery and skill against his communist foes. Open daily from 8 am to 12
am.
