(Carolyn)  Provide Lisa Chen with dialog related to the split/merge or “move” process for grants and/or applications.
Presentations and Discussion Topics

1. GUI Guidelines
Lisa Chen explained new GUI standard guidelines for eRA/IMPAC II Web applications. Although not fully defined, general guidelines have been developed and will be incorporated at the enterprise level. The standard provides for one Information Management (IM) module with a hierarchy structure for both the NIH Commons and the IM unit. The Commons will include additional fields and screens, such as ORI fields, that will be available to the extramural community. Bob reiterated that a common set of requirements will be implemented for IMPAC II and the Commons.

2. Commons Registration

A discussion focused on clarifying external organization registration in the Commons using a provisional number. Bob Reifsnider confirmed that a flag will be set in the Commons alerting the IPF of a registration. In a discussion of the hierarchy for higher education and the new division level, Bob confirmed that an organization can view existing records and change them to describe their institution.

3. Standardized IM-External Organization module

Lisa presented the standardized eRA IM-External Organization module. 

Mikhail displayed the prototype for the Main Menu screen and Lisa noted changes made to conform to the new standard. The members accepted the new location of the Submit and Clear buttons as well as color and font changes.

The Query External Org screen has been designed to display 30 items on the hit list.  Lisa suggested limiting the number returned by the query. If the search selects more than 100 records, the user would be prompted for additional criteria to restrict the number of hits.  Carolyn stressed the need for users to view all information about an organization.

A suggestion was made to “gray out” menu options, as needed, on various screens.

For the Create/Modify screen, Lisa suggested that Mikhail provide the option, “You are about to exit, do you want to save?”   The members agreed.

For the Maintain External Org screen, the following issues were discussed: 

· Carolyn noted that although the Major Component name will be derived from the Commons, they need to see what is there now.   

· Bob reiterated that the Commons user will be able to select the department combining code from the pick list of established combining categories.

· Bob confirmed that cross-reference information will contain the date and name of the person entering the data, in addition to the system-generated audit. He also noted that once schools submit information through the Commons, a list of items/fields from the audit will be emailed when the organization makes changes.   

Grant Coding screens were displayed and discussed:

· Lisa described the screen function that enables the assignment of different grant applications to one school. The members determined that although the screen includes query options that may not be needed, the screen would remain as designed.

· Members expressed concern, in a discussion of the Split/Merge option, about moving grants and ensuring that they were moved. Discussion also focused on the business rules involving a move. A system versus multiple campus scenario was described using the University of Maryland (UMD) as an example. UMD at College Park and Baltimore are parts of a system, and reporting responsibility resides with each institution within the system.  A multiple-campus school has one main entry for reporting purposes. 

· Bob proposed adding a question to the Commons registration to determine if the institution is part of a university system. For members’ clarification, Bob detailed the rules governing a move.

1. Grants to an institution can be moved from one organizational component to another WITHIN the same Ext_Org_ID.

2. If an application has been funded, it cannot be moved unless Grants Management issues a new face page (Type 6/7 action).

3. If a Commons user indicates that grants are to be moved, the grants will not actually move. Notification will be sent to IM users to perform the move.

The Restructure External Organization Hierarchy screen was reviewed. To ensure clarity, the members decided to move FROM (to select departments) and TO (to copy major component and division to copy departments) to the left side or the beginning of the select option. 
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
