Use of the M etric System of M easur ement

Obtaining and Disseminating Biomedical Research Resour ces

Asapublic sponsor of biomedical research, the National Institutes of Health (NIH) has a dual
interest in accel erating scientific discovery and facilitating produce development. Intellectual
property restrictions can stifle the broad dissemination of the new discoveries and limit future
avenues of research and product development. At the same time, reasonable restrictions on the
dissemination of research tools are sometimes necessary to protect legitimate proprietary interests
and to preserve incentives for commercial development. To assist NIH contractors achieve an
appropriate balance, the NIH has provided guidance in the form of a two-part document, consisting
of Principles setting forth the fundamental concepts and Guidelines that provide specific information
to patent and license professionals and sponsored research administrators for implementation.

The purpose of these Principles and Guidelinesisto assist NIH funding recipientsin determining: 1)
Reasonable terms and conditions for making NIH-funded research resources available to scientistsin
other institutions in the [public and private sectors (disseminating research tools); and 2) Restrictions
to accept as a conditions of receiving access to research tools for use in NIHOfunded research
(acquiring research tools). Theintent isto help recipients ensure that the conditions they impose and
accept on the transfer of research tools will facilitate further biomedical research, consistent with the
requirements of the Bayh-Dole Act and NIH funding policy.

»  Knowledge of the use (both performance and assessment) of the Basso-Beattie-Bresnahan scale for
evaluating the recovery of locomotion in rats, an appreciation of assessment of similar functions for
mice, and of other functional deficits that arise from SCI.

» Plansfor developing and/or evaluating new and reproducible methods for ng or quantifying the
return of locomotor activity in mice, and of other, currently understudied functions affected by SCI
such as bladder, bowel and sexual activities, and autonomic function.

»  Plansfor providing hands-on training for new and/or young investigators in the SCI field in the use
and assessment of models and techniques identified in the bullets above.

» Plansfor providing expertise, infrastructure, resources and facilities for replicating experiments with
high therapeutic potential for SCI, and for side-by-side comparisons of efficacy between different
approaches and treatment paradigms.

» Plansfor an collaboration with the oversight committee. The oversight committee will consist of
leadersin the SCI research field and NINDS program staff to review, prioritize and oversee studies to
be conducted at the FORE-SCI, studies that replicate significant experimentsin SCI, or pilot studies
that promote the inclusion of new investigators and collaborations between new investigators and
seasoned investigatorsin the SCI field.

2. Qualifications and Availability of Proposed Personnel 0 — 25 Points
(demonstrated evidence of the qualifications, experience, and availability of professional and
technical personnel comprising the necessary project staff).

Personnel (including collaborators) proposed to be assigned and available for work under the project
shall be evaluated on their demonstrated, documented, and relevant expertise, education, availability,
and experience, highlighting that which was utilized within the past five years. The proposal should
document and provide evidence of an individual’s prior and practical experience in performing work of
the nature required by the objectives of this BAA/RFP.

ThisBroad Agency
Announcement (BAA) isissued with the intent of establishing Facilities of Research Excellence
for Spinal Cord Injury (FOR-SCI)

I ntroduction

The National Institute of Neurological Disorders and Stroke (NINDS) is seeking proposals from
organizations that are interested in and capable of establishing training and research
facilities/capabilities that would support the study of rodent models of spinal cord injury (SCI).
These facilities shall be established for the purpose of organizing, coordinating and conducting
hands-on training and providing practical experience in conducting standard protocols and
techniques used in the study of acute and chronic rodent models of SCI, including the cellular
and functional analysis and assessment of behavioral recovery. These facilities shall also be
used to replicate important preclinical studiesin SCI that show promise for development into
treatments for the condition, and to promote the interest and inclusion of new investigators into
the field.

Backaround

In the United States, the incidence of spinal cord injury (SCI) is approximately 10,000 per year.
Most of these new patients are young, and because there are few reparative treatments for this
devastating condition, the patients are often incapacitated for life. The type and range of
dysfunctions that a patient encounters throughout life depends on a number of crucial variables
including the severity of injury, the location of damage along the cord, and how long the patient
has been injured. Because not all spinal cord injuries are alike, no single treatment could be
expected to be suitable or effective for all forms of this disorder. It ismore realistic to expect
that different treatments may be appropriate for different types of damage, and for different
stages after injury. To develop effective treatments, it is necessary to begin to look for solutions
with high likelihood of restoring function to specific types of SCI.

