Notable Edits to the SF 424 (R&R) Application Guides, 1/15/2008
Application Guides (General and SBIR/STTR) have been updated to incorporate policy and application instruction changes implemented in the recent PHS 398 revision, such as revised instructions for applications proposing Human Subjects Research.  Additionally, minor editorial changes have been made to provide additional clarity and guidance based on feedback received from the applicant community.  Below is a description of the more notable edits.
Part I Section 2.10, Submitting Your Application via Grants.gov:  Reduced the correction window in the eRA Commons from five business days to two.
Part I Sections 2.11 and 2.12:  Modified instructions for viewing and correcting applications based on recent modifications to the eRA Commons Status screens.

Part I Section 5.3, 1, Item #6 New Investigator:  Updated the definition of “New Investigator”.

Part I Section 5.2, 2, Item #1 Clinical Trial and Part III Section 2.1.5: Added instructions for applicants subject to the ClinicalTrials.gov registration requirements.

Part I Section 5.5, Item 17 Resource Sharing Plans(s) and Part III Section 1.5.3:  Updated the Research Sharing Plan guidance to include the new GWAS Implementation Policy.
