What is the NICHD? 

The National Institute of Child Health and Human Development 
(NICHD), created by Congress in 1962, supports and conducts 
re s e a rch on topics related to the health of children, adults, families, 
and populations. Some of these health topics include: 

■ Reducing infant deaths; 

■ I m p roving the health of women and men; 

■ Understanding re p roductive health; 

■ L e a rning about growth and development; 

■ Examining problems of birth defects and mental re t a rdation; and 

■ Enhancing function and involvement across the life span thro u g h 
medical rehabilitation re s e a rc h . 

The NICHD is part of the National Institutes of Health (NIH), the 
federal govern m e n t ’s major medical re s e a rch agency. For decades, 
people have turned to the NICHD for important health re s e a rc h 
advances and results. NICHD re s e a rch focuses on these ideas: 

■ Events that happen prior to and throughout pregnancy as well as 
during childhood have a great impact on the health and well-being 
of adults; 

■ Human growth and development is a life-long process that has 
many phases and functions; 

■ L e a rning about the re p roductive health of men and women and 
educating people about re p roductive practices is important to 
both individuals and societies; and 

■ Developing medical rehabilitation interventions can improve the 
health and well-being of people with disabilities. 

What does the NICHD do? 
The mission of the NICHD is to ensure that every person is born 
healthy and wanted, that women suffer no harm f u l e ffects from 
the re p roductive process, and that all children have the chance 
to fulfill their potential for a healthy and productive life, free of 
disease or disability, and to ensure the health, well-being, 
independence, and productivity of all people through optimal 
medical re h a b i l i t a t i o n .

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To reach this goal, the NICHD: 
■ Conducts and supports laboratory 

re s e a rch, clinical trials, and 
s t u d i e s with people that explore 
health processes. NICHD 
researchers examine growth 
and development, biologic and 
re p roductive functions, behavior 
p a t t e rns, and population dynamics 
to protect and maintain the health 
of all people. 

■ Examines the impact of 
d i s a b i l i t i e s , diseases, and defects 
on the lives of individuals. Wi t h 
this information, the NICHD 
hopes to restore, increase, and 
maximize the capabilities of 
people affected by disease 
and injury. 

■ Sponsors training pro g r a m s 
for scientists, doctors, and 
re s e a rc h e r s to ensure that 
NICHD research can continue. 
By training these professionals 
in the latest research methods 
and technologies, the NICHD 
will be able to conduct its 
re s e a rch and make health 
re s e a rc h progress until all 
children, adults, families, and 
populations enjoy good health. 

Since it was founded, the efforts of 
the NICHD have successfully aff e c t e d 
the lives of children, adults, and 
families in a number of ways, 
including: 
■ Infant deaths have dropped more 

than 70 percent, mostly due to 
NICHD research that introduced 
new ways to treat and prevent 
infant breathing problems, manage 
the care of premature infants, and 
reduce and prevent Sudden Infant 
Death Syndrome (SIDS). 

■ Many causes of mental 
re t a rd a t i o n have been identified 
and, in some cases, eliminated 
as factors in brain development, 
as a result of NICHD re s e a rch in 
p reventing and corre c t i n g these 
conditions. Some of the causes of 
mental retardation that no longer 
pose threats to our childre n ’s health 
include Haemophilus influenzae 
Type B (HIB) meningitis ( p re v e n t e d 
by a vaccine developed by NICHD), 
phenylketonuria (PKU), congenital 
hypothyroidism, and jaundice. 

■ Infertility that at one time kept 
millions of couples from having 
babies of their own can now often 
be treated and reversed, thanks 
t o NICHD research into fertility 
techniques and infertility tre a t m e n t s 
and causes. 

■ Advances in social, physical, and 
behavioral treatments for people 
with mental, developmental, and 
physical disabilities were made 
possible through NICHD research 
aimed at improving teaching 
methods, managing behavior, 
increasing mobility, and removing 
b a rriers to allow those with mental 
or physical disabilities to be active 
members of their communities. 
Progress made by the NICHD in 
rehabilitation and rehabilitation 

technology has also helped to 
change society’s attitudes about 
people with disabilities, which 
enables them to lead more 
n o rm a l lives. 

■ Sound, scientific information about 
the effectiveness of different 
contraceptive methods for women, 
men, and couples has resulted fro m 
NICHD research. In addition to 
developing scientific leads for new 
contraceptive methods, this re s e a rc h 
has provided important inform a t i o n 
about the factors that contribute 
to effective contraceptive use. 
Advances resulting from this 
research allow women, men, and 
couples to achieve their fertility 
desires. 

■ Transmission of HIV from infected 
mothers to their babies dropped 
f rom 25 percent to only 2 perc e n t , 
following discoveries made by 
re s e a rchers at the NICHD and their 
colleagues in the medical and 
academic communities, and thro u g h 
the work of other NIH Institutes to 
reduce and prevent the spread of 
this disease. Treatment of HIV in 
c h i l d ren has also impro v e d through 
the research efforts of the NICHD 
and other NIH Institutes.
