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RESEARCH GRANT SUPPORT IN THE 

AREA OF DIGESTIM DISEASES A N N O U N C E M E N T  

The Nat ional  I n s t i t u t e  of A r t h r i t i s ,  Metabolism, and Digest ive Diseases (NIAMDD) , 
a d iv i s ion  of N I H ,  provides  f i n a n c i a l  support f o r  biomedical research  on the  
cause, prevent ion,  d iagnos is ,  and t reatment  of d i seases  of t h e  var ious  hollow 
organs of t he  g a s t r o i n t e s t i n a l  tract and i t s  accessory organs such as the  
exocrine pancreas ,  s a l i v a r y  glands and including the  l i v e r  and b i l i a r y  tract .  

There i s  a s p a r s i t y  of research  e f f o r t  i n  c e r t a i n  areas of t he  Diges t ive  Diseases  
program; exocrine panc rea t i c  d i sease ,  inflannnatory bowel d i sease ,  d i a r r h e a l  
d i sease ,  and esophageal d i sease .  Well-conceived research e f f o r t s  i n  these  areas, 
i n  both b a s i c  and c l in i ca l  p ro jec t s ,  are encouraged. The next  deadl ine  f o r  
app l i ca t ions  i s  October 1, 1974. 

All research g r a n t  proposals  submitted t o  the  NIAMDD are reviewed on a competi t ive 
bas i s  by s c i e n t i f i c  merit review committees of the  N I H  and then by the  Nat iona l  
A r t h r i t i s ,  Metabolism, and Digest ive Diseases Advisory Council. Appl icat ions f o r  
NIAMDD research  g r a n t  support  can be funded only i f  recommehded f o r  approval  by 
the  Nat ional  Advisory Council.

The following p u b l i c  n o t i c e ,  e s t a b l i s h i n g  a moratorium on c e r t a i n  types of f e t a l  

research,  has  been prepared f o r  publ ica t ion  i n  t h e  Federal  Regis ter .  The 

I n s t i t u t i o n a l  Relat ions Branch (IRB) , Division of Research Grants , National  

I n s t i t u t e s  of Heal th ,  which i s  responsible  f o r  implementation of DHEW pol icy  

f o r  t h e  p r o t e c t i o n  of human s u b j e c t s ,  will be the  f o c a l  p o i n t  t o  assure  consis t ­ 

ency i n  t h e  i n t e r p r e t a t i o n  of t h e  term " l iv ing  human f e t u s "  as i t  appl ies  t o  any 

p a r t i c u l a r  research p r o j e c t .

P.L. 93-348, '!The Nat ional  Research Ac t , ' '  became l a w  on July 1 2 ,  1974. 
T i t l e  I1 of t h i s  a c t ,  which is concerned with t h e  pro tec t ion  of human 
s u b j e c t s ,  mandates the  establ ishment  of a "National Commission f o r  t h e  
Pro tec t ion  of Human Subjects  of Biomedical and Behavioral  Research. 'I 

Sect ion  202(b) of T i t l e  I1 states: 

"The Commission s h a l l  conduct an i n v e s t i g a t i o n  and s tudy of t h e  n a t u r e  
and e x t e n t  of research involving l i v i n g  f e t u s e s ,  t h e  purposes f o r  which 
such research has been undertaken, and a l t e r n a t i v e  means f o r  achieving 
such purposes. The Commission s h a l l ,  n o t  l a te r  than the e x p i r a t i o n  of 
t h e  4-month period beginning on t h e  f irst  day of the  f i r s t  month t h a t  
fol lows t h e  d a t e  on which a l l  t h e  members of t h e  Commission have taken 
o f f i c e ,  recommend t o  t h e  Secretary (of Health,  Education, and Welfare) 
p o l i c i e s  def ining the  circumstances ( i f  any) under which such research 
may be conducted o r  supported." 

Sect ion 213 states:  

"Until  the  Commission has made i t s  recommendations t o  the  Secretary 
pursuant t o  Sec t ion  202(b), the Secretary may n o t  conduct o r  support  
research i n  the  United States o r  abroad on a l i v i n g  human f e t u s ,  before  
o r  after t h e  induced abor t ion  of such f e t u s ,  un less  such research is done 
f o r  t h e  purpose of assur ing t h e  s u r v i v a l  of such fetus." 

Thus, i n  compliance with Sect ion 213, n e i t h e r  t h e  Department of Heal th ,  
Education, and Welfare nor  any of i t s  components may conduct d i r e c t l y  o r  
support  through g r a n t  o r  c o n t r a c t  any research on a l i v i n g  human f e t u s ,  
unless  such research i s  done f o r  t h e  purpose of assur ing t h e  s u r v i v a l  of such 
f e t u s .  Subject  t o  t h e  l i m i t a t i o n s  of Sect ion 213, t h i s  moratorium w i l l  remain 
i n  e f f e c t  u n t i l  t h e  Secre ta ry  has determined t h a t  i t  should be l i f t e d .  

Each grantee  and cont rac tor  whose present  research p r o j e c t  involves s t u d i e s  
prohib i ted  by Sect ion 213 must discont inue such a c t i v i t i e s  immediately and 
advise  t h e  awarding Agency of t h e  Department of Heal th ,  Education, and 
Welfare how i t  proposes t o  comply with t h e  moratorium. Each proposed plan 
f o r  such compliance must be approved by the Agency head o r  h i s  designee.

For N I H  g ran t s  where t h e  p r o j e c t  i s  loca ted  i n  an organiza t iona l  component t h a t  
receives  an N I H  General Research Support o r  an N I H  Biomedical Sciences Support 
Grant,  no supplemental funds w i l l  be provided by N I H  �o r  adminis t ra t ive  increases  
which take e f f e c t  during a cur ren t  budget period. Requests f o r  supplemental funds 
may be included i n  the  app l i ca t ion  f o r  cont inuat ion support .  

