BACKGROUND 

Although great s t r i des  have been made i n  our understanding o f  H I V  and the imnunologic responses i t  e l i c i t s ,  the 
development of a safe and e f f e c t i v e  vaccine against H I V  remains a formidable challenge. Among the var ied research 
i n i t i a t i v e s  launched t o  achieve t h i s  goal, extensive e f f o r t s  have been d i rec ted  touard understanding the mechanism 
of protect ion.  Current studies ind ica te  tha t  a potent, e f f i cac ious  AIDS vaccine should e l i c i t  both a comprehensive 
and a long- las t ing  imnune response t o  H I V .  Imnunostimulating compounds, adjuvants, have been used t o  enhance the 
imnunogenicity o f  a va r ie t y  o f  vaccines against in fec t ious  pathogens. They have been sought t o  increase the speed, 
in tens i ty ,  and durat ion o f  an imnune response. A t  the present time, a lun  i s  the only adjuvant l icensed f o r  human 
use. The i d e n t i f i c a t i o n  o f  other adjuvants tha t  maximize the q u a l i t y  and quant i t y  o f  an imnune response t o  H I V  
continues t o  be a c r i t i c a l  component o f  the A I D S  vaccine development strategy. 

PURPOSE 

N I A I D  has undertaken a leading r o l e  in  organizing adjuvant invest igat ions and has organized researchers i n t o  the 
AIDS Cooperative Adjuvant Croup f o r  Invest igat ions on AIDS Vaccine Adjuvants. Through t h i s  e f f o r t  a nunber of neu 
and novel adjuvant formulations have been ident i f ied .  N I A I D  nou uishes t o  re -d i rec t  the research cur ren t ly  being 
funded i n  t h i s  area. The RFA focuses studies on adjuvant-vaccine formulations that combine S I V  o r  H I V  imnunogens 
with potent adjuvants. Emphasis u i l l  be placed on the i d e n t i f i c a t i o n  o f  those adjuvanted formulations that 
st imulate the var ied  imnune r e a c t i v i t y  o f  B ce l l s ,  T ce l l s ,  and antigen-presenting ce l l s ,  and tha t  generate long 
las t i ng  imnunity, innunologic memory, and mucosal imnunity. For example, studies aimed a t  de f in ing  adjuvant 
formulations tha t  generate hunoral imnunity, especial ly the induct ion o f  neut ra l i z ing  antibodies and/or antibody 
mediated c e l l  c y t o t o x i c i t y  (ADCC) are desired. Furthermore, invest igat ions tha t  examine the a b i l i t y  of 
adjuvanted-vaccines t o  enhance c e l l  mediated i n u n i t y ,  such as cy to tox ic  T lymphocytes (CTL)  and T helper c e l l  
a c t i v i t y  w i t1  be considered responsive t o  t h i s  RFA. Moreover, adjuvanted-vaccines that enhance antigen presentation 
through induct ion o f  cytokines, increase durat ion o f  p ro tec t ion  and/or augment memory w i l l  be sought.

o 	 Antigen Presentation: Determine the effect iveness o f  var ied  adjuvants t o  augment antigen presentation of 
selected S I V  o r  H I V  antigens. 

o 	 Duration o f  Imnunity & Memory: Define adjuvant formulations and imnunization schedules tha t  enhance durat ion 
o f  imnunity and augment imnunologic memory t o  S I V  o r  H I V  antigens, 

o Mucosal Imnunity: Define adjuvants that  induce mucosal imnunity. Studies may include, but are not l im i ted  to, 
secretory IgA antibodies.

For the purpose of these pol ic ies,  
c l i n i c a l  research involves hunan studies o f  et iology, treatment, diagnosis, prevention, o r  epidemiology o f  diseases, 
disorders, o r  conditions, inc lud ing but n o t  l i m i t e d  t o  c l i n i c a l  t r i a l s ;  and m ino r i t i es  include U.S. rac ia l /e thn ic  
minor i ty  populations ( s p e c i f i c a l l y  American Indians o r  Alaskan Natives, Asian/Pacif ic Islanders, Blacks, and 
Hispanics). 

ADAMHA recognizes tha t  i t  may not be feas ib le  o r  appropriate i n  a l l  c l i n i c a l  research pro jects  t o  include 
representation o f  the f u l l  array o f  U.S. rac ia l /e thn ic  m ino r i t y  populations. However, appl icants are urged t o  
assess c a r e f u l l y  the f e a s i b i l i t y  of inc lud ing the broadest possible representation o f  m ino r i t y  groups. 

Applications should include a descr ip t ion o f  the composition of the proposed study populat ion by gender and 
rac ia l \e thn ic  group, and the ra t i ona le  f o r  the numbers and kinds o f  people selected t o  pa r t i c i pa te .

Applicants may request up t o  8 percent o f  d i r e c t  costs f o r  ind i rec t  
costs. I nd i rec t  costs are not provided on equipment expenditures. 

Professional Fees Other Than Salary: Remuneration f o r  c l i n i c a l  pract ice,  consultat ion, o r  other work re la ted  t o  

the awardee's research program must be assigned t o  the grantee i n s t i t u t i o n  and may not be retained by the awardee. 


Use o f  PHS Research or  Training Grant Funds Freed by an RSA: Funds budgeted i n  an ADAMHA-supported research or 

t r a in ing  grant f o r  the  sa la r ies  o r  f r i nge  benef i t s  o f  indiv iduals,  but freed as a resu l t  o f  a RSA award, may not 

be rebudgeted.
