Rodney
Alexander, R-Quitman, has an-
nounced his subcommittee as-
signments for the House
Committee on Appropriations for
the 111th Congress.

Alexander will serve on
the Subcommittee on Energy
and Water Development, the
Subcommittee on Labor, Health
and Human Services, Education,
and Related Agencies (LHHS),
and will retain his seat on the
Subcommittee on Agriculture,
Rural Development, Food and
Drug Administrations, and Re-
lated Agencies (Agriculture).

"These assignments are
a great opportunity for me to
serve the best interests of the
5th District, and the rest of
Louisiana," said Alexander. "I
could not be more pleased."  

On the Energy and Water
Subcommittee, which has juris-
