
California Fuel Temperature Survey

This survey will collect the temperatures of gasoline and diesel at various 
locations throughout California for one year.

County officials will sample fuel temperatures of 87 and 91 octane gasoline, 
and diesel, where available, at approximately 20% of the service stations in 
their respective counties.  They will select one dispenser for each available 
product at these locations, take the temperature as it is delivered into the 
test measure, and also record any available information concerning the 
temperature of the fuel in the product storage tanks.

As data is entered throughout the year, the current monthly statewide 
average temperature for each fuel will be added to the information 
displayed.  Please be aware that until all of the seasonal data is entered no 
final determination of the results can be made.
