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SECTION B - SUPPLIES OR SERVICES AND PRICES/COSTS     

ARTICLE B.1.  BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF SUPPLIES OR SERVICES

The National Center for Research Resources (NCRR) of the National Institutes of Health (NIH) seeks a Contractor

to operate  and m aintain a ch impa nzee fac ility called the Alam ogordo  Prima te Facility (APF) located on the Holloman

Air Force Base (HAFB) in Alamogordo, New Mexico.  This  chim panzee fa cility has the  capa city to h ouse app roxim ately

350 animals, including animals that have be en use d in biom edical res earch.  The existing facilities were built in the

1990s with public funds on Air Force land.  To address the national need for maintenance and preservation of a large

proportion of ch imp anze es na tionw ide, N CRR ha s assum ed ow ners hip of  appr oxim ately 300 ch imp anze es an d is

seeking a Contractor to operate and maintain the associated long-term care facility, as well  as provid e overa ll facility

operation and m aintenance.  A ll the an ima ls have been exposed to microorganisms such as hepatitis C virus (HCV)

and Human Imm unodeficiency Virus (HIV).  Therefore, these animals have special needs for care and housing.

ARTICLE B.2.  PRICES/COSTS

The final contract will contain the price/cost provisions agreed upon by the Governm ent and the Offeror.

The reports must

summar ize vacant positions and recruiting actions underway.  The report must indicate dates vacancies

occurred, recruiting status, anticipated dates of new hires, and the name of the prospective employee.  An animal

census and description of changes to the veterinary care and animal husbandry programs, if any, must be

included.  A description and justification of needed Alterations and Renovations mus t be submitted with an

adequ ate lead time  to allow NIH  staff to  review the request, and for repairs to be completed, to ensure that the

facility continues to comply with relevant standards established by the U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA)

and the Public Health Service (PHS).

Annua l Progres s Rep orts

An annua l summation of contract operations must be submitted by the anniversary date of the contract.  The

annual report will discuss the general health status of the animals, census status, physical facilities and related

administrative activities (e.g., an inventory report), and include all applicable support documents such as the

semi-annual IACUC review and site visit report. An inventory of animals supported under this contract must be

made available to th e Projec t Officer.  This report must include identification of animals by ISIS number, name,

sex, location including cage number, age, and any changes to, or additional, pertinent information.  In addition,

all mortality must be  reported , along with a  sum mar y of relevant h ealth and  postm ortem  records .  Also, a

description of losses (or additions if inadvertent prog eny ar e bor n) fro m th e colo ny m ust be inclu ded  in this report.

It is required that the Contractor use a recognized program, preferably the ISIS-ARKS system, for documentation

of the health and social status of the colony.  A summary of this information should be furnished to ISIS at

mo nthly in terva ls alon g with  the current an ima l inven tory, an d m ust be rep orted  to ISIS  at leas t yearly.

Specia l Reports

1. Emergency Telephone Roster - The Contractor must provide to the Project Officer a list of key contract

employees' work, pager and hom e telephone num bers.  The report  must be submitted to the Project Officer

within 10 days of contract implementation, and within 10 days of personnel changes.

-Their availability to the project and the amount of time anticipated.

-W illingness to a ct as a co nsultant.

-How rights to publications and patents will be handled.

(4) Resumes

Resumes of all key personnel are required.  Each must indicate educational

background, recent experience, specific or technical accomplishments, and a listing

of relevant publications.

(5) Perso nnel Qu alifications a nd Re quirem ents

NIH estimates that 4 professional staff, (a Principal Investigator [PI], Deputy PI, and

2 additional veterinarians) each at 100% effort, and 5 technical staff (a Program

Administrator, Information Technologist, Behaviorist, Clinical Technician, and a

Colony Manager) each at 100% effort, are likely to represent the required

infrastructure.  In addition, per diem fees will be supplied that would support

app roxim ately 22 animal caretakers, 2 maintenance workers, and other essential

staff to be justified in the contract proposal by the offeror.

Offerors must be able to document the existing experience and capabilities of

currently employed professional and tech nical personnel that would transfer from the
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offeror's  ma in fac ility to the  APF , and /or pr opose the m inim ally acc epta ble

qualifications for staff to be hired. A majority of the professional and technical

personnel must have extensive experience in nonhuman primate medicine and

infectious disease s. The  profess ional staff w ill also be evalu ated with re spect to

specialty  board certification by the American College of Laboratory Animal Medicine,

advanced degr ees , state  veter inary lic enses, and re sidency t raining in laboratory

animal medicine.  Relevant technical staff such as animal caretakers will be

evaluated with respect to American Association for Laboratory Animal Science

technician certification and work experience.  A brief description appears below of

the various envisioned personnel providing 100% effort each, although offerors are

encouraged to propose and justify alternative plans regarding the staff required for

accomplishing the work:

  

PI and Deputy PI  - The P I mus t have significant successful experience in the

management  of chimpanzee facilities.  The  Dep uty PI s hou ld have the  capab ility to

act as Interim Director in the absence of the PI.  At least one of the PI or Deputy PI

must have a veterinary degree and a current state veterinary license, and provide up

to 50% effort in clinical duties if and when the Clinical Veterinarians described below

are unavailable.

2 Clinical Veterinarians - The Clinical Veterinarians ideally would possess a degree

in veterinary medicine, a current state veterinary lic ense, be  boar d-ce rtified  in

laboratory animal medicine, and have three or more years experience in nonhuman

primate medicine supporting biomedical research programs.

Program Administrator - The  Prog ram  Adm inistra tor will h ave s ignif icant

resp ons ibility.  He/s he w ill supp ort all  necessary administrative functions for the APF,

and work  close ly with the Contractor's main site regarding IACUC approvals,

personnel actions, payrolls, report preparations, etc.  NIH believes that many support

services can be provided to the APF  from th e m ain loca tion of th e Con tracto r's

institution, and the Program Administrator will coordinate these interactions.

Information Technologist - The Information Technologist must have a degre e in

computer science , or equivalent demonstrable knowledge and experience regarding

information managem ent associated with animal colonies.  He/she must be

experienced and knowledgeable regarding basic network administration and

personal computer applications including:  spreadsheets, databases, electro nic m ail,

networking, and graphic so ftware.  T he Inform ation Te chnolog ist mus t assist with

computerized record keeping, data entry and report generation, and similar

associated anima l facility data-proc essing ta sks.  Som e expe rience w ith ISIS-ARKS

is preferred.

Behav iorist - The Behaviorist will provide environmental enrichment and wo rk with

the veterinarians to ensure the psychological well-being of the APF chimpanzees.

At least two years of experience providing environmental enrichment to nonhuman

primates, and at least a Bachelors degree are required.  The Behaviorist and other

staff membe rs will be encouraged to submit scientific articles that report on

demographic and/or non-invasive behavioral studies of APF animals.

Clinical Laboratory Technician- The Clinical Laboratory Technician will provide

technical assistance in running, or obtaining results from commercial laboratories or

collaborators, routine clinical tests relevant to the chimpanzee's veterinary health or

status regarding possible microbial infection and viremia. At least three years of

experience prov iding a  rang e of c linical laboratory proc edures , and at leas t a

Bachelors degree, are required.

Colony Manager -The on-site supervisor should be certified by the American

Association for La bora tory An ima l Science (AALAS) as a Laboratory Animal

Technologist (LAT G) w ith at least 6  years  expe rienc e in a la bora tory an ima l facility,

2 of wh ich m ust have b een  in a su perv isory c apacity.  E ither the Clinical
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Veterinarians or the Colony Manager are  expected to closely supervise and train the

animal caretakers.  Form al education must include a m inimum of a  B.S. degr ee in

anim al scienc e or othe r biological sc iences.  

Laboratory Animal Caretakers - Labora tory Anim al Careta kers (to  be supported by

per diem fees) must be capable of performing basic animal care duties under the

guidance of supervisor(s).  Caretakers must be able to achieve AALAS Assistant

Laboratory Technician Certification within one year.

