To distribute the payment to multiple loan types, in
each line of Fields 2 and/or 3, enter the loan program acronym* and the amount of the
payment to be applied to that loan followed by a forward slash (/). Payments can be
distributed for up to four loan types in Fields 2 and 3. The sum of all loan program
amounts listed in Fields 2 and 3 must equal the FedWire payment shown in Item 3 -
Funds Data section.
