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The total number of Hawaii farm and ranch operators published in the 2002 Census of Agriculture totaled 
8,009. Race information was collected for a maximum of three operators per farming operation. Those Hawaii 
operators who reported their race as Asian numbered 2,969, or 37 percent of farm operators. Land operated 
was 157,235 acres, or 12 percent of 1,300,499 acres of Hawaii land in farms. The census definition of a farm is 
a place from which $1,000 or more of agricultural products were produced and sold, or normally would have 
been sold, during the census year. 
 
The largest category was Japanese with 1,814 operators or 61 percent of Hawaii’s Asian operators. Japanese 
operators made the day-to day decisions on 117,235 acres or 75 percent of the total farm and ranch lands 
operated by Asians in Hawaii.  
 
Filipino operators were the second largest category operating farms in Hawaii with 731 operators or 25 percent 
of the total Asian operators. Total acres operated by Filipino operators were 22,034 or 14 percent of the total 
land in farms operated by Asians in Hawaii. 
 
The third largest number of farm operators was Chinese with 220 operators. “Other Asian” operators totaled 
168 and Korean operators summed to 36.  County breakouts are listed in the tables below.  
 
There were a total of 571 Native Hawaiian operators making the day-to-day decisions on 168,634 acres. This 
group comprises 7 percent of all Hawaii farm and ranch operators and 13 percent of the land in farms. 
 
Other Pacific Islander operators totaled 84, or 1 percent of Hawaii farm and ranch operators. Land in farms 
operated by Other Pacific Islanders was 10,720 or less than 1 percent of the 1,300,499 acres of land in farms 
for the State of Hawaii.
