Science Accelerator has a number of
features usually found in subscription
databases, such as the ability to download
results to bibliographic citation software,
automatic spell-checking, and topic
clustering to assist in narrowing your
search. Basic searches in various topics
yielded results in energy, environment,
computing, physics, geology, chemistry,