Although the past decade has seen ground-breaking new research in fields as diverse as
immunology, stem cell biology, gene therapy, growth factors and extracellular matrix that hold
promise for different SCI conditions, the trandation of these findings to new treatments has been
hampered by several factors. First, promising new molecules and approaches that have arisen
from research in other arenas are slow to be introduced to SCI research because of inherent
difficulties in using and maintaining the standard anima models of SCI. Itisagreat challenge
for researchers new to the field to learn the surgical procedures involved in producing models of
SCI. A number of models of SCI have been developed in order to mimic the range of conditions
seen in the patient population. They differ in respects such as the type and severity of injury (for
example, contusion, compression, and partial or complete transection), and the segmental level
and location of damage along the cord. Severa laboratories have developed techniques to
produce standardized and reproducible models of SCI, however special equipment may be
needed, and new investigators may not have ready access to such equipment. Another challenge
is having the ability, expertise and facilities for dealing with the unique, daily needs of animals
incapacitated by SCI.
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The variables associated with SCI can result in arange of functional deficits. A crucia element
in conducting SCI research is to have the ability to evaluate the return of behavior and function
in a careful and meaningful manner. One measure of locomotor function (the Basso-Beattie-
Bresnahan scale) has been developed for rats and is used by many of the leadersin the field.

New investigators require instruction and practice in the performance and use of this procedure
in order to interpret it productively. In addition, there is a great need for measures of other
functions regulated by circuitry in the cord such as bladder and bowel activity, autonomic
function and sexual function. Such measures will allow the assessment of a much wider range of
functions that are affected following traumato the spinal cord, and are amenable to new
treatments.

Although numerous new findings herald the coming of many potential treatments for SCI, a
barrier to the development of such avenues to treatments for patientsis the lack of confirmation
of theresults. Novel and promising results from one laboratory have not been confirmed by
replication in other laboratories or in other model systems. Thisinability to confirm and
characterize potentially important outcomes with confidence has prevented new approaches from
moving forward to clinical studies.

Goals and Specific Objectives of the Broad Agency Announcement

The NINDS is the lead governmental agency for the funding of research on SCI, and proposes to
establish national Facilities of Research Excellence in SCI (FORE-SCI) that will train new
researchers on best practicesin the field of SCI, including the standards of current research
methodology, analytical protocols and functional outcome evaluations. Under this Broad
Agency Announcement (BAA), these facilities will provide, in the same location, resources,
capabilities and expertise in SCI research. These will include the ability to work with multiple
standard models of injury in rats and/or mice, and the facilities and personnel for expert
handling, care and the medical management of animals with SCI. They will have dedicated
facilities and expertise for conducting surgery, including microsurgery such as transplants and
grafts, and for cellular analyses ranging from neuroanatomy and histology to electrophysiology
and other cutting-edge technologies. These facilities will also provide training for individuals
from graduate students to faculty, both within and outside of the organization, to promote
consistency of procedures and practices across laboratories. A facility/center should also be able
to provide training on the assessment of standard outcome measures, and to participate in the
development of new and relevant means of evaluating recovery from spinal cord dysfunction.
Another role of support shall be to review and replicate novel treatments for SCI, and to compare
the efficacy of different treatments in a standardized environment with a minimum of variability
in surgery, animal care, outcome evaluation and cellular analyses. Finally, these sites could be
the nuclei/nexus for collaborative studies on SCI. In summary, this BAA has 4 central and key
objectives:

* Todevelop and present a course that provides a comprehensive, hands-on training
curriculum to investigators interested in SCI research on protocolsinvolved in producing
the rodent models of SCI currently in wide use in the field, in the cellular and behavioral
analyses of these animal models, and in the methods for proper daily handling and
medical maintenance of animals incapacitated by SCI.

» Todevelop strategies that will promote the recruitment of new investigators to SCI
research and to foster collaboration in studies on SCI.
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To assess and replicate promising, published studies that could lead to treatments for SCI,
and to compare the efficacy of different treatmentsin a standardized environment with a
minimum of variability in surgery, animal care, outcome evaluation and cellular analyses.
To develop new and relevant methods for evaluating recovery from spinal cord
dysfunction.