Page 17 - Pre-award Costs 

N I H  def ines  "pre-award" as being before  the  new o r  competing renewal award. 
f o r e ,  N I H  w i l l  continue t o  a l low a grantee ,  a t  its own r i s k ,  t o  i ncu r  ob l iga t ions

and expendi tures  p r i o r  t o  the  beginning da te  of a cont inuat ion award, i f  they are 
considered e s s e n t i a l  t o  t h e  conduct of t h e  research.  T h e ' m I R  awarding u n i t  w i l l  
a l low reimbursement from t h e  cont inuat ion g ran t  when awarded, provided the  items 
concerned are incorporated i n  the  approved budget of t h e  cont inuat ion g r a n t  and 
t h a t ,  when required f o r  r e s t r i c t e d  ca t egor i e s ,  p r i o r  approval w a s  obtained.  

Page 22 - N I H  allows no i n d i r e c t  cos t s  on Research Career Development Awards. 

Page 28 - Termination f o r  Cause 

Termination f o r  cause ac t ion  is reserved t o  the  Direc tor ,  N I H ,  fol lowing 
recommendation of t h e  awarding component. -I 

Page 50-55 - Property Management Standards 

For a l l  g ran t s  whose p r o j e c t  per iod te rmina tes  a f t e r  Ju ly  1, 1974, NIH w i l l  no t  
requi re  submission of form NIH-1754 (Equipment Acquired with N I H  Grant Funds). 

Page 58 - Rebudgeting 

1. 	 The p r i o r  approval requirements do not  apply t o  the  General Research Support 
g ran t s ,  except i n  t h e  case of use of funds f o r  motion p i c t u r e  production. 

2 .  	 On t r a in ing  g r a n t s ,  p r i o r  approval of t h e  awarding u n i t  is required f o r  
rebudgeting which increases  o r  decreases the  t o t a l  amount budgeted f o r  
t r a i n i n g  s t ipends .

It supersedes 
the announcement made i n  the  N I H  GUIDE, Vo1.3, No.8, May 24, 1974. 

2. APPLICABILITY This po l i cy  i s  app l i cab le  t o  a l l  N I H  g r a n t s  which are completed 
by a l l  p r i n c i p a l  i n v e s t i g a t o r s ,  program d i r e c t o r s  , o r  con t r ac to r s  f o r  each s e p a r a t e  
research  g r a n t  o r  con t r ac t  submission. 

3.  BACKGROUND The repor t  provides  b a s i c  d a t a  needed f o r  an annual  assessment of 
t h e  impact t h a t  N I H  research  support  has  on the  Nat ion 's  biomedical and hea l th-
r e l a t e d  manpower. It i s  used i n  t h e  decision-making process  r e l a t e d  t o  Nat iona l  
hea l th  programs and p o l i c i e s .  I n i t i a l l y  a s p e c i a l  procedure w a s  i n s t i t u t e d  t o  
e s t a b l i s h  a useable  d a t a  base  f o r  g ran t s  active as of June 30, 1973 ( see  N I H  GUIDE 
V01.2, No.9, November 23, 1973). Subsequently, t he  procedure f o r  submission of 
the  r e p o r t  w a s  se t  f o r t h  as fo l lows .  

4. PROCEDURE The p r i n c i p a l  i n v e s t i g a t o r  o r  program d i r e c t o r  of an N I H  research 
p r o j e c t ,  program p r o j e c t  o r  cen te r  t h a t  is no t  i n  i t s  te rmina l  yea r  w i l l  complete 
the  r epor t  and r e tu rn  i t  wi th  the  Applicat ion f o r  Continuation Grant forms sub­
mit t ed  f o r  t h e  next  per iod of committed support .  The Manpower Report should be  
f o r  the cu r ren t  budget per iod and must coincide with t h e  per iod  covered i n  the 
Summary Progress  Report. Since submission of t he  r e p o r t  i s  requi red  s e v e r a l  months 
p r i o r  t o  the  end of the  cu r ren t  budget per iod ,  reasonable  estimates f o r  t h e  
remaining t i m e  w i l l  be s a t i s f a c t o r y .  Blank forms w i l l  be  included i n  the  appl ica­
t i o n  k i t  f o r  cont inua t ion  g ran t s .  

The p r i n c i p a l  i n v e s t i g a t o r  o r  program d i r e c t o r  of an N I H  research  p r o j e c t ,  program 
p r o j e c t ,  o r  cen ter  whose g r a n t  i s  i n  i t s  terminal  year--the l a s t  y e a r  of noncompeting 
support--will be suppl ied  a copy of t h e  Manpower Report form 30 days p r i o r  t o  the  
p ro jec t  end da te  and w i l l  r e tu rn  the  completed form wi th in  30 days a f t e r  c lose  of 
the  terminal  budget per iod.  The r epor t  w i l l  cover t h e  l as t  budget per iod  of t h e  
pro jec t .  

N I H  con t r ac to r s  w i l l  complete the Manpower Report f o r  t h e  cu r ren t  con t r ac t  per iod  
and w i l l  submit it as p a r t  of t h e  annual  r epor t .  The requirement f o r  submission 
of t h i s  r e p o r t  by a l l  appropr ia te  con t r ac to r s  has  been a p a r t  of each con t r ac t  as 
such con t r ac t s  were renewed subsequent t o  September 1, 1973. Addit ional  copies  of 
blank forms may be obtained from t h e  cont rac t ing  N I H  I n s t i t u t e  o r  Division.