(2) Technical Evaluation

Prop osa ls will be te chn ically evaluated in accordance with the factors, weights, and

order of relative importance as described in the Tec hnical Eva luation Crit eria

(Section M. 3., hereof).

(3) Additional Technical Proposal Information

a) Prop osa ls which merely offer to conduct a program in accordance with the

requ ireme nts of the Government's scope of work will not be eligible for

award.  The offeror must submit an explanation of the proposed technical

approach in conjunction with the tasks to be performed in achieving the

project objectives.

b) The technical evaluation is conducted in accordance with the weighted

technical evalu ation  criter ia by an initial review panel.  This evaluation

produces a num erica l scor e (po ints) which is based upon the information

con tained in the  offe ror's  prop osa l only.

(4) Other Considerations

Record  and discuss specific factors not included elsewhere which support your

proposal.  Using specifically titled subparagraphs, items may include:

a) Any agreements and/or arrangements with subcontractor(s).  Provide as

much detail as necessary to explain how the statemen t of work will be

accom plished w ithin this work ing relations hip.  

b) Uniq ue arrangements, equipment, etc., which none or very few

organizations are likely to have which is advantageous for effective

implem entation o f this projec t.

c) Equipment and unusual operating procedures established to protect

person nel from  hazards  assoc iated with this p roject.

d) Other factors you feel are important and support your proposed research.

e) Recomm endations for changing reporting requirements if such changes

would be more compatible with the offeror's proposed schedules.
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c. BUSINESS PROPOSAL INSTRUCTIONS

(1) Basic Cost/Price Information

The busin ess  prop osa l mu st co ntain  sufficient information to allow the Government

to perform  a bas ic ana lysis of  the p ropo sed  cos t or pr ice of  the work.   This

information shall include the amounts of the basic elements of the proposed cost or

price.  These elements will include, as applicable, direct labor, fringe  bene fits, tra vel,

materials, subcontracts, purchased parts, shipping, indirect costs and rate, fee, and

profit.

(2) Cost and P ricing Data

1. General Instructions

A. You must provide the following information on the first page of your pricing

prop osa l:

(1) Solicitation, contract, and/or modification number;

(2) Name  and address of offeror;

(3) Nam e and tele phone  num ber of po int of conta ct;

(4) Name  of contract administration office (if available);

revision/redetermination, letter contract, unpriced order, or other);

(6) Prop osed cos t; prof it or fee; and tota l;

(7) Whether you will require the use of Government property in the

perform ance of th e con tract , and , if so, w hat p rope rty;

(8) Whether your organization is subjec t to cost accounting standards;

whether your organization has subm itted a CASB Disclosure

Statement, and if it has been determined adequate; whether you

have been notified that you  are or m ay be in non com pliance w ith

your Disclosure Statement or CAS, and, if yes, an explanation;

whether any aspect of this proposal is inconsistent with your

disclosed prac tices or applicable CAS, and, if so, an explanation;

and whether the proposal is consistent with your established

estimating and accounting principles and procedures and FAR Pa rt

31, Cost Principles, and, if not, an explanation;

(9) The following sta teme nt:  This pr oposa l reflects ou r estimate s

and/or actual costs as of this date and conforms with the

instru ction s in FAR 1 5.40 3-5(b)(1 ) and  Tab le 15-2.  By submitting

this proposal, we grant the Contracting Officer and authorized

representative(s) the right to examine, at any time before award,

those records, which include books, documents, accounting

procedures and practices, and other data, regardless of type and

form or whether such supporting information is specific ally

referenced or included in the proposal as the basis for pricing, that

will permit an adequate evaluation of the proposed price;

(10) Date of submission; and

(11) Name, title and signature of authorized representative.

B. In submitting your proposal, you  mu st inc lude a n inde x, approp riately

referenced, of all the cost or pricing data and information accompanying or

identified in the prop osal.  In add ition, you must ann otate any future

additions and/or revisions, up to the date of agreement on price, or an

earlier date agreed upon by the parties, on a supplemental index.

C. As part of the specific information required, you must submit, with your

prop osa l, cost or pricing data (that is, data that are verifiable and factual and

otherwise as defined at FAR 15.401).  You must clearly identify on your
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cover shee t that c ost o r pric ing da ta are  includ ed as  part o f the p ropo sal.

In addition, you mu st su bm it with yo ur pro posal any in form ation  reas onably

required to explain your estimating process, including--

(1) The judgmental factors applied and the mathematical or other

methods used in the estimate, including those used in proje cting

from known data; and

(2) The nature and amount of any contingencies included in the

proposed price.

D. You must show the relationship between contract line item prices and the

total contract price.  You must attach cost-element breakdowns for each

proposed line item, us ing the ap propriate  format prescribed in the "Form ats

for Submission of Line Item Summaries'' section of this table.  You must

furnish supporting breakdowns for each cost element, consistent with your

cost accounting system.

E. When  more than one contract line item is proposed, you must also provide

sum mar y total amo unts co vering all line item s for eac h elem ent of co st.

F. Whenever you have incurred costs for work performed before submission

of a p ropo sal, you m ust identify th ose  cos ts in your co st/pr ice pr oposal.

G. If you have reache d an agr eem ent with Government representatives on use

of forward pricing rates/factors, identify the agreement, include a copy, and

describe its nature.

Conduct cost

analyses for all subcontracts when cost or pricing d ata are submitted by the

subcontractor.  Include th ese analyses as part of your own cost or pricing

data subm issions fo r subco ntracts e xpecte d to exc eed the appropriate

thres hold  in FAR 15.403-4.  S ubm it the subc ontracto r cost or p ricing data

as part of your own co st or pricing  data as required in paragraph 2.A(2) of

this table.  These requirem ents also apply to all subcontractors if required

to submit cost or pricing data.

(1) Adequ ate Price Competition.  Provide data showing the degree of

competition and the basis for establishing the source and

reasonableness of price for those acquisitions (such as

subcontracts, purchase orders, material order, etc.) exceeding, or

expected to exceed, the appropriate threshold set forth at FAR

15.403-4 priced on the basis of adequate price competition.  For

interorganizational transfers priced at other than the cost of

com para ble competitive commercial work of the division,
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subsidiar y, or affiliate of the contractor, explain the pricing method

(see FAR 31 .205-26(e)).

(2) All Other.  Obtain c ost or pricin g data  from prospective sources for

those acquisitions (such as subcontracts, purchase orders, material

order, etc.) e xceeding  the th resh old set forth in FAR 15.403-4 and

not otherwis e exem pt, in acco rdance  with FAR 15.403-1 (b) (i.e.,

adequ ate price competition, commercial items, prices set by law or

regulation or waiver) .  Also prov ide data  showing the basis for

establishin g source and reasonableness of price.  In addition,

provide a summary of your cost analysis and a copy of cost or

pricing data submitted by the prospective source in sup port of each

subco ntract,  or purchase order that is the lower of either

$10,000,000 or more, or both more than the pertinent cost or

pricing data thres hold and  more  than 10 p ercent o f the prim e

contra ctor's  proposed price.  The C ontracting Officer may require

you to submit cost or pricing data in support of proposals in lower

amounts.  Subcontractor cost or pricing data must be accurate,

com plete and current as of the date of final price agreement, or an

earlier date  agre ed up on by the pa rties,  given  on the prim e

contractor's Certificate of Current Cost or Pricing Data. The  prim e

contractor is resp ons ible for updating  a pros pective  subc ontrac tor's

data.  For standard commercial items fabricated by the offeror that

are generally stocked in inventory, provide a separate cost

breakdown, if priced based on cost. For interorganizational

transfers priced at cost, provide a separate breakdown of cost

elements.  Analyze the cost or pricing data and submit the results

of your analysis of the prospective source's proposal.  When

submission of a prospective sourc e's cost or pricing data is required

as described in this paragraph, it must be included along with your

own cost or pricing data submission, as part of your own cost or

pricing data.  You mus t also sub mit any oth er cost o r pricing da ta

obtained from a subc ontractor, either actually or by specific

identification, along with the results of any analysis performed on

that data.