Thefirst bulleted objectiveisaprimary goal of thisinitiative. Offerors may respond to one of all
of the objectives outlined above. It would be preferable that all objectives are covered by one
offerror. However, the Government reserves the right to make multiple awards to assure that the
best technically qualified source is selected to perform each objective.

Proposal Submission Requirements

The following parameters are requirements of the proposal. Offerors must address and justify in
their proposal paradigms, methodologies and capabilities in these categories:

Plans to provide a course that emphasi zes hands-on training and practical experience for
individuals from graduate students to faculty in standard methodologies in SCI research.
These should include a discussion of facilities, personnel, expertise, and curriculum.

Range and extent of facilities and personnel with the ability to work with multiple
standard models of spinal cord injury in rodents. Injury paradigms will utilize rat and/or
mouse models of spinal cord trauma such as transection and contusion, and in specific
levels of the cord.

Facilities and personnel for conducting surgery used in spinal cord research, and the
necessary veterinary care of the animalsinvolved.

Facilities, personnel and expertise for expert handling, care and management of animals
with SCI and for extended periods of time.

Facilities, personnel and expertise for cellular analyses ranging from neuroanatomy and
histology to electrophysiology and/or other cutting-edge technol ogies such as gene array
and chip technology.

Facilities, personnel and expertise to assess standard outcome measures of behavior, and
to participate in the development of new and relevant means of evaluating differencesin
recovery from avariety of spinal cord dysfunction.

Plans to identify, review, prioritize and conduct studies to replicate important published
studiesin SCI.

Facilities, personnel and expertise to replicate novel, published treatments for SCI, and to
compare the efficacy of different treatment paradigmsin a standardized environment with
aminimum of variability in surgery, animal care, outcome evaluation and cellular
analyses.
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In summary, this project will require acommitment to promote training and collaboration, and a
plan to review, prioritize and replicate studies on promising approaches — translational research
that could lead to the design of clinical trialsfor SCI.

Because thisis a Broad Agency Announcement (BAA), offerors shall provide a specific
statement of work that addresses and integrates their performance of the requirements listed
above. A detailed design and approach must be presented for implementation, coordination, and
operation of these capabilities by the facility, clearly identifying the responsibilities of the offeror
and addressing potential overlap between duties of the FORE-SCI and those of other cores
funded through other grants or agencies. If the NINDS makes more than one award, successful
offerors will be required to collaborate and share information and expertise among sites. Y our
willingness to do this and acceptance of this provision must be clearly stated in your proposal.

Offerors are apprised that the Government reserves the right to have accessto all data generated
under this contract. A steering committee will be established. This committee will be comprised
of the Principal Investigators from each facility, appointed advisors such as leadersin the field of
SCI, and NINDS Program Staff. This committee will be advisory to the NINDS Project Officer
and will be responsible for assisting in the decision process relative to the training program and
the prioritization of projects proposed for replication at the site(s).

Purpose. Form NIH 2706 is designed to: (1) provide a management tool for use by be NIH in monitoring the application of financial and personnel
resources to the NIH contracts; (2) provide contractors with financial and personnel management data which is usable in their management processes,
(3) promptly indicate potential areas of contract underruns or overruns by making possible comparisons of actual performance and projections with
prior estimates on individual elements of cost and personnel; and (4) obtain contractor's analyses of cause and effect of significant variations between
actual and prior estimates of financial and personnel performance.

REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

Scope. The specific cost and personnel elements to be reported shall be established by mutual agreement prior to award. The Government may
require the contractor to provide detailed documentation to support any element(s) on one or more financial reports.

Number of Copiesand Mailing Address. An origina and two (2) copies of the report(s) shall be sent to the contracting officer at the address
shown on the face page of the contract, no later than 30 working days after the end of the period reported. However, the contract may provide for
one of the copiesto be sent directly to the project officer.

REPORTING STATISTICS

A modification which extends the period of performance of an existing contract will not require reporting on a separate Form NIH 2706, except
whereit is determined by the contracting officer that separate reporting is necessary. Furthermore, when incrementally funded contracts are
involved, each separate allotment is not considered a separate contract entity (only a funding action). Therefore, the statistics under incrementally
funded contracts should be reported cumulatively from the inception of the contract through completion.

Definitions and Instructions for Completing Form NIH 2706. For the purpose of establishing expenditure categoriesin Column A, the following
definitions and instructions will be utilized.

1t normally includes both routine and
ancillary costs.