B. Direct Labor.  Provide a  time-ph ased (e .g., mon thly, quarterly, etc.)

breakdown of labor hours, rates, and cost by appropriate category, and

furnish bases for estimates.

C. Indirect Costs .  Indicate how you have computed and applied your indirect

costs, including cost breakdowns.  Show  trends a nd bud getary data  to

provide a basis for evaluating the reasonableness of proposed rates.

Indicate the rates used and provide an appropriate explanation.

D. Other Costs . List all other costs not otherwise included in the categories

described above (e .g., special tooling, travel, computer and consultant

services, pres erva tion, p ack aging  and p ack ing, spoilage and rework, and

Federal excise tax on finished articles) and provide bases for pricing.

E. Royalties. If royalties exceed $1,500, you must provide the following

information on a separate page for each separate royalty or license fee:

(1) Name  and address of licensor.

(2) Date of  license ag reem ent.

(3) Patent numbers.

(4) Patent application  serial num bers, or o ther bas is on whic h the

royalty is payable.

(5) Brief description (including any part or model numbers of each

contract item or com ponent on which the royalty is payable).

(6) Perce ntage or  dollar rate of  royalty per unit.
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(7) Unit price of contract item.

(8) Number of units.

(9) Total dollar amount of royalties.

(10) If specifically requested by the Contracting Officer, a copy of the

current license agreement and identification of applicable claims of

specific patents (see FAR 2 7.204 and 31.205-37).

F. Facilities Capital Cost of Money.  When you elect to claim facilities capital

cost of money as an allowable cost, you must submit Form CASB-CMF and

show the calculation of the proposed am ount (see FAR 3 1.205-10).

3. Formats for Submission of Line Item Summ aries

The detailed breakdown shall be in the format as shown on the form Breakdown of

Proposed Estimated Cost (plus fee) and  Labor H ours  (Section J, List of

Attachments).   For eac h sepa rate cos t estima te, the offe ror m ust furnish a

breakdown by cost element as indicated above.  In a ddition, sum mar y total amo unts

sha ll be furnis hed.  In  the event the RFP cites specific line items, by number, a cost

breakdown for each line item must be furnished.

4. There is a clear distinction between submitting cost or pricing data and merely

making available books, records, and other documents without identification.  The

requirement for submission of cost or pricing d ata is m et when  all accura te cost or

pricing data  reas onably ava ilable to  the o ffero r have bee n sub mitte d, eith er ac tually

or by spe cific id entif ication, to the Contracting Officer or an authorized

representative.  As later information comes into your possession, it should be

submitted promptly to the Contracting Officer in a manner that clearly shows how the

information relates to the offeror's price proposal.  The requirement for submission

of cost or pricing da ta continues up to the time of agreement on price, or an earlier

date agreed upon between the parties if applicable.

5. By subm itting your proposal, you grant the Contracting Officer or an authorized

representative the right to examine records that formed the basis for the pricing

prop osa l.

If the price is controlled under law by periodic  rulings, reviews, or

similar actions of a governmental body, attach a copy of the

controlling docum ent, unles s it was pre viously sub mitted to the

contracting office.

For a commercial item exception, the

offeror s hall subm it, at a minimum, information on prices at which

the same item or similar items have previously been sold in the

commercial market that is adequate for evaluating the

reasonableness of the price for this acquisition.

(B) For market-priced items, the source and date or period of

the mark et quotation or other basis for market price, the

base amount, and applicable discounts.  In addition,

describ e the natu re of the m arket;

(C) For items included on an active Federal Supply Service

Multip le Award  Sched ule contra ct, proof that an exception

has been granted for the schedule item.

(2) The offeror grants the Contracting Officer or an authorized representative

the right to examine, at any time before award, books, records, documents,

or other dire ctly pe rtinen t reco rds to  verify a ny req ues t for an exc eption

under this provision , and the reasonableness of price.  For items priced

using catalog or market prices, or law or regulation, access does not extend

to cost o r profit inf orm ation o r other  data re levant s olely to the  offero r's

determination of the prices to be offered in the catalog or marketplace.

(b) Requ ireme nts for cost or pricing data.  If the offeror is not granted an exception from the

requirement to submit cost or pricing data, the following applies:

(1) The offe ror shall  prepare and submit cost or pricing da ta and su pporting a ttachm ents

in accordance with Table 15-2 of FAR 15.408.

(2) As soon as practicable after agreement on price, but before contract award (except

for unpriced actions such as letter contracts), the offeror shall submit a Certifica te

of Current Cost or Pricing Data, as prescribed by FAR 15.406-2.

 (End of provision)

(4) Total Compensation Plan - Instructions

a) Total com pensatio n (sa lary and fringe benefits) of professional employees under

service contrac ts may, in some cases, be lowered by recompetition of these

contracts.  Lowering of compensation can be detrimental in obtaining the necessary

quality of professional services needed for adequate performance of service

contracts.  It is, therefore, in the best interest of the Government that professional

employees, as defined in 29 CFR Part 541, be properly compensated in these

contracts.  All offerors as a part of their business proposal will submit a "Total

Compensation Plan" (salaries and fringe benefits) for these professional employees

for evaluation purposes.
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b) The Government will evaluate the Total Compensation Plan to ensure tha t this

compensation reflects a sound management approach and an understanding of the

requirem ents to  be performed.  It will include an a ssess men t of the offe ror's ability

to provide uninterrupted work of high quality.  The total c om pensatio n pro posed w ill

be evaluated in terms of enhancing recruitment and retention o f person nel and its

realism and consistency with a total plan for compensation (both salaries and fringe

benefits).

c) Evaluation for award, therefore, will include an assessment of the Total

Comp ensation Plan subm itted by each offeror.

(5) Total Compensation Plan - Evaluation

a) Total Compensation Plan (Professional Employees)

In establishing compensation levels for professional employees, the total

compensation (both salaries and fringe benefits) proposed shall reflect a clear

understanding of the requirements of the work to be accom plished a nd the su itability

of the proposed compensation structure to obtain and retain qua lified perso nnel to

meet miss ion objec tives.  The  salary rates  or range s mu st recog nize the distinct

differences in professional skills and the complexity of varied disciplines as well as

job difficulty.  Proposals offering total compensation levels less than currently being

paid  by the predecessor Contractor for the same work will be evaluated, in addition

to the above, on the basis of maintaining program continuity, uninterrupted work of

high quality, and availability of required competent profes sional employees.  Offerors

are cautioned that instances of lowered compensation for essentially the same

professional work may be considered a lack of sound management judgmen t in

addition to ind icating a lac k of un derstan ding of the  requirem ent.

b) Cost (Professional Compensation)

Prop osa ls which are  unre alistic ally low o r do n ot ref lect a  reas onable relationship of

compensation to the  profess ional job ca tegorie s so a s to im pair the  Contr actor's

ability to recruit and retain competent profess ional employees, may be viewed as

reflecting a failure to comprehend the complexity of the contract requirements.  The

Government is conce rned with th e quality and s tability of the work force to be

employed on this contract.  The compensation data required will be used in

evaluation of the offeror's understanding of the contract requirements.

c) Other (Labor Relations)

An asses sme nt of the po tential for adverse effect upon performance and

maintenance of the required num ber of pro fession al emp loyees with re quisite skills

resulting from an unrealistically low compensation structure will also be made.

d) Federal Acquisition Regulation Clauses incorporated by Reference

FAR Clau se 52 .222 -46, E valua tion o f Comp ensation  for P rofessional Employees

(FEBRU ARY 1993).
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(6) Qualifications of the Offeror

a) You are requested to subm it a summ ary of your "General Experience, Organizational

Exper ience R elated to this  RFP, P erform ance H istory and P ertinent C ontracts ."

(1) General Experience

General experience is def ined a s gen eral b ackground, experience and

qualifications of the offeror.  A discussion of proposed facilities which can

be devoted to the project may be appropriate.

(2) Organizational Experience Related to the RFP

Organizational experience is defined as the accomplishment of work,

either past or on-going, which is comparable or related to the effort required

by this RFP.  This includes overall offe ror or cor porate e xperien ce, but not

the experience and/or past performance of individuals who are proposed as

personnel involved with the Statement of Work in this RFP.

(3) Perform ance H istory

Performance history  is defined as meeting contract objectives within

delivery and cost schedules on ef forts , eithe r pas t or on -goin g, wh ich is

comparable or related to the effort required by this RFP.

(4) Pertinent Con tracts

Pertinent contracts  is defined as a listing of each related contract

completed within the last three years or currently in process.  The listing

should include: 1) the contract number; 2) contracting agency; 3) contract

dollar value; 4) dates contract began and ended (or ends); 5) description of

contract work; 6) explanation of relevance of work to this RFP; 7) actual

delivery and co st performance versus delivery and cost agreed to in the

contract(s).  For award fee contracts, separately state in dollars the base fee

and award fee available and the award fee actually received.  The same

type of organizational experience and past performance data should be

submitted.

(5) Pertinent Grants

List grants supported by the Government that involved similar or related

work to that called for in this RFP.  Include the grant number, involved

agency,  names of the grant specialist and the Science Administrator,

identification of the work, and when performed.

You are cautioned that omission or an inadequate or inaccu rate response to this very

important RFP requirement could have a negative effect on the overall selection process.

Experience and past performanc e are factors which are relevant to the ability of the offerors

to perform and are considered in the source selection process.

(7) Other Adm inistrative Data

a) Property

(1) It is DHHS p olicy that Co ntrac tors w ill provid e all eq uipm ent and fa cilities

necessary for perfo rma nce of c ontracts .  Excep tion ma y be grante d to

furnish Government-owned property, or to  authorize p urchas e with contract

funds, only when approved by the C ontra cting  Offic er.  If th e off eror  is

proposing that the Government provide any equipment, other than that

specified under Government Furnished Property in the RFP, the proposal
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must include comprehensive justification which includes:

(a) An explanation that the item is for a special use esse ntial to the

direct performance of the contract and the item will be used

exc lusive ly for the pu rpose.  Office equipment such as desks, office

machines, etc., w ill not be provided under a  contract except under

very exceptional circumstances.

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SECTION M - EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD

(1) General

The ma jor ev aluat ion fa ctors  for th is solic itation  includ e technical (which encompasses

experience), past performance, cost/price, and small disadvantaged business factors.

Although technical factors are of param ount consider ation in the a ward of  the contra ct,

cost/price is also important to the over all contrac t award d ecision.  All evaluation factors other

than cost or price, when combined, are significantly more important than cost or price.

Offerors are advised that award will be made to that offeror whose proposal provides the best

overall value  to the Go vernm ent.

The evaluation will be based on the demonstrated capabilities of the prospective Contractors

in relation to the needs of the project as set forth in the RFP.  The merits of each proposal

will be evaluated caref ully.  Each proposal must document the feasibility of successful

implementation of the requirements of the RFP.  Offerors must submit information sufficient

to evaluate their proposals based on the detailed criteria listed below.

(2) Mandatory Qualification Criterion

Listed below is a mandatory qualification criterion. The offeror shall include all information

which documents and/or supports the qualification criterion in one clearly marked section of

its pro posal.

The qualification c riterion esta blishes c onditions  that must  be met at the time of receipt of

the initial proposal by the Contracting Officer in order for your proposal to be considered any

further for award.

The Offeror’s institution must have an Office for La bora tory An ima l W elfare (O LAW , form erly

OPRR ) Assurance N umber,  must have  a United States Department of Agriculture (USDA)

R Registration, and must have previous ly demonstrated the ability to provide high quality care

for chim panzee s.  This a bility could be demonstrated in several ways, such as possession

of an Association for Assessm ent and Accreditation of Laboratory Animal Care International

(AAALAC) accreditation and file  number.  The APF shall be operated in compliance with the

list of references in the Statement of Work.

(3) Tec hnical Eva luation Crit eria

The technical evaluation criteria are used by the technical evaluation committee when

reviewing the technical proposals.

Personnel must possess extensive experience in nonhuman primate 

medicine and infectious diseases.  The professional staff (e.g., Principal

Investigator, Deputy Principal Investigator and two additional veterinarians)

will be evaluated, as appropriate, with respect to speciality board certification 

by the Am erican C ollege of L aborato ry Anima l Medicine , advanc ed deg rees, 

state veterinary licenses, and residency training in laboratory animal medicine.

The te chnical s taff (e.g., Pro gram  Adm inistrator, Info rma tion Tec hnologis t, 

Behaviorist, Clinical Technician, Colony Manager, and laboratory animal

caretakers) will be evaluated with respect to American A ssociation for 

Laboratory Animal Science technician certification and work experience

(please refer to the Statement of Work for specific personnel and staffing

requirements).

Provision of ne eded sup port activities and ability to gene rate    15

necessary reports.

Please refer to the Statement of Work for specific requirements.

Evidence of commitment of the parent organization to provide    15

the m anag eme nt ove rsight, s uppo rt, staffing , quality c ontro l,

assistance, and resources needed to perform the work at the 

APF.

Please refer to the Statement of Work for specific requirements.

(4) Cost/Price Factor

Price analysis will be used to verify that the overall price offered is fair and reasonable. 

Cost/price analysis will be used to evaluate the reasonableness of individual cost elem ents

when cost or p ricing data  are re quire d.  Co st analysis  may be used to evaluate information

other than cost or pricing data to determine cost reasonableness or cost realism.

Price Evaluation Adjustment for Small Disadvantaged Business Concerns

In accord ance w ith FAR Clause 52.219-23, Notice of Price Evaluation Adju stm ent fo r Sm all

Disadvantaged Business Concerns, offerors will be evaluated by adding a factor of 10

percent to the price of all offers, except offers from small disadvantaged business (SDB)

concerns that have not waived the price evaluation adjustm ent.

Credit  under the small disadvantaged business participation factor is not av ailable  to

small disadvantaged business concerns that receive a price evaluation adjustment
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Price Evaluation Preference for HUBZone Small Business Concerns

In accordance with FAR Clause 52.219-4, Notice of Price Evaluation Preference for

HUBZone Small Business Concerns, offers from HUBZone sm all bus iness conce rns w ill

receive a price ev aluation pre ferenc e by adding  a factor o f 10 perc ent to all offers except

those referenced at FAR Clause 52.219-4.  The factor of 10 percent will be applied on a line

item basis or to any group of items on which award may be made. Other evaluation factors,

such as transportation costs or rent-free use of Government facilitie s, will be added to the

offer to es tablish the b ase off er befor e adding  the facto r of 10 pe rcent. 

(5) Small Disadvantaged Business Participation Factor

In accordance with FAR part 15.304(c)(4), the extent of participation of Small Disadvantaged

Business (SDB) concerns in performance of the contract will be evaluated.  An evaluation of

offerors’ SDB participation will be conducted subsequent to the technical evaluation.

However,  this evaluation will not be conducted on any offeror whose proposal would not be

selected for award based on the results of the evaluation of factors other than SDB

participation .   

The evaluation will be based on information obtained from the Small Disadvantaged

Bus iness Participation Plan provided by the offeror (Reference Section L. and the specific

subfactors listed there), other relevant information obtained from named SDB concerns, any

information supplied by the offeror concerning problems encountered in SDB participation,

and other refe rences  available to th e Gov ernm ent.  Evaluation of the SDB Participation Plan

will be based on consideration of all relevant facts and circumstances; it will not be based on

absolute  standards of acceptable performance. The  SDB P articipation P lan is a sep arate

requirement from the  Small, Small Disadvantaged and Wom en-Owned Small Business

Subcontracting Plan.

SDB participation will not be scored, but the Governm ent's  conc lusion s abo ut ove rall

commitment  and realism of the  offe ror's  SDB  Partic ipation Plan will be  cons idere d in

determining the relative merits of the offeror's proposal and in selecting the offeror whose

propos al is cons idered m ost adva ntageo us to the G overnm ent.  

6. Past Performance Factor

An evaluation of offerors' past performance information will be conducted prior to any

communications with offero rs leading  to establish men t of the com petitive rang e.  However,

this  evaluation will not be conduc ted on an y offeror w hose p roposa l will not be adm itted to

the competitive range on the basis of the results of the evaluation of factors other than past

performance.

The evalu ation  will be based on inform ation obtained from references  provided by the offeror,

other relevant past performance information obtained from other sources known to the

Gove rnm ent, and any information supplied by the offeror concerning problems encountered

on the identified contracts and corrective action taken.

The Gove rnm ent will asse ss the re lative risks a ssocia ted with each offeror.  Performance

risks are those associated with an offeror’s likelihood of success in performing the acquisition

requirements as indicated by that offeror’s record of past performance.

The assessment of performance risk is not intended to be a product of a mechanical or

mathematical analysis of an offeror's performance on a list of contracts but rather the product

of judgement by the Government after it considers relevant information.

When  assessing performance risks, the Government will focus on the past performance of

the offeror as it relates to all acquisition requirements, such as the offeror's record of

performing according to specifications, including standards of good workmanship; the

offeror's record of controlling and forecasting costs; the offeror's adherence to contract

schedules, including the administrative aspects of performance; the offeror's reputation for

reas onable and c ooperativ e beh avior  and c om mitment to customer satisfaction; and
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generally, the offeror's business-like concern for the interest of the customer.

The Government will consider the currency and relevance of the information, source of the

information , context of the data, and general trends in the offeror’s performance.

The lack of a relevant performance record may result in an unknown performance risk

assessm ent, which will neither be used to the advantage nor disadvantage of the offeror.
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SECTION C - DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATIONS/WORK STATEMENT

Article C.1.  Statement of W ork

a. Background Information

NHL BI/NC RR/N IH seeks a Contractor to operate and maintain a chimpanzee facility to be called the

Alamogordo Primate facility (APF) located at the Holloman Air Force Base (HA FB) in New Mexico.  The

existing facilitie s we re bu ilt in the 1990s.  To address the national need for maintenance and preservation of

a large  prop ortion  of ch imp anze es na tionw ide, N CRR ha s assum ed ow ners hip of  appr oxim ately 300

chimpanzees.  All have been expos ed to hepatitis C virus (HCV) and/or Hum an Imm unodeficiency Virus (HIV).

Therefore, these anim als ha ve sp ecia l need s for  care  and h ous ing.   T hese anim als will need to be maintained

by the C ontra ctor u ntil the  chim panzees  die naturally, are transferred to other research facilities, are retired

to sanctuaries, or a new Contractor is supported by NIH in Year 6.

The rate at which animals will be removed for research or other purposes is uncertain.  A few of the

chimpanzees to be managed are expected to live for many decades, so a five year Co ntrac t, follow ed by a

series of five-year Contracts, will be needed until the numbers of chimpanzees decrease due to natural d eath

at an expected rate of 2-4%  per year, they are transferred elsewhere for use in research, or alternatives are

found for their lon g-term h ous ing an d m aintenance.  If 2 0 anim als a ye ar are  rem oved  or die , app roxim ately

15 years  of contra ct supp ort will be nee ded.  

This  cont ract f or op eratio n and  ma intenance of c him panzees  will not  alter o wne rship  of the animals.  Title to

the animals at the onset of the contract will be held by the Federal Government.  However, the Federal

Government reserves the right to transfer title (ownership) of these animals to other institutions.

b. Objectives

The purpose of this contract is to provide long-term care for chimpanzees h oused at the AFP.  O fferors are

required to have experience with approved and accredited chimpanzee facilities holding more than a hundred

chim panzees . Any o ffero r mu st possess, o r be a ble to acquire, all necessary personnel to adequately care

for chimpanzees, including biohazardous animals.

Article C.2.  Services to be Performed

a. Gene ral Requ ireme nts

Inde penden tly, and n ot as  an ag ent o f the G over nm ent, th e Co ntrac tor m ust fu rnish  all the necessary labor,

materials, supplies, equipment, and services (except as otherwise specified herein) and perform the work set

forth below.

NHL BI/NC RR/N IH seeks a Contractor to operate and maintain the APF  currently housing approximately 300

animals.  To address the national need for m aintenance and preservation of a large proportion of

chimpanzees nationwide, NCRR ha s assum ed ownership of approx imately 300 chimpanzee s.  The inventory

of chimpanzees expected to be in the facility at the time of award is estimated to be 279.  The capacity of the

facility is 350 chimpanzees, and the C ontra ctor is  expe cted  to be  able  to pe rform  the contra ct at c apacity if

necessary.

As an approximate demographic description, 273 chimpanzees are expected to form the core of the APF

colony in November, 2000.  The age categories of the 126 females an d 147  ma les as of May 2000, and

rounding to the nearest birthday, are as follows:

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The former owner identifies 205 of these chimpanzees as exposed to HCV virus or antigens, 105

exposed to HIV virus or antigens, and 37 doubly exposed to HCV and HIV.

Use of the APF  by the Contractor will require payment of minimal or no rent or use fees.  The HAFB

will pay the APF 's utility costs (electrical, sewer, water) up to $10,000 per month, but the Contractor

will be re sponsib le for costs over this figure. Maintenance and repairs to the interior and exterior and

for ground s ma intenanc e of the A PF  will be ch arged to  the Contract, and the Contractor will be

resp ons ible for ensuring the APF  complies with standards esta blished by the U.S. Department of

Agriculture (USDA) and the Public Health Service (PHS).  However, major Alterations and

Renovations may be needed to the APF to correct deficiencies that the USDA may categorize as

"must be replaced or repaire d.”  The Contractor will be responsible for obtaining estimates for these

repairs, and the w orksc ope of th e contra ct and fu nds for its  com pletion will  be m odifie d as n ecessa ry.

b. Specific  Requ ireme nts

 1. Opera tion and m aintenan ce of a larg e chim panzee  facility

Veterinary and a nim al hus bandry se rvice s tha t resu lt in an adeq uate level o f long-term  health

and care of the chimpanzees must be provided.  The Contractor must com ply with  all

app licable  Federa l and State  laws and  regulations  pertaining to  the acquisition, registration,

care, disposition and transportation of nonhuman primates.   The Contractor must provide

administrative infrastructure, either on-s ite at th e AP F or a t the C ontra ctor's  ma in facility, that

will adeq uate ly supp ort the  veter inary a nd techn ical services.  A list of expected required

services appears below:

a. Routine animal care, housing, nutrition, hygiene;

b. Sanitation and cleaning of the equipment and facilities;

c. Envir onm enta l mo nitorin g of fa cilities , including v erm in con trol an d sec urity;

d. Anim al health surveillance, observations, identification, written and computerized

record keeping;

e. Animal hand ling, re strain t, tech nica l labor atory a nim al pro cedures , and  euthanasia

as specified below;

f. Veterinary medical assistance, treatments/medications, induction of anesthesia and

surgical assistance;

g. Clinical labor atory techn ical supp ort; 

h. Interstate shipping of laboratory animals;

i. Animal transportation within the APF ;

j. Environmental enrichment for chimpanzees;

k. Mainten ance o f equipm ent and s upplies o r other logis tical suppo rt;

l. Clerical and data entry support; and

m.  Appro priate m anage men t oversigh t.

A narrative description of the chimpanzee facility operation and maintenance spe cific

requirements appears below in Sections A through F.

A. Veterinary care and animal husba ndry

The Contractor mus t perform all the a nim al hus bandry tas ks n ecessa ry to prope rly ma intain

the chimpanzees at the APF.  This includes the provision of training for professional and

technical staff to insure that the animals are maintained appropriately; provision of proper

san itation; and a ssu ranc e tha t the o vera ll anim al hea lth needs  are fu lly me t.  The  physic al

facilities mu st co mp ly (or be brought into compliance, if necessary) with the relevant

standards established by the U.S. Departmen t of Agriculture (USDA) and the P ublic Hea lth

Service (PHS ).   The chimpanzees must be maintained in socially compatible pairs or groups

unless such maintenance is contraindicated for medical or management reasons.  The

Animal Care and Use Programs must maintain the requirements prescribed by the Animal

and Plant Health Inspection Service, USDA a nd Public Health Service Policy on Humane

Care and Use of Laboratory Animals.  The Contractor must provide adequate environmental

enrichment for the chimpanzees.
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The chimp anzees  on-site  at the APF that are not enrolled in Federal Government supported

research protocols as of the initiation of this contract must not be used for experimental

procedures at the APF, but will receive routine veterinary care; periodic physicals that include

blood and other biological fluid sampling, diagnostic imaging (via x-ray, ultrasound, or other

means ); and other procedures consistent with the chimpanzees' well-being.  Surgery for

treatment of spontaneous diseases is permitted.

The chimpanzees on-site at the APF that are enrolled in Federal Government supported

research protocols as of the initiation of this contract will be used for experimental procedures

only during the first three years of the contract.  These experimental procedures only include

those proced ures tha t are typically perfo rme d on hum an patien ts in an ou tpatient se tting.

Examples include blood and other biological fluid sampling; diagnostic imaging,

percutaneous liver biopsies via needle ; prostate  needle and transurethral bladder biopsies;

and peripheral lymph node biopsies.  Prohibited procedures include surgical opening of the

peritoneu m for  visually-directe d or laparo scopic  liver or lymph  node s amp ling or surg ery.  

All anima ls to be rec ruited into ne wly initiated rese arch, an d any alrea dy enrolled a nima ls to

be used in experiments during or after Year 4, must be transported to a different research

facility,   and the long-term care of the animals becomes the responsibility of the transferee.

Transferred animals cannot be returned to the APF after the research has been conducted.

Since the rate of need for research use is difficult to predict, NCRR will pay the majority of

costs  to the successfu l Contractor on a per diem basis for the number of animals present

daily at the APF, plus a fee for maintenance of essential administrative, professional, and

technical infrastruc ture.  The animals removed from the APF may be purchased from NIH,

or may be indefinitely leased at a market-based fee to be negotiated with the ChiMP Office

of NCRR. Euth anasia w ill not be perm itted as a ge neral m eans o f populatio n contro l, e.g.,

to dispose  of chim panzee s with no a pparen t utility for research or breeding.  Euth anasia w ill

be permitted only for medical reasons, e.g., terminal disease, trauma, or complications of

aging.  Methods must be consistent with the 1993 report of the AVMA Panel on Euthanasia.

The Contractor must perform  necr ops ies on  all anim als that die , and  ma ke th e data ava ilable

to the Ch iMP offic e of NC RR up on written re quest.

B. Tra nsport an d Subsequent Us e of A nim als

It is expected that some animals will be removed yearly from the APF  for various reasons,

and in most cases ow nership of the animals will be retained by the Federal Governm ent.

However,  the Federal Government reserves the right to sell or otherwise transfer title or

own ersh ip of the chimpanzees.  The animals removed from the APF may be leased from the

Government at a ma rket-ba sed fee  to be neg otiated with  the ChiMP Office of NCRR.   The

lifetim e costs associated with any removed animal's housing and maintenance becomes the

permanent respon sibility of the organization (transferee) receiving the animals.  The potential

transferee must obtain written authorization, after supplying adequ ate documentation of the

proposed use and adequate long-term financial arrangements, from the ChiMP Office of

NCRR before a rranging  with the Co ntractor fo r the rem oval of an y anima ls from  the APF . 

The Contractor will be responsible for the administrative and fiscal procedures associated

with the transfer, and must initiate shipping the animals.   The Contractor must not ship any

chimpanzee until it has received a copy of the written authorization provided by the ChiMP

Office of NCRR to the transferee.

                              General Requirements applicable to animal transport include:

(4) Contractor will maintain contact with carrier personnel in order to ensure

their com pliance w ith proper c are of ch impa nzees d uring trans it.

(5) Contractor must submit to the Project Officer by telephone, fax, o r em ail, the

actual shipment schedule and proposed method of transport no less than
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10 days prior to shipment. The Project Officer must be immediately informed

of any changes or delays in this schedule.

Ground Transportation:
(1) USDA Licen sed Intermediate handler.

(2) ICC  Auth ority.

(3) Fully insured for the value of the cargo.

Air Transportation:
(1) International Air Transport (IATA) Live Animal Regulations.

(2) Must provide delivery from the APF to the airport and from the airport to the

designated facility in a temperature-controlled truck.

Shipping Containers:
(1) Chimpanzees must be delivered in properly ventilated, escape-proof

containers.

(2) Each com partm entalized container must have separate water and feed

containe rs for ea ch com partm ent.

C. Biosafe ty

Chimpanzees are la rge a nd so me time s unp redic table  animals.  All of the animals at the APF

have been exposed to viruses and other microorganisms that can be transmitted to humans

with dire consequences. Hazardous materials or operations required by this contract include

medical and m inor surg ical proce dures p erform ed with ch impa nzees th at have been exposed

and m ay be carr ying infectious  agents  such as HBV, HCV, HIV, Simian-HIV (SHIV) and/or

other recom binant an d natura l agents.  The C ontracto r's ma in facility must have the su pport

of an experienced environmental health and  safety dep artme nt that includ es a sa fety

specialist.   All Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs) to be used at the APF must be

reviewed by a multi-member institutional biosafety committee.  This biosafety committee

must approve SOPs before they go to the Institutional Animal Care and Use Comm ittee.

The Principal Investigator of this Contract, or director of environmental health and safety at

the Con tractor's m ain fa cility, will  have the authority to take intervening action in the event any

visitor or employee of the Contractor or the HAF B is in d anger. T hese bios afety p olicies  will

be reviewed  annua lly by the institutional bios afety committee.  The health and safety policies

and procedures must meet all requirements of the Guide for the Care and Use  of Laboratory

Anim als, Biosafety in Microbiological and Biomedical Laboratories, and Occu pational H ealth

and  Safe ty in the  Care  and U se of  Res earc h An ima ls.    It is expec ted th at the  USD A will

continue to periodically inspect the APF after initiation of the contract.  All personnel involved

in the daily care of contract ch imp anze es m ust w ear w ashable w ork c lothing cov ered  by a

impervious laboratory coat or washable/disposable surgeon’s gown, disposable rubber

gloves, surg ical face mask, scrub bonnets, protective eyewear/face shields, and shoe covers.

Personnel must use work practices that adhere to Occupational Health and Safety in the

Care and U se of  Res earc h An ima ls and 29  CFR  1910.10 30, Bloodborne Pathogen Standard .

Contractor personnel must be enrolled in a medical-surveillance program, including
banking of their sera.  The Contractor must provide a pre-employment physical
examination, blood banking, tuberculosis (TB) test, and vaccinations for hepatitis
B, measles, vaccinia, mumps, and rubella, as appropriate for each individual
employee.  A periodic schedule for periodic blood banking, TB testing, and
revaccination must be followed.   Contractor personnel entering the HAFB must
comply with all relevant HAFB Health and Safety requirements.

Persons having active tuberculosis are excluded from work with contract
chimpanzees. All appropriate personnel should be immunized against hepatitis A
and C, HIV, and other relevant diseases as safe and effective vaccines become
available.

The Con tractor m ust p rovid e an e ffec tive tra ining p rogram  in occupational safety and health.

Prior to commencing any work, employees must be properly trained in safe practices and
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informed of potential hazards by contract managers and supervisors, and the Contractor

must provide written certification to the Project Officer that such training has occurred.  The

Contractor must be responsible for insuring their staff members are provided with,

unders tand, and  follow thos e safety ins tructions. 

Due to a high risk of susceptibility of the chimpanzees, visitors are required, as a  min imum,

to have the following health requirements:

1.  Nega tive tuberc ulin test and /or ches t X-ray within 6  mon ths of visit;

2.  In overt good health with no signs of respiratory disease; and

3.  No exposure to the following illnesses within three weeks of visit:  Chicken Pox, Mumps,

Rubella, Measles, Yellow Fever or other Arbovirus infection.

[For proposal purposes the following is provided; final language will be provided in the SOW

upon contract award.]  A plan for the disposition of Medical Pathological Waste (MPW) must

be proposed, similar to the following preliminary draft:  (1) Animal Room Waste:  a.  Liquids:

sewage pipes, decontamination tanks at 210 degrees F. for 2  hours, public sewage system;

b.  Solids:  double sealed bag, sterilized, dumpster; (2) Animal Carcasses:  sealed bag,

refrigerated, necropsy, burn box, incinerator; (3) Specimens:  sealed bag, in-house

processing within Class II biological safety cabinet or sealed centrifuge rotors; double bagged

in plastic, labele d appro priately, sealed  outside c ontainer; d elivered as  approp riate; (4)

Disp osable Items :  a.  Need les and S yringes:  sharps container, autoclave as solid waste,

commercial biohazard waste disposal service;  b.  Other Disposables:  sealed bag, burn box,

incinerator; and (5) Gowns:  sealed bag, commercial laundry service.

Although specific plans are not required in the proposals from the offerors , the successful

Contractor will collaborate with the HAFB regarding Safety and Health issues, policies

regarding employment of felons or illegal aliens, and procedures and requirements for

access of the Contractor's personnel to the HAFB facility.  Reference should be made to FAR

5352.242-9000, Contractor Access to Air Force Installations, May 1996, and 5352.223-9001,

Health and Safety on Government Installations, Jun 1997.

D.  IACUC and IAMC

The Contra ctor's m ain facility mu st have a n Institutiona l Animal Care and Use Committee

(IACUC) that complies with all Office of Laboratory Animal Welfare and USDA requirements.

In addition, the Contractor must develop and implement compliant procedures for IACUC

review an d inspec tion asso ciated with th e APF .  

NCRR staff m emb ers believe  that this con tract for care and maintenance of chimpanzees

does not need to be approved by the NIH Interagency Animal Models Committee (IAMC)

because it proposes no research and no research protocols could be submitted.

If any chimpanzee is removed from the APF for use in research, and the Government retains

own ersh ip of the animal, the transferee organization receiving the animal must obtain prior

approval from the IAMC for all relevant research protocols.  This applies to all current and

future researc h protoc ols for all Fe derally-own ed chim panzee s; wheth er Fede ral, private,

com me rcial,  foreign, or any other type of support will fund the research done outside the

AFP.

E. Prevention of Breeding 

Breeding of additional animals at the APF is not allowed, and must be prevented, either by

means  of effective physical separation of the sexes or by long-term use of a contracep tive

method already proven to be effective in chimpanzees.  All animals born more than 10

months after the start of this contract will belong to the Contractor, will be the C ontrac tor's

resp ons ibility, and no per diem o r other animal num ber-related  fees  will be p aid by th is

Contra ct.  Accidental births of chimpanzees will be considered unacceptab le performance

of this con tract.  
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No breeding is acceptable unless the Project Officer and the Director of Com parative

Medicine, NCRR form ally approve the renewal of breeding efforts as a result of a national

emergency or oth er co mp elling n ational nee d for  addit ional a nim als.  T his ap pears un likely

at this time.  H oweve r, if this should  occur, N IH rese rves the r ight to assume title of the

newborn animals, and no compensation for this assumption will be due to the Contractor

(other than payment of asso ciated per diems).

F. Information Technology/Chimpanzee Database 

Extensive data on  the a nim als housed at the HAFB has been, and should continue to be,

maintained on personal computers via specialized "ARKS" software freely available from the

International Species  Infor ma tion S ystem  (ISIS ).  Sum ma ry data  mu st be  perio dica lly

transmitted to ISIS.  Collaboration with the ChiMP Office of NCRR, other major national

facilities holdin g res earc h chim panzees , and  ISIS is  required.  The  Con tractor will re tain

custody of, and ha ve prim ary rights, to the  data dev eloped u nder the se awa rds, sub ject to

Government rights of access consistent with current HHS, PHS, and NIH policies and

regulations.  The Contractor is required to retain nonexclusive rights to the animal records

database when s ubm itting articles fo r publication  or when  incorpor ating the da tabase  into

other databases.  Consistent with the above paragraphs, the Contractor will be encouraged

to publish scientific articles on dem ographic and non-invasive behavioral studies th at utilize

the APF  chimp anzee c olony.  

As inform ation to potential bidd ers for this  Contra ct, it is expected that ISIS will provide one

computer running ARKS software to the Contractor for on-site data entry, and for interaction

with the NCRR-funded national database for chimpanzees.

2. Conform  to all Feder al laws, Fe deral policies, NRC and ILAR recommendations, and

AAALAC accreditation

It is a Mandatory Qualification Criterion for this contract that the o ffero r’s institution have an

Office for Laboratory Animal Welfare (OLAW, formerly Office of Protection from Research

Risks [OPRR]) Assurance Number, have a United States Department of Agriculture (USDA)

R Registra tion, and ha ve previou sly dem onstrate d the ability to provide high quality care for

chimpanzees.  This ab ility could be demonstrated in several ways, such as possession of an

Association for Ass essm ent and A ccredita tion of Lab oratory Animal Care International

(AAALAC) acc redita tion and file  number.  The Contractor must maintain these requirements,

and the APF  must be operated in compliance with: a) The Animal Welfare Act (P.L. 89-544,

as amended) Rules and Regulations published in the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR),

Title  9 (Animals and Animal Products), Chapter 1, Subchapter A (Animal W elfare), Parts 1,

2, and 3; b) Public Health Service (PHS) Policy on Humane  Care and Use  of Laboratory

Anim als, updated 1996; c) The Guide for the Care and Use of La bora tory An ima ls, revised

1996; d) Biosafety in Microbiological and Biomedical Laboratories (CDC-NIH 1993);  e)

Occupational Health a nd  Safe ty in the C are a nd U se of  Res earc h An ima ls (NRC 1997 );  f)

U.S. Governm ent P rincip les fo r the U tilization  and C are o f Ver tebra te An ima ls Us ed in

Testing, Research and Training (OPRR) 1996;   g) Chimpanzees in Research, Strategies for

their  Ethical C are, Management, and Use (NRC 1997 );  h)  Report of the AVMA Panel on

Euth anasia, JAVM A 202(2 ), 229-24 9. 1993;  i )  The Psychological Well-Being of Nonhuman

Primates, (ILAR) 1 998; and  j) 29 CF R 191 0.1030 , Bloodborne Pathogen  Standard.

As inform ation to potential bidd ers for this  Contra ct,  the offe ror is enc ourage d to propose a

plan whereby the APF  can achieve AAALAC accreditation.

3. Personnel and Staffing

Delegation of technical duties for contract personnel will be the prerogative of the Contractor.

The Contractor must be resp onsible fo r the selec tion, certification , asses sme nt, supervision,

man agem ent, and control of employees in performance of the Statement of Work.  W hen

necessary to ensure continued satisfactory performance of the required services, the

Government will request and the Contractor must replace any person under this contract due

to inapprop riate beha vior, poor p erform ance, m iscondu ct, endan gering life, abuse of U .S.

Government property, or inhumane treatment of animals.
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The Contractor must provide veterinary care and husba ndry servic e 24 hou rs a day, 7  days

a week, e very day of the year, including weekends and Government holidays.  Contractor

staff must be designated essential employees, and at least a minimal staff must report for

duty every day of the year, including periods of inclement/severe weather or other adverse

working conditions. The Contractor mu st observe the same holidays as the Federal

Gove rnm ent.  A Minim um S taffing Plan  mus t be prep ared an d provide d to the Contract

Officer and Project Officer within 30 days of contract implementation.

The Contractor must document actual employee hours worked by use of a tim e she et, tim e

clock, or other time keeping method, and must only bill for actual hours w orked .   Ove rtim e

and holiday pay must be justified. The Contractor must maintain a flexible work schedule and

must use a cost-effective method of providing essential coverage after normal working hours,

on weekends, Government holidays, and other periods of Government closure, and may

include staggered or alternative sched ules.  Th e Con tractor m ust orga nize the workf orce  in

a way that critical functions are performed even when unforeseen absences of personnel

occur. 

4. Suppo rt activities and  neces sary repo rts

The Contractor must conduct the support activities and generate the reports  specified below.

At a time agreeable to the Project Officer, but not later than 30 days after contract

implementation, the Contractor m ust c onduct an inve ntory o f ma jor eq uipm ent, if a ny,

already on-site at the APF.  The Contractor and the Government will determine the working

order, condition and value of all m ajor p ieces of e quipm ent, a nd the Co ntrac tor will  charge

the contract for the repair of any necessary items not in working order.  Title to all equipment

purchased with c ontra ct fun ds shall ve st in th e Go vern me nt, so  that th is equ ipm ent is

availa ble for use in any follow on Contract.  The Contractor will be responsible for the routine

operation  and m aintenan ce of all equ ipme nt used  in the Con tract. 

At a time  agre eab le to the Project Officer, but not later than 30 days after contract

implementation, the Contractor must conduct an inventory and prepare a report describing

major Alterations and Renovations that are needed to the APF to correct deficiencies that the

USDA may categorize as "must be repla ced  or rep aired ."  The  Con tractor will b e res ponsible

for obtaining estimates for these repairs, and the works cope o f the con tract and  funds fo r its

completion will be modified as necessary.  All Alterations and Renovations costing more than

$25,000 must be pre-approved by the Contract Officer and the Project Officer.  However, the

offero r's proposed budget for the contract should include provision for minor repairs to the

buildings, and these minor repairs should not necessitate changes in the workscope and

readjus tmen t of the bud get or m axim um a llowable co sts of this C ontract.

All Contractor vehicle drivers must possess a valid driver's license and 

must have a safe driving record with no evidence of DWI or DUI. The Contractor must

ma intain  a certificate of vehicle liability insurance for all  Contractor vehicles operated at the

APF fo r the dura tion of this C ontract. 

The Contractor mus t ensure that an effective security system and procedures are in place

at the AFP, and procure and establish these if necessary.  The Government is not liable for

the loss of personal possessions of the Contractor or its staff.  The Contractor must provide

emergency pagers for all professional staff and selected technical staff, and these expenses

will be direct co st items  charge d to the C ontract.  

5. Financial stability of the parent organization, and cost effectiveness of plans for operation and

maintenance of the APF

It is expected that some animals will be removed yearly from the APF  for various reasons,

and in most cases ownership of the animals will be retained by the F ederal G overnm ent.

However,  the Federal Government reserves the right to sell or otherwise transfer title or

own ersh ip of the chimpanzees.  The animals removed from the APF may be leased from the

Government at a market-based fee to be negotiated with the ChiMP Office of NCRR.  The
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sales price, lease price, or use price, will be determined when the animals are selected for

transfer, and will be based upon such fa ctors as fair market value, time of service,

endow men ts charg ed, pro fit, etc.   T he lifetim e cos ts ass ociate d with a ny rem oved  anim al's

housing and maintenance becomes the permanent responsibility of the organization

(transferee) rece iving th e anim als.  T he po tentia l trans feree m ust obtain  perm ission, after

supplying adequate documentation of the proposed use and adequate long-term financial

arrangements, from the ChiMP Office of NCRR before removing any animals from the APF.

The Contractor will be responsible for the administrative and fiscal procedures associated

with the transfer, and shipping the animals.  Two incentives in this contract encourage the

Contracto r to maximize the transfer of chimpanzees out of the APF.  These include giving

the Contractor first rights to assume ownership of any animal within 15 days of receipt of a

written request from any third party acceptable to the ChiMP program of NCRR.  In addition,

the money derived from transfers, leases, and sales will be considered program income that

is available to th e Con tractor for  uses a pprove d by the G overnm ent.  Uses  that mi ght be

considered, in addition to those in direct performance of the contr act, include  bonus es to

retain  or recruit employees; bonuses to recognize em ployee performance; travel to attend

scientific, professional, and staff development meetings; training and examination costs for

employee certification; and training, including travel and expenses, to enhance employee

develop men t.

 6. Other S pecific R equirem ents 

The Contractor must provide SOPs for all tasks within 3 months of implementation of the

Contra ct.  Subsequent revisions or additions to SOPs will be produced by the Contractor as

is deem ed nec essary b y the Con tractor or th e Projec t Officer.

Article C.3 .  Reportin g Req uirem ents

The Government will conduct a post-award s ite visit.  Periodic evaluation by the Project Officer and the

Con tract  Offic er of  the C ontra ctor's  prog ress  via va rious  written rep orts w ill be ne cessary.

Month ly Progres s Rep orts

The Con tractor m ust s ubm it a m onth ly progres s report to  the Con tracting O fficer and  the Proje ct Office r.  The

mo nthly progress reports are due within ten (10) days following the end o f the repo rting period . The re ports

must sum mar ize vacan t positions a nd recru iting actions  underw ay.  The report must indicate dates vacancies

occurred, recruiting status, anticipated dates of new hires, and the name of the prospective employee.  An
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animal census and description of changes to the veterinary care and animal husbandry programs, if any, must

be included .  A description and justification of neede d Alteration s and R enovatio ns m ust be s ubm itted with

an adequate lead time to allow NIH staff  to review the request, and for repairs to be completed, to ensure that

the facil ity continues to comply with relevant standards established by the U.S. Department of Agriculture

(USDA) and  the Public Health Service (PHS).

Annua l Progres s Rep orts

An annual summation of contract operations must be submitted by the anniversary date of the contract.  The

annual report will discuss the general health status of the animals, census status, physical facilities and related

administrative activities (e.g., an inventory report), and include all applicable support documents such as the

semi-annual IACUC review and site visit report. An inventory of animals supported under this contract must

be made available to the Project Officer.   This report must include identification of animals by ISIS number,

name, sex, location inc luding ca ge num ber, age , and any c hange s to, or add itional, pertinen t inform ation.  In

addition, all mortality must be reported, along with a summary of relevant health and postmortem records.

Also, a description of losses (or additions if inadvertent progeny are born) from the colony must be included

in this report.  It is required that the Contractor use a recognized program, preferably the ISIS-ARKS system,

for docum entation o f the hea lth and so cial status o f the colon y.  A summary of this information should be

furnishe d to ISIS  at monthly intervals along with the current anima l inventory, and  mus t be repo rted to ISIS

at least yea rly.

REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

Scope.  The specific cost and personnel elements to be reported shall be established by mutual agreement prior to

award.  The Governm ent may require the contractor to provide detailed documentation to support any element(s) on

one or m ore finan cial reports .  

Number of Co pies an d M ailing Ad dress .  An original and two (2) copies of the report(s) shall be sent to the

contracting officer at the address shown on the face page of the contract, no later than 30 working days after the end

of the period reported.  However, the contract may provide for one of the copies to be sent directly to the project officer.

REPORTING STATISTICS

A modification which extends the period of performance of an existing contract will not require r eporting o n a sep arate

Form  NIH 27 06, except where it is  dete rm ined b y the contra cting  officer tha t separate  repo rting is  nece ssa ry.

Furthermore, when incrementally funded contracts are involved, each separate allotment is not conside red a se parate

contract entity (only a funding action).  Therefore, the statistics under incrementally funded contracts should be

reported cumulatively from the inception of the contract through completion.
